A Data Usability Summary Review was performed on the analytical data for five air samples collected
by EA Engineering, Science and Technology, Inc. at the Pendaflex Site in Garden City, New York. The
samples were analyzed under “Compendium of Methods for the Determination of Toscic Organic Comsponnds in
Ambient Air, Second Edition Jannary 1999, EPA/625/R-96/010B”, Compendium Method TO-15,
“Determination Of Volatile Organic Componnds (V' OCs) In Air Collected In Specially-Prepared Canisters And
Analyzed By Gas Chromatography/ Mass Spectrometry (GC/MS)”.

The data have been evaluated according to the protocols and quality control (QC) requirements of
the USEPA Region II Data Review Standatd Operating Procedure (SOP) Number HW-31, Revision
4, October 2006: Validating Volatile Organics of Ambient Air on Canisters by Method TO-15, and
the teviewer's professional judgment.

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+ EDS sample ID# 2 exhibited high concentrations of several compounds which exceeded the
linear range of calibration and were flagged (E) by the laboratory. The laboratory reanalyzed
this sample at a 71.89X dilution. The dilution results for these compounds should be used
for reporting.

o EDS sample ID# 5 was analyzed at a 74.29X dilution due to a high concentration of acetone
and was qualified estimated (J) due to acetone co-elution with a non-target peak.
