Gentlemen:

As a result of this department’s efforts to determine suspect
industrial sources of pollution, facility inspections and
sampling during the past few months were accomplished in the
North Shirley industrial complex.

On April 17, 1996, representatives of this department secured
samples from several property leaching systems. In addition,
samples were also taken of the visible soil from the obviously
breached interior collection pit located adjacent to the
building’s east wall. Review of the laboratory analyses
identified one area of concern that you are being directed to
remediate, since you were the previous occupant and property
owner.

The following compounds were found at concentrations indicative
of unpermitted discharges of industrial waste.

This directive requires the removal of the concrete collection
pit so that an adequate soil extraction is accomplished. It 1is
expected that this procedure be completed by July 9, 1996.

Kindly notify this office three working days in advance of the
scheduled cleanup date so that one of our representatives may be
present. If the county is unable to secure end point samples,
your environmental contractor will be required to obtain them for
analysis by a New York State approved laboratory in an effort to
determine the adequacy of the remediation.

For a complete and up-to-date listing of licensed scavengers, you
should contact the Division of Regulatory Affairs, Waste
Transporter Section of the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation at (518)457-3254. The hiring of a
cesspool pumping service which is not licensed to haul toxic
industrial waste is a violation 6f state and county law and may
subject both you and the non-licensed hauler to civil liability
(fines). It is your responsibility to determine if the scavenger
is licensed to haul industrial waste. Since this work may
require a Federal Industrial Waste Generator'’'s Permit before
pumpout is accomplished, you should contact the USEPA, Permit
Administration Branch, Region II, Room 432, Jacob K. Javits
Federal Building, New York, New York 10278, or by telephone at
(212)264-9881 to expedite your request so that the cleanout can
be executed within the time frame allotted.

Fees for removal of toxic materials may vary between scavengers;
therefore, you may wish to secure written estimates for your
cleanout. This, however, is not to be construed that the
department will accept delays in this matter.

Failure to comply with the directives set forth in this letter by
July 9, 1996 will result in this matter being scheduled for a
Formal Administrative Hearing, at which time the department will
be seeking the imposition of the maximum penalties of $500/day
for each and every violation of the Suffolk County Sanitary Code
including, but not limited to, failure to comply with the
directives set forth in this letter. It is in your best interest
to implement the remediation process outlined above.

As a result of this department's continued efforts to ensure that
existing state and county requlations promulgated to reduce
groundwater contamination are being adhered to, sampling of the
industrial leaching pool and sanitary system servicing your
facility was conducted opn May 3, 1990.

Review of the sanitary system laboratory results showed the
following metal & organic compounds to be in excess of existing
state and county discharge standards and guidelines.

1,1 Dichloroethane 83 ppb

Toluene 330 ppb
Copper 5.8 mg/l
Iron 7.4 mg/1l
Chromium 1.1 mg/l
Zzinc 13.0 mg/1
Lead 8.5 mg/l
Cadmium .07 mg/1
Silver 11 mg/l

Since your firm encountered sanitary system backup last week,
this department discussed immediate pump-out and disposal
measures with you in an effort to alleviate this problem. One
alternative was to receive disposal acceptance at the county
operated Bergen Point S.T.P. facility. Approval was granted by
their representative, Robert Falk, on June 12, 1990 to have
contents of the septic tank and associated leaching pool
transported for disposal.

Considering your knowledge of existing governmental regulations
concerning unpermitted discharges of industrial waste, this
office will not hesitate to schedule an administrative hearing
should further infractions be recorded.
