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FINDING OF SUITABILITY TO TRANSFER (FOST)
PARCEL F3
FORMER GRIFFISS AIR FORCE BASE (AFB), NEW YORK

1. PURPOSE

1.1 The purpose of this FOST is to identify environmental factors associated with certain -
property at the former Griffiss AFB, New York and to determine whether the proposed transfer
of such property is consistent with the protection of human health and the environment. The
property is described in Section 2 below. The property will be transferred by deed to the Oneida
County Industrial Development Agency (OCIDA).

1.2 The OCIDA has requested conveyance of property pursuant to the Defense Base Closure
and Realignment Act of 1990, Pub. L. No. 101-510 and Section 2903 of Pub. L. No. 103-160 (10
August 14, 2002 U.S.C. § 2687 Note), for the purpose of economic redevelopment of the former
Griffiss AFB (the Base). Such a redevelopment included the following capital improvements:

¢ Demolition of structures that have not been retained by the Department of Defense (DoD)
and are not marketable for future non-military reuse. Buildings 250 and 255 have been
demolished. The demolition of unmarketable and unsafe buildings identified in OCIDA
Phasing and Demolition Plan will become development parcels, which the OCIDA will
potentially re-convey in the future.

e Reconstruction of approximately 3,500 feet of Hangar Road to provide a New Industrial
Access Road between Hill Road (proposed location of new parkway to service the Business
& Technology Park) at the west end and Otis Street at the east end. A portion of this
roadway is included in Parcel F5. This capital improvement project has been completed.

e Reconstruction of Hill Road / Mohawk Drive to provide a New Parkway Corridor between
New York State Routes 365/49 (Skyline Gate) at the south end and Chestnut Street at the
north end. Under the second construction phase, the new parkway will be constructed
between Ellsworth Road and the Mohawk ‘Gate. This capital improvement project is
tentatively scheduled to start in 2004.

e Underground utility improvements in the road reconstruction target area.

The remaining buildings will be used in accordance with the Master Reuse Plan developed by
the Griffiss Local Development Corporation.

1.3 This FOST is a result of an analysis of information contained in the following documents:
(1) Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for the Disposal and Reuse of Griffiss Air
Force Base, New York, November 1995; (2) Final Supplemental Environmental Impact
Statement (FSEIS) for the Disposal and Reuse of Airfield at Griffiss Air Force Base, New York,
September 1999; (3) Basewide Environmental Baseline Survey (EBS) for Griffiss Air Force
Base, New York, September 1994; (4) Basewide Environmental Baseline Survey Update,
August 2003; (5) Partial Record of Decision (PROD), June 1996; (6) Draft Final Remedial
Investigations (RI) Report dated December 1996; (7) Final Supplemental Investigations (SI)



Report dated July 1998; (8) Griffiss Area of Interest (AOI) Reports dated November 1996
(Group I), May 1997 (Group II and IIT) July 1998 (Expanded Site Investigation), November
2000 (Year 2000 Expanded Site Investigation) and June 2003 (Year 2002 Expanded Site
Investigation); (9) Unexploded Ordnance (UXO) Archives Search Report - Recommendations
. and Findings, dated November 1997; (10) Final BRAC Removal Actions (UXO) Report, dated
October 30, 1998; (11) 1993 Inventory of Rare Plant Species and Significant Natural
‘Communities at Griffiss AFB, dated January 25, 1994; (12) Phase II Archaeological
Investigations of 20 Sites at Griffiss AFB, dated April 1997; (13) Final Removal Action Report
for Drywell and Miscellaneous Sites, dated June 2001; (14) Supplemental Environmental
Baseline Survey (SEBS), dated November 2003; (15) Final Records of Decision for AOC sites
DP-15 and SD-50, dated September 1999; (16) Final Records of Decision for AOC sites DP-13
and DP-22, dated June 2001; (17) Explanation of Significant Differences for AOC sites DP-13,
DP-15, DP-22,and SD-50, dated September 2, 2003; and (18) Visual Site Inspections (VSIs)
conducted in August 2003. VSI forms describing information gathered during the VSIs are
included as Exhibit 1 of this document.

2. PROPERTY DESCRIPTION

The Property consists of 124.0 acres, is depicted on Exhibit 2, and comprises the following:

3. NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY ACT (NEPA) COMPLIANCE

The environmental impacts of this proposal have been adequately analyzed and disclosed in
compliance with NEPA. These impacts were analyzed in the Partial Record of Decision (PROD)
and the FEIS and are Categorically Excluded from further analysis as described in

CATEX #A2.3.11 and documented on the attached USAF Form 813 (Exhibit 3). Based on this
analysis, the environmental impacts of proceeding with the conveyance are not sufficiently
adverse to human health and the environment to out-weigh the other advantages to the
community and the public interest of this conveyance and to prevent the conveyance of the
Property.

4. ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITION OF THE PROPERTY

The category designation for Parcel F3A is considered DoD Environmental Condition Category
4. Category 4 areas are those areas where release, disposal, and/or migration of hazardous
substances has occurred, and all removal or remedial actions to protect human health and the
environment have been taken. The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA)
concurs that all remedial actions have been implemented for Parcel F3A.

The category designation for Parcel F3B is DoD Environmental Condition Category 1. Category
1 areas are those areas where no storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances or
petroleum products has occurred, including no migration of these substances from adjacent areas.
The USEPA, by correspondence dated March 23, 1995, concurs with the categorization of Parcel
F3B as Category 1.

5. DEED RESTRICTIONS AND NOTIFICATIONS
The environmental documents listed in Section 1.3 were evaluated to identify environmental
factors which may warrant constraints on certain activities in order to ensure that the intended

use as industrial / commercial / non-residential use (except for Parcel F3B which has no land use
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restriction) is consistent with protection of human health and the environment. Such constraints
are generally embodied as restrictions in the Deed or as specific notifications in the Deed and/or
other documents supporting the transaction such as the Environmental Condition Report (ECR).
Environmental factors that require either Deed restrictions or specific notifications are identified
in Exhibit 4 and are discussed below. The remaining factors listed in Exhibit 4 pose no threat to
human health or the environment and, therefore, require neither Deed restrictions nor
notifications to the transferee. A summary of the environmental factors on the Property is
included as Exhibit 12.

5.1 Hazardous Substances Notification

CERCLA § 120(h)(3) requires that whenever federal property on which hazardous substances
were stored for one (1) year or more, released or disposed of is conveyed, each Deed entered into
for the conveyance of such property will include a notice of the type and quantity of such
hazardous substances and of the time at which such storage, release or disposal took place. This
notice requirement was codified at 40 CFR Part 373 which provides that the notice requirement
applies only when hazardous substances are or have been stored in quantities greater than or
equal to: (1) 1,000 kilograms or the hazardous substance's CERCLA reportable quantity found in
40 CFR Part 302.4, whichever is greater (40 CFR Part 373.2(b)); or (2) 1 kilogram if the
substance is an acutely hazardous substance found in 40 CFR Part 261.30 (40 CFR Part
373.2(b)). This regulation also provides that the notice required for the known release of
hazardous substances applies only when the hazardous substances are or have been released in
quantities greater than or equal to the substance’s CERCLA reportable quantity.

Past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous substances in Buildings 215 (no
EBS number, same site as STW-215), 216 (no EBS number, same site as STW-216), 222 (STM-
222), and 255 (STM-255) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. The
sites have been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work
was performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage
Areas. Final closure of the sites was approved by New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation (NYSDEC) on August 11, 1999. Present activities on Parcel F3 included the
storage of hazardous substances (chlorine gas cylinders) in Building 211 (STM-211) as part of
the base water supply activities. A list of hazardous substances known to have been stored on
the property for a period of one (1) year or more is provided in Exhibit 5, Notice of Hazardous
Substances Stored. A hazardous substance notice will be given in the Deed of the type and
quantity of hazardous substances and the time at which storage for one (1) year or more took
place.

Other past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous wastes at accumulation
points in Buildings 101, Bay 3 (STW-101-6), 214 (STW-214), 215 (STW-215), 216 (STW-216),
218 (STW-218), 222 (STW-222), 250 (STW-250), and 255 (STW-255-1 and STW-255-2, two
(2) locations) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. All the sites have
been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work was
performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas.
Final closure of the sites was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999. A listing of
hazardous wastes known to have been stored at these accumulation points is provided in Exhibit
6, Notice of Hazardous Waste Stored.



Included on the Property are several other storage areas. Area OTH-222-1 (Building 250, STW-
250) was the former Entomology Shop mixing area consisting of a concrete pad and closed
drainage system whose effluent was pumped into an aboveground storage tank (AST-222). Area
OTH-222-2 (Building 222, STM-222 and STW-222) was used for the storage/mixing of
pesticides by base personnel prior to the construction of Building 250. Both areas have been
sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure. This work was performed under project
- JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas. Final closure of the sites
was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999. Site OTH-211 (DRY-211) was a mercury spill
from a broken manifold gauge in Building 211 in 1991. The site was remediated in 2000, but
low level residual mercury contamination was still present. A project to encapsulate the residual
contamination was completed in July 2002. Deed notifications for this drywell (DRY-211) site
are identified in Section 5.4, Drywells. Site OTH-222-3 was an underground concrete vault
located east of Building 222. A 1995 letter report was issued to the regulators documenting the
results of sampling performed in 1994. No significant contamination was detected and no
further action was required. The vault was demolished during the construction of Hangar Road
in 1998. Area OTH-245 was an open lot storage area for vehicles and equipment near Building
245 and was classified as No Further Study under the Area of Interest (AOI) program (AOI-74).
No evidence of contamination was observed at these sites during the VSIs. A list of hazardous
substances known to have been released/disposed is provided in Exhibit 7, Notice of Hazardous
Substances Released/Disposed of.

5.2 Installation Restoration Program (IRP), Area of Concern (AOC) and AOI Sites

The Department of the Air Force (Air Force), USEPA, and NYSDEC entered into a Federal
Facility Agreement (FFA) effective August 21, 1990, under Section 120 of CERCLA.

There are eight (8) sites located within the boundaries of the property.

DP-13, Drywells at Building 255, encompassed eight (8) possible drywells in the general area
of Building 255, including Buildings 215/216, 222, 223 and former Building 230. An interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the drywell west of Building 255 was
recommended by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim
remedial action fieldwork was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the
closure report was issued. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use
Restrictions for the Building 255 Drywells AOC was issued to the public for review and
comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the Record of Decision (ROD) with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,



2003. An Explanation of Significant Differences (ESD) was executed on September 26, 2003
removing the requirement that groundwater at the Building 255 Drywells AOC be further
evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit. No groundwater
restrictions are required for the Building 255 Drywells AOC site other than the Parcel F3A
groundwater restrictions stated below. Building demolition and road construction have been
completed in this area. The construction activities did not interfere with the environmental
cleanup.

DP-15, Drywell at Building 219, was recommended for no further action (for soils) by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building 219 Drywell AOC was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,
2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater
at the Building 219 Drywells AOC be further evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater
AOC, Tin City Operable Unit. No groundwater restrictions are required for the Building 219
Drywells AOC site other than the Parcel F3A groundwater restrictions stated below.

At ST-21, Building 210 UST, the groundwater at the site was investigated under project
JREZ97-6042B. NYSDEC Spill Number 9101749 was associated with this site and was closed
by NYSDEC on July 31, 2001. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on July 3, 2003.

DP-22, Battery Acid Disposal Pit (BADP) at Building 222, was recommended for an interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the acid pit inside Building 222 by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim remedial action fieldwork
was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the closure report was issued.
A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building
222 BADP AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA
executed the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring
of the groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued
to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing
the requirement that groundwater at the Building 222 BADP AOC be further evaluated as part of
the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit. No groundwater restrictions are
required for the Building 222 BADP AOC site other than the Parcel F3A groundwater
restrictions stated below.

SD-47, Oil/Water Separator (OWS) at Building 215/216, and the associated UST were
removed during the summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs.
NYSDEC Spill Number 9702165 was associated with this site and was closed by NYSDEC on
July 18, 2001. No groundwater restrictions are required for the Building 215/216 AOC site other
than the Parcel F3A groundwater restrictions stated below.

SD-50, Oil/Water Separator at Building 214, and the associated UST were removed during the
summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs. This site was recommended
for no further action (for soils) by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December
1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the



Building 214 AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA
executed the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring
of the groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued
to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing
the requirement that groundwater at the Building 214 AOC be further evaluated as part of the On
Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit. No groundwater restrictions are required for
the Building 214 AOC site other than the Parcel F3A groundwater restrictions stated below.

At SD-52, On Base Groundwater Contamination, the groundwater on the property was
investigated and analytical results are presented in the Draft Final RI report dated December
1996. The draft RI report indicated that no release, disposal, or migration of hazardous
substances or petroleum products has occurred into the groundwater at the Property except for
possibly the Tin City Operable Unit. For the Tin City Operable Unit, additional groundwater
samples were collected during the summer of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI)
program. The final SI report was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Long-term
monitoring of the groundwater at the Tin City operable unit was performed during 2001 and
2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed
on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater be further evaluated as part
of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit. No groundwater restrictions are
required for the Property other than the Parcel F3A groundwater restrictions stated below.

SS-58, Aqua Refueling System, is located adjacent to Building 101. SS-58 served as an Aqua
Refueling System Pipeline (POL-101-3) consisting of 8,480 linear feet of steel pipe network that
carried AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various portions of the apron surrounding Building 101 and to
Building 112. A closure action (project JREZ96-7005) was completed and consisted of the
cleaning, sampling and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, the removal of a 12,000-gallon
fuel salvage tank and the removal of any associated fuel-contaminated soils.

All of the AOIs within the boundaries of the property have been classified as No Further Study
or Covered Under Other Programs during the AOI investigations.

The Air Force has evaluated the risks associated with these sites and has determined that this
Property can be used pursuant to the proposed transfer with the specified use restrictions
identified below, with acceptable risk to human health or the environment, and without
interference with the environmental restoration process.

The Deed will restrict land use to industrial / commercial / non-residential use for Parcel F3A.
The Deed will prohibit the extraction, utilization, or consumption of any water from the aquifer
below the surface of the ground within the Parcel F3A Property boundary unless the groundwater
has been tested and found to meet all applicable standards and such owner or occupant obtains
the prior written approval from the New York State Department of Health. The Deed will
include a covenant that the aquifer will not be used in any way that could spread or exacerbate
environmental contamination or open exposure pathways to humans or the environment. The
Deed will include a covenant that the transferee and its successors and assignees will be required
to comply with all applicable Federal and State laws and regulations with regard to activities
affecting the groundwater in the aquifer.

There are no land use or groundwater restrictions for Parcel F3B.



Covenants will be included in the Deed to ensure that any response or corrective actions that are
the responsibility of the Air Force, found to be necessary after the date of delivery of the Deed,
will be conducted by the United States. Provisions will also be included in the Deed to allow the
United States access to the property in any case in which any such response or corrective action
is found to be necessary, or where such access is necessary to carry out a response or corrective
action on adjoining property.

Notification will be provided in the ECR that the Property remains part of the National Priorities
List (NPL) and the New York State Registry of Inactive Hazardous Waste Sites until such time
as delisting takes place. The provisions of 6 NYCRR Part 375-1.6 require the transferee to
notify the Commissioner of the NYSDEC prior to initiating a new use of the site, the definition
of which can be found in the cited regulation.

5.2.1 Adjacent IRP Sites and AOC
There are five (5) sites located on adjacent premises that may impact the Property.

DP-12, Building 301 Former Entomology Shop Drywell, was recommended for no further
action by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for
Institutional Controls in the form of Land Use Restrictions for the Building 301 Drywell AOC
was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD
with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-06, Building 101, Yellow Submarine, Drainage Pit and Battery Acid Disposal Pit, was
recommended for no further action for soils by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated
December 1996. Also recommended was the delineation of groundwater contamination south of
Building 101 as part of the On-Base Groundwater AOC. Additional work was performed during
the summer/fall of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI) program. The final SI report
was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Subsequent to the RI, the Drainage Pit (AOI 40)
was incorporated into this site due its relationship to the Battery Acid Disposal Pit. An interim
remedial action was performed at the Drainage Pit in 1998, and the closure report was forwarded
to the regulators on July 29, 1998. Additional confirmatory closure sampling was performed in
June 2002. A draft Proposed Plan for Institutional Controls and Long-Term Groundwater
Monitoring for the Building 101 AOC was issued to the regulators for review and comment on
October 29, 2002. The draft Proposed Plan is under regulatory review and the site is presently
undergoing long-term monitoring under SD-52, On Base Groundwater AOC.

SS-24, Former Fire Demonstration Area, was recommended for no further action by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Fire Demonstration Area AOC was issued to the



public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-36, Building 110 Aqua System, is located at Building 110 to the east of the Property. ST-36
served as a pumphouse and fuel storage station along with a fuel distribution system. The Aqua
System consisted of an 8-inch pipe network that provided AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various
portions of the flight line and aircraft parking aprons. An interim removal action (Project
JREZ89-0062) was completed in 1993. The removal action consisted of the cleaning, sampling
and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, removal of four (4) 25,000-gallon fuel storage tanks,

and the removal of associated fuel-contaminated soils. There is an open spill number 8603763
associated with this site. Further investigations at this site are being performed under project

JREZ02-7040, Long-Term Monitoring for Area of Concern Sites.

SS-46, Glycol Use and Storage Area, was recommended for no further action in the Draft Final
RI report dated December 1996. This site is primarily associated with glycol usage in the
vicinity of Building 220, north of the property. Additional groundwater sampling was performed

at this site under project JREZ2002-7040, Long Term Monitoring for AOCs, to ascertain the

possible presence of glycol contaminated groundwater. An Informal Technical Information
Report was forwarded to the regulators on February 7, 2002 recommending no further

investigation at this AOC. The USEPA concurred with the recommendation on February 13,
2002. A draft Proposed Plan for No Further Action for the Glycol Use and Storage Area AOC
was issued to the regulators for review and comment on October 29, 2002. The USEPA and

NYSDEC deleted this AOC from the FFA on November 18, 2002 and November 25, 2002

respectively.

The Air Force has evaluated the risks associated with these adjacent sites and has determined
that the subject Property can be used pursuant to the proposed transfer with acceptable risk to
human health or the environment, and without interference with the environmental restoration

process.

5.3 Petroleum Storage and Distribution Facilities

5.3.1 Underground, Aboveground, and Other Storage Tanks (USTs, ASTs and OST)

There are four (4) ASTs and five (5) former AST sites located on the Property. There are two (2)

5.3.2 Petroleum, Oil, and Lubricant (POL) System

There was one (1) underground fuel line (POL-101-3) located north and south of Building 101
(Exhibit 2) that extends onto the subject property. This underground fuel line served as a portion
of the Aqua Refueling System Pipeline (SS-58) and consisted of six (6) fuel salvage (dump) pits
located in the aircraft parking apron on the east (4 pits) and the west (2 pits) sides of Building
101 and were connected together by a 4-inch steel pipeline. A closure action (project JREZ96-
7005) has been completed. There was also one (1) underground fuel line (POL-6314) located
east of Building 220, and south of Apron 4 (Exhibit 2).- This underground fuel line served as an
aviation gasoline fueling station utilized by the Aero Club for aircraft fueling. A single
underground storage tank (UST-6314) was located south of the station. UST-6314 was removed
in 1991 and the station and associated underground fuel lines were removed some time after
1994.

5.3.3 Oil/Water Separators (OWSs)

There is one (1) OWS and five (5) former OWS sites located on the property. Table 5.3.2 lists
the OWS numbers, location, releases, and OWS status/closure.

The Air Force has evaluated the risks associated with the petroleum sites listed above and has
determined that the Property can be used pursuant to the proposed transfer with acceptable risk
to human health or the environment, and without interference with the environmental compliance
restoration process.

Notice will be given in the Deed that an encapsulation project was completed in the Building 211
pipe vault and that the transferee will be responsible for maintaining the integrity of the
encapsulation. If the building is demolished or modified, the transferee will be responsible for
complying with all applicable Federal, State and local laws relating to the disposal of the
demolition debris.




5.5 Asbestos Containing Material (ACM)

ACM was identified in Buildings 101 - Bays 3 & 5, 210, 212, 214, 215, 216, 218, 222, 223, 245,
and 255 as identified in the Asbestos Inventory. The asbestos observed during the VSIs
generally appeared in good condition, with the exception of a few pipe insulation elbows and
runs as noted in the VSI reports for Buildings 212 and 245. All asbestos was removed prior to
the demolition of Building 255. The Asbestos Removal documentation for the demolition has
been reviewed by the AFRPA and is on file in the AFRPA Griffiss office. In addition to the
identified ACM, the Property may also contain current or former improvements, such as
buildings, facilities, equipment and pipelines, above and below the ground that may contain
ACM. Notice will be provided in the Deed that the transferee agrees that in its use and
occupancy of the Property, it will comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws
relating to asbestos and that it will assume all responsibility and liability for the use,
maintenance, handling, transportation, treatment, removal, disposal, or other activities causing,
or leading to, contact of any kind with asbestos on the Property.

5.6 Lead-Based Paint (LBP) Other Facilities

LBP may be present in Buildings 101 - Bays 3 & 5, 207, 209, 210, 211, 212, 214, 215, 216, 218,
219,222, 223,224, 245, 246, 255 and 6092. Building 255 has been demolished. The condition
of possible LBP is noted in the VSIs for each building (Exhibit 1). The Air Force has classified
these facilities as facilities with a probability of having a LBP hazard because they were
constructed prior to 1978 when the maximum allowable content of lead in paint was reduced.
The transferee will be notified through the ECR of the possible presence of LBP in these
facilities. The transferee will be responsible for managing all demolition debris that contains
LBP and potential LBP in compliance with NYSDEC Solid Waste Regulations and all other
applicable laws and regulations.

5.7 Sanitary Sewer Systems (Wastewater)

Certain facilities on the Property are connected to a sanitary sewer. There was also a grit trap for
a washrack located near Building 222 (WW-222) which was connected to the sanitary sewer.
WW-222 was sampled under Project JREZ 97-7001, Drywell Screening, and a remedial action
was completed in 2000 at the WW-222 site. The ECR will provide notification that the
transferee is required to submit an application for discharging wastewater to the sanitary sewer
for any new construction and to meet all applicable wastewater discharge permit standards.

5.8 Septic Tanks (Wastewater)

A septic system was present on the Property at Building 255. The septic system consisted of a
septic tank (SPT-255) and drain field. This site was investigated and closed under project JREZ
96-6006, Close Septic Tanks.

5.9 Solid Waste Management (by Transferee)

The transferee generated solid waste during the demolition of Buildings 250 and 255, which was

managed in accordance with NYSDEC Solid-Waste Regulations and all other applicable laws
and regulations. The transferee will be notified through the ECR of the requirements to manage
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all solid waste generated during future demolitions in accordance with NYSDEC Solid Waste
Regulations and all other applicable laws and regulations.

5.10 Ordnance Related Material Notification

The risk associated with the possible presence of unexploded ordnance remaining on the
Property has been investigated by the United States Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE/Huntsville) and documented in the Archives Search Report - Recommendations and
Findings, dated November 1997. The Archives Search Report (ASR) was developed by the
USACE after extensive research of the munitions related history of Griffiss AFB and several
interviews with past and present DoD employees. A list of the documents reviewed and the
employees interviewed is contained in the ASR. Eleven (11) former munitions related sites at
Griffiss AFB were identified for further investigation. None of the eleven (11) munitions related
sites is identified as existing within the Property. Clearing operations were performed in the
summer of 1998 and documented in a final report dated October 30, 1998.

The intent of the investigation was to eliminate the presence of all ordnance and ordnance-related
materials within the identified areas. While not likely, it is possible that ordnance, not previously
identified in the ASR, may be present on the Property.

The Deed will include a covenant that all ground-disturbing activities performed by the
transferee will be performed in a manner such that the identification of ordnance related material
may occur. Upon discovery of any such ordnance and/or ordnance-related materials on the
Property, the transferee shall cease work and notify the Air Force immediately.

6. PUBLIC COMMENTS

On October 10, 1997, public notice of the proposed conveyance of the Property to the OCIDA
was provided by publication in the local newspaper (Exhibit 8). No public comments were
received within 30 days of the public notice.

7. REGULATOR COORDINATION

The NYSDEC and the USEPA were notified of the initiation of the FOSET and Supplemental
Environmental Baseline Survey (SEBS) on September 23, 1997. Numerous versions of that

~ document were issued from 1997-2002. Based on the final closure of the remaining open
CERCLA sites, a FOSET is not required and a draft FOST was provided on October 17, 2003,
for formal review and comment. Regulator comments (Exhibit 9) were received from the
USEPA by E-Mail on November 18, 2003 and were incorporated or addressed in the document.
Concurrence on the draft FOST was provided by the NYSDEC on November 14, 2003. A final
FOST was issued to the regulators on DATE.

8. UNRESOLVED REGULATOR COMMENTS

All comments provided by the regulators were addressed and/or incorporated in this document.
Air Force’s response to these comments is attached as Exhibit 10. There were no unresolved
comments. Regulatory concurrence was received from the NYSDEC on November 14, 2003 and
the USEPA on DATE and is included as Exhibit 11.



9. FINDING OF SUITABILITY FOR TRANSFER

The proposal to transfer the Property has been adequately assessed and evaluated for (a) the
presence of hazardous substances and contamination on the Property; (b) environmental
impacts anticipated from the intended use of the Property; and (c) the adequacy of notifications
to ensure that the intended use is consistent with protection of human health and the
environment. The anticipated future use of the Property does not present a current or future risk
to human health or the environment, subject to inclusion and compliance with the appropriate
disclosures as addressed above. The Property, therefore, is suitable to transfer.

Pursuant to CERCLA § 120(h)(3)(A)(ii)(I) covenant , the United States covenants and warrants:
(a) that all remedial action necessary to protect human health and the environment with respect
to hazardous substances remaining on the Property has been taken before the date of this Deed;
and; (b) any additional remedial action found to be necessary after the date of this Deed for
contamination on the Property existing prior to the date of this Deed will be conducted by the
United States. The United States will reserved access to the Property in the Deed in order to
perform any remedial or corrective action as required by CERCLA § 120(h)(3)(A)(i1).

CHAPTER 1 - PURPOSE OF THE SUPPLEMENTAL ENVIRONMENTAL BASELINE
SURVEY

1.1 Introduction.

This Supplemental Environmental Baseline Survey (SEBS) has been prepared to document
environmental conditions of Parcel F3 resulting from the storage, release, or disposal of
hazardous substances and/or petroleum products and other environmental conditions over the
area’s history in order to establish a baseline for use by the United States Air Force (Air Force) in
making decisions concerning real estate transactions. Changes in the environmental condition of
the Property since the initial (1994) publication of the Basewide EBS for the former Griffiss Air
Force Base (AFB) are also documented in this SEBS.

1.2 Description:

CHAPTER 2 SURVEY METHODOLOGY

2.1 Approach and Rationale.

The data used in preparing this SEBS were obtained from the former Griffiss AFB Basewide
EBS dated September 1994. The EBS was based on record searches, interviews, and visual site
inspections (VSIs). The data and information contained in the EBS were prepared in accordance
with Department of Defense (DoD) policies and guidance, as they pertain to the procedures for
conducting an EBS. Confirmatory VSIs were conducted and additional data was collected in
October 2003 to verify the condition of the Property.

Based on the review of the Basewide EBS and VSlIs, the category designation for Parcel F3A is
considered DoD Environmental Condition Category 4. Category 4 areas are those areas where
release, disposal, and/or migration of hazardous substances has occurred, and all removal or
remedial actions to protect human health and the environment have been taken. The United
States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) concurs that all remedial actions have been
implemented for Parcel F3A.
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The category designation for Parcel F3B is DoD Environmental Condition Category 1. Category
1 areas are those areas where no storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances or
petroleum products has occurred, including no migration of these substances from adjacent areas.
The USEPA, by correspondence dated March 23, 1995, concurs with the categorization of Parcel
F3B as Category 1.

2.1.1 Description of Documents Reviewed. A list of documentation reviewed is provided in
the former Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS. The primary types of studies or investigations included
Installation Restoration Program (IRP) studies, the Air Force Base Realignment and Closure
(BRAC) Cleanup Plan (April 1994), the 1993 Air Force Real Property Inventory, underground
storage tank/above ground storage tank (UST/AST) investigations, National Environmental
Policy Act documentation, the 1993 Environmental Compliance Assessment and Management
Program (ECAMP) Environmental Findings Preliminary Report, and Federal, State, and local
documentation.

2.1.2 Inspection of Properties Conducted. VSIs of the interior and exterior of the Buildings
on the property were conducted during preparation of the Basewide EBS. Confirmatory VSIs
were conducted in August 2003 to ensure that no change in property condition had occurred
since the initial Basewide EBS was published. The purpose of the VSIs was to identify any
stained soils, stressed vegetation, leachate seepages, unusual odors, friable insulation, peeling
paint, etc., which might indicate environmental concern.

2.1.3 Personnel Interviews. Base personnel were contacted and interviewed, when possible,
during the initial records search and VSI trips conducted for the Basewide EBS. Personnel
interviewed during the Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS included representatives from civil
engineering, real property, industrial engineering, and operations. The Air Force Remedial
Project Manager (RPM), who is responsible for initiating and managing projects that are
necessary to evaluate and cleanup sites that have been contaminated with hazardous substances
and waste from past base activities, was also interviewed.

CHAPTER 3 - FINDINGS FOR PARCEL F3
3.1 Environmental Setting.
The former Griffiss AFB occupies approximately 3,540 acres in central Oneida County in upstate

New York, east of the City of Rome. A description of the area’s climate, topography, hydrology,
geology and utilities are contained in Section 3.2 of the Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS.

3.2 Property Categorization Resources

3.2.1 Environmental Factors.

There is/was no record or evidence of medical/ biohazardous waste, ordnance, and radioactive
waste releases on the Property. No PCB-containing equipment is located on the Property. No

threatened or endangered species, sensitive habitats, cultural resources, prime or unique
farmland, wetland or floodplain concerns are associated with the Property.
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3.2.2 Hazardous Substance/Material Storage.

Past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous substances in Buildings 215 (no
EBS number, same site as STW-215), 216 (no EBS number, same site as STW-216), 222 (STM-
222), and 255 (STM-255) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. The
sites have been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work
was performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage
Areas. Final closure of the sites was approved by New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation (NYSDEC) on August 11, 1999. Present activities on Parcel F3 included the
storage of hazardous substances (chlorine gas cylinders) in Building 211 (STM-211) as part of
the base water supply activities.

Other past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous wastes at accumulation
points in Buildings 101, Bay 3 (STW-101-6), 214 (STW-214), 215 (STW-215), 216 (STW-216),
218 (STW-218), 222 (STW-222), 250 (STW-250), and 255 (STW-255-1 and STW-255-2, two
(2) locations) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. All the sites have
been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work was
performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas.
Final closure of the sites was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999.

Included on the Property are several other storage areas. Area OTH-222-1 (Building 250, STW-
250) was the former Entomology Shop mixing area consisting of a concrete pad and closed
drainage system whose effluent was pumped into an aboveground storage tank (AST-222). Area
OTH-222-2 (Building 222, STM-222 and STW-222) was used for the storage/mixing of
pesticides by base personnel prior to the construction of Building 250. Both areas have been
sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure. This work was performed under project
JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas. Final closure of the sites
was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999. Site OTH-211 (DRY-211) was a mercury spill
from a broken manifold gauge in Building 211 in 1991. The site was remediated in 2000, but
low level residual mercury contamination was still present. A project to encapsulate the residual
contamination was completed in July 2002. Deed notifications for this drywell (DRY-211) site
are identified in Section 3.2.7, Drywells. Site OTH-222-3 was an underground concrete vault
located east of Building 222. A 1995 letter report was issued to the regulators documenting the
results of sampling performed in 1994. No significant contamination was detected and no further
action was required. The vault was demolished during the construction of Hangar Road in 1998.
Area OTH-245 was an open lot storage area for vehicles and equipment near Building 245 and
was classified as No Further Study under the Area of Interest (AOI) program (AOI-74).

3.2.3 Installation Restoration Program (IRP), Area of Concern (AOC) and AOI Sites
Identified to Date.

The Department of the Air Force (Air Force), USEPA, and NYSDEC entered into a Federal
Facility Agreement (FFA) effective August 21, 1990, under Section 120 of CERCLA.

There are eight (8) sites located within the boundaries of the property.

DP-13, Drywells at Building 255, encompassed eight (8) possible drywells in the general area
of Building 255, including Buildings 215/216, 222, 223 and former Building 230. An interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the drywell west of Building 255 was
recommended by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim
remedial action fieldwork was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the
closure report was issued. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use
Restrictions for the Building 255 Drywells AOC was issued to the public for review and
comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the Record of Decision (ROD) with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,
2003. An Explanation of Significant Differences (ESD) was executed on September 26, 2003
removing the requirement that groundwater at the Building 255 Drywells AOC be further
evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

DP-15, Drywell at Building 219, was recommended for no further action (for soils) by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building 219 Drywell AOC was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,
2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater
at the Building 219 Drywells AOC be further evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater
AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

At ST-21, Building 210 UST, the groundwater at the site was investigated under project
JREZ97-6042B. NYSDEC Spill Number 9101749 was associated with this site and was closed
by NYSDEC on July 31, 2001. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on July 3, 2003.

DP-22, Battery Acid Disposal Pit (BADP) at Building 222, was recommended for an interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the acid pit inside Building 222 by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim remedial action fieldwork
was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the closure report was issued.
A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building

222 BADP AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA
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executed the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring
of the groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued
to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing
the requirement that groundwater at the Building 222 BADP AOC be further evaluated as part of
the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

SD-47, Oil/Water Separator (OWS) at Building 215/216, and the associated UST were
removed during the summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs.
NYSDEC Spill Number 9702165 was associated with this site and was closed by NYSDEC on
July 18, 2001.

SD-50, Oil/Water Separator at Building 214, and the associated UST were removed during the
summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs. This site was recommended
for no further action (for soils) by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996.
A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building
214 AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed
the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring of the
groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the
regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing the
requirement that groundwater at the Building 214 AOC be further evaluated as part of the On
Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

At SD-52, On Base Groundwater Contamination, the groundwater on the property was
investigated and analytical results are presented in the Draft Final RI report dated December
1996. The draft RI report indicated that no release, disposal, or migration of hazardous
substances or petroleum products has occurred into the groundwater at the Property except for
possibly the Tin City Operable Unit. For the Tin City Operable Unit, additional groundwater
samples were collected during the summer of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI)
program. The final SI report was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Long-term
monitoring of the groundwater at the Tin City operable unit was performed during 2001 and
2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,2003. An ESD was executed
on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater be further evaluated as part
of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

SS-58, Aqua Refueling System, is located adjacent to Building 101. SS-58 served as an Aqua
Refueling System Pipeline (POL-101-3) consisting of 8,480 linear feet of steel pipe network that
carried AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various portions of the apron surrounding Building 101 and to
Building 112. A closure action (project JREZ96-7005) was completed and consisted of the
cleaning, sampling and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, the removal of a 12,000-gallon
fuel salvage tank and the removal of any associated fuel-contaminated soils.

All of the AOIs within the boundaries of the property have been classified as No Further Study or
Covered Under Other Programs during the AOI investigations. ’
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3.2.4 Storage Tanks:

There are four (4) ASTs and five (5) former AST sites located on the Property. There are two (2)
USTs and fourteen (14) former UST sites and one (1) OST located on the Property. Table 3.2.1
lists the storage tank numbers, capacity, location, releases, and tank status/closure.

3.2.5 Petroleum, Oil, and Lubricant (POL) System:

There was one (1) underground fuel line (POL-101-3) located north and south of Building 101
that extends onto the subject property. This underground fuel line served as a portion of the
Aqua Refueling System Pipeline (SS-58) and consisted of six (6) fuel salvage (dump) pits
located in the aircraft parking apron on the east (4 pits) and the west (2 pits) sides of Building
101 and were connected together by a 4-inch steel pipeline. A closure action (project JREZ96-
7005) has been completed. There was also one (1) underground fuel line (POL-6314) located
east of Building 220, and south of Apron 4. This underground fuel line served as an aviation
gasoline fueling station utilized by the Aero Club for aircraft fueling. A single underground
storage tank (UST-6314) was located south of the station. UST-6314 was removed in 1991 and
the station and associated underground fuel lines were removed some time after 1994.
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3.2.6 Oil/Water Separators (OWSs):

There is one (1) OWS and five (5) former OWS sites located on the property. Table 3.2.2 lists

the OWS numbers, location, releases, and OWS status/closure.

3.2.7 Drywells (DRY):

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3.2.8 Sanitary Sewer Systems (Wastewater):

Certain facilities on the Property are connected to a sanitary sewer. There was also a grit trap for
a washrack located near Building 222 (WW-222) which was connected to the sanitary sewer.
WW-222 was sampled under Project JREZ 97-7001, Drywell Screening, and a remedial action
was completed in 2000 at the WW-222 site. A septic system was present on the Property at
Building 255. The septic system consisted of a septic tank (SPT-255) and drain field. This site
was investigated and closed under project JREZ 96-6006, Close Septic Tanks.

3.2.9 Solid Waste Management:

Solid waste was generated during the demolition of Buildings 250 and 255, and was managed in
accordance with NYSDEC Solid Waste Regulations and all other applicable laws and
regulations.

3.2.10 Ordnance-Related Material Notification:

The risk associated with the possible presence of unexploded ordnance remaining on the Property
has been investigated by the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE/Huntsville) and
documented in the Archives Search Report - Recommendations and Findings, dated November
1997. The Archives Search Report (ASR) was developed by the USACE after extensive research
of the munitions related history of Griffiss AFB and several interviews with past and present
DoD employees. A list of the documents reviewed and the employees interviewed is contained
in the ASR. Eleven (11) former munitions related sites at Griffiss AFB were identified for
further investigation. None of the eleven (11) munitions related sites is identified as existing
within the Property. Clearing operations were performed in the summer of 1998 and documented
in a final report dated October 30, 1998.

The intent of the investigation was to eliminate the presence of all ordnance and ordnance-related
materials within the identified areas. While not likely, it is possible that ordnance, not previously
identified in the ASR, may be present on the Property.

3.3 Disclosure Resources
3.3.1 Asbestos:

The asbestos survey results of Buildings on Griffiss AFB is presented in Appendix H, table H-1
of the Basewide EBS. Subsequent to the publication of the Basewide EBS, a comprehensive
asbestos survey was performed in the fall of 1994. ACM was identified in Buildings 101 - Bays
3&5,210,212,214, 215, 216, 218, 222, 223, 245, and 255 as identified in the Asbestos
Inventory. All asbestos was removed prior to the demolition of Building 255. The Asbestos
Removal documentation for the demolition has been reviewed by the AFRPA and is on file in the
AFRPA Griffiss office. Table H-1 of the Basewide EBS and the 1994 Comprehensive Asbestos
Survey disclosure data are presented as Attachments 1 and 2 respectively. In addition to the
identified ACM, the Property may also contain current or former improvements, such as
buildings, facilities, equipment and pipelines, above and below the ground that may contain
ACM.
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3.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP), Other Facilities:

LBP may be present in Buildings 101 - Bays 3 & 5, 207, 209, 210, 211, 212, 214, 215, 216, 218,
219,222, 223, 224, 245, 246, 255 and 6092. Building 255 has been demolished. The Air Force
has classified these facilities as facilities with a probability of having a LBP hazard because they
were constructed prior to 1978 when the maximum allowable content of lead in paint was
reduced.

CHAPTER 4 - FINDINGS FOR ADJACENT PROPERTIES

4.1 Adjacent Properties:

Appendix A, Table A-1 in the Basewide EBS, identifies the properties that are adjacent to the
subject property. Additional information on each site is provided in Appendix D of the Basewide
EBS.

There are five (5) sites located on adjacent premises that may impact the Property.

DP-12, Building 301 Former Entomology Shop Drywell, was recommended for no further
action by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for
Institutional Controls in the form of Land Use Restrictions for the Building 301 Drywell AOC
was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD
with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-06, Building 101, Yellow Submarine, Drainage Pit and Battery Acid Disposal Pit, was
recommended for no further action for soils by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated
December 1996. Also recommended was the delineation of groundwater contamination south of
Building 101 as part of the On-Base Groundwater AOC. Additional work was performed during
the summer/fall of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI) program. The final SI report
was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Subsequent to the RI, the Drainage Pit (AOI 40)
was incorporated into this site due its relationship to the Battery Acid Disposal Pit. An interim
remedial action was performed at the Drainage Pit in 1998, and the closure report was forwarded
to the regulators on July 29, 1998. Additional confirmatory closure sampling was performed in
June 2002. A draft Proposed Plan for Institutional Controls and Long-Term Groundwater
Monitoring for the Building 101 AOC was issued to the regulators for review and comment on
October 29, 2002. The draft Proposed Plan is under regulatory review and the site is presently
undergoing long-term monitoring under SD-52, On Base Groundwater AOC.
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SS-24, Former Fire Demonstration Area, was recommended for no further action by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Fire Demonstration Area AOC was issued to the
public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC

concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-36, Building 110 Aqua System, is located at Building 110 to the east of the Property. ST-36
served as a pumphouse and fuel storage station along with a fuel distribution system. The Aqua
System consisted of an 8-inch pipe network that provided AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various
portions of the flight line and aircraft parking aprons. An interim removal action (Project
JREZ89-0062) was completed in 1993. The removal action consisted of the cleaning, sampling
and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, removal of four (4) 25,000-gallon fuel storage tanks,
and the removal of associated fuel-contaminated soils. There is an open spill number 8603763
associated with this site. Further investigations at this site are being performed under project
JREZ02-7040, Long-Term Monitoring for Area of Concern Sites.

SS-46, Glycol Use and Storage Area, was recommended for no further action in the Draft Final
RI report dated December 1996. This site is primarily associated with glycol usage in the
vicinity of Building 220, north of the property. Additional groundwater sampling was performed
at this site under project JREZ2002-7040, Long Term Monitoring for AOCs, to ascertain the
possible presence of glycol contaminated groundwater. An Informal Technical Information
Report was forwarded to the regulators on February 7, 2002 recommending no further
investigation at this AOC. The USEPA concurred with the recommendation on February 13,
2002. A draft Proposed Plan for No Further Action for the Glycol Use and Storage Area AOC
was issued to the regulators for review and comment on October 29, 2002. The USEPA and
NYSDEC deleted this AOC from the FFA on November 18, 2002 and November 25, 2002
respectively.

CHAPTER S - PROPERTY CATEGORY

5.1 Conclusions:

Based on the review of the Basewide EBS and VSIs, the category designation for Parcel F3A is
considered DoD Environmental Condition Category 4. Category 4 areas are those areas where
release, disposal, and/or migration of hazardous substances has occurred, and all removal or
remedial actions to protect human health and the environment have been taken. The United
States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) concurs that all remedial actions have been
implemented for Parcel F3A.

The category designation for Parcel F3B is DoD Environmental Condition Category 1. Category
1 areas are those areas where no storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances or
petroleum products has occurred, including no migration of these substances from adjacent areas.
The USEPA, by correspondence dated March 23, 1995, concurs with the categorization of Parcel
F3B as Category 1. .

1.0 DEED RESTRICTIONS / NOTIFICATIONS
1.1 Hazardous Substances Notification

A Hazardous Waste Notice and a Hazardous Substance Notice will be provided in the Deed of
the type and quantity of hazardous substance/waste and the time at which storage for one (1)
year or more took place. The Deed will also provide a notice of hazardous substances that are
known to have been released/disposed of and the dates the releases took place.

1.2 Installation Restoration Program (IRP), Area of Concern (AOC) and Area of
Interest (AOI) Sites

The Deed will restrict land use to industrial / commercial / non-residential use for Parcel F3A.
The Deed will prohibit the extraction, utilization, or consumption of any water from the
aquifer below the surface of the ground within the Parcel F3A Property boundary unless the
groundwater has been tested and found to meet all applicable standards and such owner or
occupant obtains the prior written approval from the New York State Department of Health.
The Deed will include a covenant that the aquifer will not be used in any way that could
spread or exacerbate environmental contamination or open exposure pathways to humans or
the environment. The Deed will include a covenant that the transferee and its successors and
assignees will be required to comply with all applicabie Federal and State laws and
regulations with regard to activities affecting the groundwater in the aquifer.

There are no land use or groundwater restrictions for Parcel F3B.

Covenants will be included in the Deed to ensure that any response or corrective actions that
are the responsibility of the Air Force, found to be necessary after the date of delivery of the
Deed, will be conducted by the United States. Provisions will-also be included in the Deed to
allow the United States access to the property in any case in which any such response or
corrective action is found to be necessary, or where such access is necessary to carry out a
response or corrective action on adjoining property.

1.3 Drywells (DRY)

Notice will be given in the Deed that an encapsulation project was completed in the Building
211 pipe vault and that the transferee will be responsible for maintaining the integrity of the
encapsulation. If the building is demolished or modified, the transferee will be responsible for
complying with all applicable Federal, State and local laws relating to the disposal of the
drywell. .



1.4 Asbestos Containing Material (ACM)

Notice will be provided in the Deed that the transferee agrees that in its use and occupancy of
the Property, it will comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws relating to
asbestos and that it will assume all responsibility and liability for the use maintenance,
handling, transportation, treatment, removal, disposal, or other activities causing, or leading
to, contact of any kind with asbestos on the Property. In addition to the identified ACM, the
Property may also contain current or former improvements, such as buildings, facilities,
equipment and pipelines, above and below the ground that may contain ACM.

1.5 Ordnance-Related Material Notification

The Deed will include a covenant that all ground-disturbing activities performed by the
transferee will be performed in a manner such that the identification of ordnance related
material may occur. Upon discovery of any such ordnance and/or ordnance-related materials
on the Property, the transferee shall cease work and notify the Air Force immediately.

2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL NOTIFICATIONS
2.1 Lead-Based Paint (LBP), Other Facilities

The transferee will be responsible for managing all LBP including rubblized material which
contains LBP and potential LBP in compliance with NYSDEC Solid Waste Regulations and
all other applicable laws and regulations. :

2.2 Sanitary Sewer Systems (Wastewater)

The transferee shall submit appropriate applications for discharging any generated sanitary
waste into the sanitary sewer system for any new construction and to meet all applicable
wastewater discharge permit standards.

2.3 Solid Waste Management (by Transferee)

The transferee will be responsible for managing all solid waste in accordance with NYSDEC
Solid Waste Regulations and all other applicable laws and regulations.

2.4 National Priorities List (NPL) and the New York State Registry of Inactive
Hazardous Waste Sites

The Property remains part of the National Priorities List (NPL) and the New York State
Registry of Inactive Hazardous Waste Sites until such time as delisting takes place. The
provisions of 6 NYCRR Part 375-1.6 require the transferee to notify the Commissioner of the
NYSDEC prior to initiating a new use of the site, the definition of which can be found in the
cited regulation.

CHAPTER 1 - PURPOSE OF THE SUPPLEMENTAL ENVIRONMENTAL BASELINE
SURVEY

1.1 Introduction.

This Supplemental Environmental Baseline Survey (SEBS) has been prepared to document
environmental conditions of Parcel F3 resulting from the storage, release, or disposal of
hazardous substances and/or petroleum products and other environmental conditions over the
area’s history in order to establish a baseline for use by the United States Air Force (Air Force) in
making decisions concerning real estate transactions. Changes in the environmental condition of
the Property since the initial (1994) publication of the Basewide EBS for the former Griffiss Air
Force Base (AFB) are also documented in this SEBS.

CHAPTER 2 SURVEY METHODOLOGY

2.1 Approach and Rationale.

The data used in preparing this SEBS were obtained from the former Griffiss AFB Basewide
EBS dated September 1994. The EBS was based on record searches, interviews, and visual site
inspections (VSIs). The data and information contained in the EBS were prepared in accordance
with Department of Defense (DoD) policies and guidance, as they pertain to the procedures for
conducting an EBS. Confirmatory VSIs were conducted and additional data was collected in
October 2003 to verify the condition of the Property.

Based on the review of the Basewide EBS and VSlIs, the category designation for Parcel F3A is
considered DoD Environmental Condition Category 4. Category 4 areas are those areas where
release, disposal, and/or migration of hazardous substances has occurred, and all removal or
remedial actions to protect human health and the environment have been taken. The United
States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) concurs that all remedial actions have been
implemented for Parcel F3A.
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The category designation for Parcel F3B is DoD Environmental Condition Category 1. Category
1 areas are those areas where no storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances or
petroleum products has occurred, including no migration of these substances from adjacent areas.
The USEPA, by correspondence dated March 23, 1995, concurs with the categorization of Parcel
F3B as Category 1.

2.1.1 Description of Documents Reviewed. A list of documentation reviewed is provided in
the former Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS. The primary types of studies or investigations included
Installation Restoration Program (IRP) studies, the Air Force Base Realignment and Closure
(BRAC) Cleanup Plan (April 1994), the 1993 Air Force Real Property Inventory, underground
storage tank/above ground storage tank (UST/AST) investigations, National Environmental
Policy Act documentation, the 1993 Environmental Compliance Assessment and Management
Program (ECAMP) Environmental Findings Preliminary Report, and Federal, State, and local
documentation.

2.1.2 Inspection of Properties Conducted. VSIs of the interior and exterior of the Buildings
on the property were conducted during preparation of the Basewide EBS. Confirmatory VSIs
were conducted in August 2003 to ensure that no change in property condition had occurred
since the initial Basewide EBS was published. The purpose of the VSIs was to identify any
stained soils, stressed vegetation, leachate seepages, unusual odors, friable insulation, peeling
paint, etc., which might indicate environmental concern.

2.1.3 Personnel Interviews. Base personnel were contacted and interviewed, when possible,
during the initial records search and VSI trips conducted for the Basewide EBS. Personnel
interviewed during the Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS included representatives from civil
engineering, real property, industrial engineering, and operations. The Air Force Remedial
Project Manager (RPM), who is responsible for initiating and managing projects that are
necessary to evaluate and cleanup sites that have been contaminated with hazardous substances
and waste from past base activities, was also interviewed.

CHAPTER 3 - FINDINGS FOR PARCEL F3
3.1 Environmental Setting.
The former Griffiss AFB occupies approximately 3,540 acres in central Oneida County in upstate

New York, east of the City of Rome. A description of the area’s climate, topography, hydrology,
geology and utilities are contained in Section 3.2 of the Griffiss AFB Basewide EBS.

3.2 Property Categorization Resources

3.2.1 Environmental Factors.

There is/was no record or evidence of medical/ biohazardous waste, ordnance, and radioactive
waste releases on the Property. No PCB-containing equipment is located on the Property. No

threatened or endangered species, sensitive habitats, cultural resources, prime or unique
farmland, wetland or floodplain concerns are associated with the Property.
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3.2.2 Hazardous Substance/Material Storage.

Past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous substances in Buildings 215 (no
EBS number, same site as STW-215), 216 (no EBS number, same site as STW-216), 222 (STM-
222), and 255 (STM-255) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. The
sites have been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work
was performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage
Areas. Final closure of the sites was approved by New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation (NYSDEC) on August 11, 1999. Present activities on Parcel F3 included the
storage of hazardous substances (chlorine gas cylinders) in Building 211 (STM-211) as part of
the base water supply activities.

Other past activities on the Property included the storage of hazardous wastes at accumulation
points in Buildings 101, Bay 3 (STW-101-6), 214 (STW-214), 215 (STW-215), 216 (STW-216),
218 (STW-218), 222 (STW-222), 250 (STW-250), and 255 (STW-255-1 and STW-255-2, two
(2) locations) as part of base engineering and aircraft maintenance activities. All the sites have
been sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure of the sites. This work was
performed under project JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas.
Final closure of the sites was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999.

Included on the Property are several other storage areas. Area OTH-222-1 (Building 250, STW-
250) was the former Entomology Shop mixing area consisting of a concrete pad and closed
drainage system whose effluent was pumped into an aboveground storage tank (AST-222). Area
OTH-222-2 (Building 222, STM-222 and STW-222) was used for the storage/mixing of
pesticides by base personnel prior to the construction of Building 250. Both areas have been
sampled, remediated, and resampled to confirm closure. This work was performed under project
JREZ 95-0036, Assess/Close Hazardous Waste/Material Storage Areas. Final closure of the sites
was approved by NYSDEC on August 11, 1999. Site OTH-211 (DRY-211) was a mercury spill
from a broken manifold gauge in Building 211 in 1991. The site was remediated in 2000, but
low level residual mercury contamination was still present. A project to encapsulate the residual
contamination was completed in July 2002. Deed notifications for this drywell (DRY-211) site
are identified in Section 3.2.7, Drywells. Site OTH-222-3 was an underground concrete vault
located east of Building 222. A 1995 letter report was issued to the regulators documenting the
results of sampling performed in 1994. No significant contamination was detected and no further
action was required. The vault was demolished during the construction of Hangar Road in 1998.
Area OTH-245 was an open lot storage area for vehicles and equipment near Building 245 and
was classified as No Further Study under the Area of Interest (AOI) program (AOI-74).

3.2.3 Installation Restoration Program (IRP), Area of Concern (AOC) and AOI Sites
Identified to Date.

The Department of the Air Force (Air Force), USEPA, and NYSDEC entered into a Federal
Facility Agreement (FFA) effective August 21, 1990, under Section 120 of CERCLA.

There are eight (8) sites located within the boundaries of the property.

DP-13, Drywells at Building 255, encompassed eight (8) possible drywells in the general area
of Building 255, including Buildings 215/216, 222, 223 and former Building 230. An interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the drywell west of Building 255 was
recommended by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim
remedial action fieldwork was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the
closure report was issued. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use
Restrictions for the Building 255 Drywells AOC was issued to the public for review and
comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the Record of Decision (ROD) with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,
2003. An Explanation of Significant Differences (ESD) was executed on September 26, 2003
removing the requirement that groundwater at the Building 255 Drywells AOC be further
evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

DP-15, Drywell at Building 219, was recommended for no further action (for soils) by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building 219 Drywell AOC was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring of the groundwater at this site was
performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18,
2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater
at the Building 219 Drywells AOC be further evaluated as part of the On Base Groundwater
AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

At ST-21, Building 210 UST, the groundwater at the site was investigated under project
JREZ97-6042B. NYSDEC Spill Number 9101749 was associated with this site and was closed
by NYSDEC on July 31, 2001. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action was issued to the public
for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC
concurrence on July 3, 2003.

DP-22, Battery Acid Disposal Pit (BADP) at Building 222, was recommended for an interim
remedial action for contaminated soils in the area of the acid pit inside Building 222 by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. The interim remedial action fieldwork
was completed under project JREZ97-7006, AOC Removals, and the closure report was issued.
A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building

222 BADP AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA
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executed the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 27, 2001. Long-term monitoring
of the groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued
to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing
the requirement that groundwater at the Building 222 BADP AOC be further evaluated as part of
the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

SD-47, Oil/Water Separator (OWS) at Building 215/216, and the associated UST were
removed during the summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs.
NYSDEC Spill Number 9702165 was associated with this site and was closed by NYSDEC on

July 18, 2001.

SD-50, Oil/Water Separator at Building 214, and the associated UST were removed during the
summer of 1997, under project JREZ 96-0020, Assess/Close OWSs. This site was recommended
for no further action (for soils) by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996.
A Proposed Plan for No Further Action For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Building
214 AOC was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed
the ROD with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999. Long-term monitoring of the
groundwater at this site was performed during 2001 and 2002 and a final report was issued to the
regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed on September 26, 2003 removing the
requirement that groundwater at the Building 214 AOC be further evaluated as part of the On
Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

At SD-52, On Base Groundwater Contamination, the groundwater on the property was
investigated and analytical results are presented in the Draft Final RI report dated December
1996. The draft RI report indicated that no release, disposal, or migration of hazardous
substances or petroleum products has occurred into the groundwater at the Property except for
possibly the Tin City Operable Unit. For the Tin City Operable Unit, additional groundwater
samples were collected during the summer of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI)
program. The final SI report was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Long-term
monitoring of the groundwater at the Tin City operable unit was performed during 2001 and
2002 and a final report was issued to the regulators on August 18, 2003. An ESD was executed
on September 26, 2003 removing the requirement that groundwater be further evaluated as part
of the On Base Groundwater AOC, Tin City Operable Unit.

SS-58, Aqua Refueling System, is located adjacent to Building 101. SS-58 served as an Aqua
Refueling System Pipeline (POL-101-3) consisting of 8,480 linear feet of steel pipe network that
carried AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various portions of the apron surrounding Building 101 and to
Building 112. A closure action (project JREZ96-7005) was completed and consisted of the
cleaning, sampling and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, the removal of a 12,000-gallon
fuel salvage tank and the removal of any associated fuel-contaminated soils.

All of the AOIs within the boundaries of the property have been classified as No Further Study or
Covered Under Other Programs during the AOI investigations. '
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3.2.4 Storage Tanks:

There are four (4) ASTs and five (5) former AST sites located on the Property. There are two (2)
USTs and fourteen (14) former UST sites and one (1) OST located on the Property. Table 3.2.1
lists the storage tank numbers, capacity, location, releases, and tank status/closure.

3.2.5 Petroleum, Oil, and Lubricant (POL) System:

There was one (1) underground fuel line (POL-101-3) located north and south of Building 101
that extends onto the subject property. This underground fuel line served as a portion of the
Aqua Refueling System Pipeline (SS-58) and consisted of six (6) fuel salvage (dump) pits
located in the aircraft parking apron on the east (4 pits) and the west (2 pits) sides of Building
101 and were connected together by a 4-inch steel pipeline. A closure action (project JREZ96-
7005) has been completed. There was also one (1) underground fuel line (POL-6314) located
east of Building 220, and south of Apron 4. This underground fuel line served as an aviation
gasoline fueling station utilized by the Aero Club for aircraft fueling. A single underground
storage tank (UST-6314) was located south of the station. UST-6314 was removed in 1991 and
the station and associated underground fuel lines were removed some time after 1994.
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3.2.6 Oil/Water Separators (OWSs):

There is one (1) OWS and five (5) former OWS sites located on the property. Table 3.2.2 lists
the OWS numbers, location, releases, and OWS status/closure.

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3.2.8 Sanitary Sewer Systems (Wastewater):

Certain facilities on the Property are connected to a sanitary sewer. There was also a grit trap for
a washrack located near Building 222 (WW-222) which was connected to the sanitary sewer.
WW-222 was sampled under Project JREZ 97-7001, Drywell Screening, and a remedial action
was completed in 2000 at the WW-222 site. A septic system was present on the Property at
Building 255. The septic system consisted of a septic tank (SPT-255) and drain field. This site
was investigated and closed under project JREZ 96-6006, Close Septic Tanks.

3.2.9 Solid Waste Management:

Solid waste was generated during the demolition of Buildings 250 and 255, and was managed in
accordance with NYSDEC Solid Waste Regulations and all other applicable laws and
regulations.

3.2.10 Ordnance-Related Material Notification:

The risk associated with the possible presence of unexploded ordnance remaining on the Property
has been investigated by the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE/Huntsville) and
documented in the Archives Search Report - Recommendations and Findings, dated November
1997. The Archives Search Report (ASR) was developed by the USACE after extensive research
of the munitions related history of Griffiss AFB and several interviews with past and present
DoD employees. A list of the documents reviewed and the employees interviewed is contained
in the ASR. Eleven (11) former munitions related sites at Griffiss AFB were identified for
further investigation. None of the eleven (11) munitions related sites is identified as existing
within the Property. Clearing operations were performed in the summer of 1998 and documented
in a final report dated October 30, 1998.

The intent of the investigation was to eliminate the presence of all ordnance and ordnance-related
materials within the identified areas. While not likely, it is possible that ordnance, not previously
identified in the ASR, may be present on the Property.

3.3 Disclosure Resources
3.3.1 Asbestos:

The asbestos survey results of Buildings on Griffiss AFB is presented in Appendix H, table H-1
of the Basewide EBS. Subsequent to the publication of the Basewide EBS, a comprehensive
asbestos survey was performed in the fall of 1994. ACM was identified in Buildings 101 - Bays
3&5,210,212,214, 215,216, 218, 222, 223, 245, and 255 as identified in the Asbestos
Inventory. All asbestos was removed prior to the demolition of Building 255. The Asbestos
Removal documentation for the demolition has been reviewed by the AFRPA and is on file in the
AFRPA Griffiss office. Table H-1 of the Basewide EBS and the 1994 Comprehensive Asbestos
Survey disclosure data are presented as Attachments 1 and 2 respectively. In addition to the
identified ACM, the Property may also contain current or former improvements, such as
buildings, facilities, equipment and pipelines, above and below the ground that may contain
ACM.
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3.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP), Other Facilities:

LBP may be present in Buildings 101 - Bays 3 & 5, 207, 209, 210, 211, 212, 214, 215, 216, 218,
219, 222,223,224, 245, 246, 255 and 6092. Building 255 has been demolished. The Air Force
has classified these facilities as facilities with a probability of having a LBP hazard because they
were constructed prior to 1978 when the maximum allowable content of lead in paint was

reduced.

CHAPTER 4 - FINDINGS FOR ADJACENT PROPERTIES

4.1 Adjacent Properties:

Appendix A, Table A-1 in the Basewide EBS, identifies the properties that are adjacent to the
subject property. Additional information on each site is provided in Appendix D of the Basewide
EBS.

There are five (5) sites located on adjacent premises that may impact the Property.

DP-12, Building 301 Former Entomology Shop Drywell, was recommended for no further
action by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for
Institutional Controls in the form of Land Use Restrictions for the Building 301 Drywell AOC
was issued to the public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD
with NYSDEC concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-06, Building 101, Yellow Submarine, Drainage Pit and Battery Acid Disposal Pit, was
recommended for no further action for soils by the Air Force in its Draft Final RI report dated
December 1996. Also recommended was the delineation of groundwater contamination south of
Building 101 as part of the On-Base Groundwater AOC. Additional work was performed during
the summer/fall of 1997 under the Supplemental Investigations (SI) program. The final SI report
was issued to the regulators on July 24, 1998. Subsequent to the RI, the Drainage Pit (AOI 40)
was incorporated into this site due its relationship to the Battery Acid Disposal Pit. An interim
remedial action was performed at the Drainage Pit in 1998, and the closure report was forwarded
to the regulators on July 29, 1998. Additional confirmatory closure sampling was performed in
June 2002. A draft Proposed Plan for Institutional Controls and Long-Term Groundwater
Monitoring for the Building 101 AOC was issued to the regulators for review and comment on
October 29, 2002. The draft Proposed Plan is under regulatory review and the site is presently
undergoing long-term monitoring under SD-52, On Base Groundwater AOC.

SS-24, Former Fire Demonstration Area, was recommended for no further action by the Air
Force in its Draft Final RI report dated December 1996. A Proposed Plan for No Further Action
For Soils with Land Use Restrictions for the Fire Demonstration Area AOC was issued to the
public for review and comment. The Air Force and USEPA executed the ROD with NYSDEC

concurrence on September 30, 1999.

ST-36, Building 110 Aqua System, is located at Building 110 to the east of the Property. ST-36
served as a pumphouse and fuel storage station along with a fuel distribution system. The Aqua
System consisted of an 8-inch pipe network that provided AVGAS and JP-4 fuel to various
portions of the flight line and aircraft parking aprons. An interim removal action (Project
JREZ89-0062) was completed in 1993. The removal action consisted of the cleaning, sampling
and closure of the Aqua System fuel lines, removal of four (4) 25,000-gallon fuel storage tanks,
and the removal of associated fuel-contaminated soils. There is an open spill number 8603763
associated with this site. Further investigations at this site are being performed under project
JREZ02-7040, Long-Term Monitoring for Area of Concern Sites.

SS-46, Glycol Use and Storage Area, was recommended for no further action in the Draft Final
RI report dated December 1996. This site is primarily associated with glycol usage in the
vicinity of Building 220, north of the property. Additional groundwater sampling was performed
at this site under project JREZ2002-7040, Long Term Monitoring for AOCs, to ascertain the
possible presence of glycol contaminated groundwater. An Informal Technical Information
Report was forwarded to the regulators on February 7, 2002 recommending no further
investigation at this AOC. The USEPA concurred with the recommendation on February 13,
2002. A draft Proposed Plan for No Further Action for the Glycol Use and Storage Area AOC
was issued to the regulators for review and comment on October 29, 2002. The USEPA and
NYSDEC deleted this AOC from the FFA on November 18, 2002 and November 25, 2002
respectively.

CHAPTER 5 - PROPERTY CATEGORY

5.1 Conclusions:

Based on the review of the Basewide EBS and VSIs, the category designation for Parcel F3A is
considered DoD Environmental Condition Category 4. Category 4 areas are those areas where
release, disposal, and/or migration of hazardous substances has occurred, and all removal or
remedial actions to protect human health and the environment have been taken. The United
States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) concurs that all remedial actions have been
implemented for Parcel F3A.

The category designation for Parcel F3B is DoD Environmental Condition Category 1. Category
1 areas are those areas where no storage, release, or disposal of hazardous substances or
petroleum products has occurred, including no migration of these substances from adjacent areas.
The USEPA, by correspondence dated March 23, 1995, concurs with the categorization of Parcel
F3B as Category 1.
