Samples Collected:  

o Six confirmation soil samples were collected in the following locations: EP-27, EP-39, EP-
110, EP-111, and EP-114. 

o QA/QC samples including two duplicate, two MS/MSD sample, and one trip blank were 
collected in accordance with the RAWP.  

o The soil samples were relinquished to Eurofins Scientific of Edison, New Jersey (a 
NYSDOH ELAP certified laboratory) under standard chain of custody procedures. 
 

CAMP Activities:  

• Air monitoring during ground-intrusive activities was performed at four locations during ground 
intrusive work from 7:20 am to 3:05 pm. No 15-minute average concentration of volatiles 
organic compounds (VOCs) or particulate 15-minute average concentration of matter smaller 
than 10 microns in diameter (PM10) exceeded the action levels. No visible dust was observed 
leaving the site perimeter.
