This fact sheet is being provided to you pursuant to Order on Consent and Administrative
Settlement Index # W2-1174-07-02 (“Consent Order”) between the New York State
Department of Environmental Conservation (“NYSDEC”) and the Consolidated Edison
Company of New York, Inc. (“Con Edison”) for Operable Unit 2 (“OU-2") of Flushing
Industrial Park — the mudflat area that comprises Parcel 4 of Flushing Industrial Park and
other areas of the Flushing River that may have been affected by contamination that
migrated from Flushing Industrial Park. You have been sent this fact sheet because you
own or live on property near Flushing Industrial Park and the Flushing River or because
the NYSDEC believes that you may otherwise be interested in activities pertaining to OU-
2 of Flushing Industrial Park.

Con Edison has submitted a Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study (“RI/FS”) Work
Plan to NYSDEC and the New York State Department of Health (“NYSDOH”) for OU-2
of Flushing Industrial Park (“Site”). This RI/FS Work Plan has been reviewed and
approved by the NYSDEC and the NYSDOH. The RI/FS Work Plan and other project
documents are available for your review at the document repositories identified on the left
hand side of this page.

Site Description: Flushing Industrial Park is a 13.6 acre property located along the
northwest corner of College Point Blvd and 40" Road in F lushing, Queens. Con Edison’s
predecessor company purchased the majority of the property in 1923. Con Edison
expanded the property during the 1950’s when it acquired several row houses along 40"
Road. Con Edison and/or its predecessor company operated a utility service center on the
property. The operations conducted included the servicing and cleaning of trucks, storage
of gasoline and diesel fuel in underground tanks, storage of transformer oil in above
ground tanks, storage and servicing of electric transformers, and the storage of other
electric distribution system equipment, including scrap cable. On February 24, 1989, Con
Edison sold the Flushing Industrial Park property.

Previous Investigations: The investigations conducted by the current owners of the
Flushing Industrial Park property identified four areas of environmental concern. Three of
these areas, which were found to be contaminated by polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs),
volatile organic compounds (VOCs), semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOCs),
pesticides, and metals, have been remediated by the current owner of the Flushing
Industrial Park property pursuant to the New York State Brownfield Cleanup Program
administered by the NYSDEC. A fourth area (referred to as Parcel 4) consists of an
approximately 0.34-acre mudflat area within the Flushing River that was found to be
contaminated with PCBs. The Site includes the mudflat area and the upstream and
downstream areas of the Flushing River that may have been impacted by historic
operations conducted by Con Edison and its predecessor company. The Flushing River is
described as saline/estuarine and is not used as a drinking water supply. Groundwater in
this area is also not used for drinking water supply.
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
