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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

AKRF, Inc. (AKRF) conducted a Subsurface (Phase II) Investigation of the property located at 12-02 38
th
 

Avenue (also identified as Tax Block 472, Lot 646) in the Long Island City neighborhood of Queens, 

New York (the Site). The Site is also identified as 38-21 12
th
 Street. The approximately 70,200-square-

foot (SF) Site comprised three one-story buildings and two partially covered parking lots. The Site was 

occupied by commercial and industrial businesses including: a pipe fitting shop, two leased commercial 

parking lots, Amadeus Marble and Granite Manufacturing, a carpentry shop, and Nutropia (commercial 

kitchen). A storage space and vacant shop (former metal works) were also located on the Site.  The Site 

location is provided in Figure 1. 

The scope of work included the advancement of 24 soil borings with the collection and laboratory 

analysis of 30 soil samples; the collection of two sediment samples from an on-site trench system; the 

installation of 10 temporary wells with the collection and laboratory analysis of 10 groundwater samples; 

and the installation of 11 temporary soil vapor points with the collection of 11 soil vapor samples and one 

ambient air quality sample. This report describes the methods and results of the investigation. 

2.0 SITE BACKGROUND 

 Site Characterization 2.1

The 70,200-SF Site comprised three one-story buildings (constructed circa 1936) and two 

partially covered parking lots. The Site was occupied by commercial and industrial businesses 

including: a pipe fitting shop, two leased commercial parking lots, Amadeus Marble and Granite 

Manufacturing, a carpentry shop, and Nutropia (commercial kitchen). A storage space and vacant 

shop (former metal works) were also located on the Site.  The Site building located in the 

southern portion of the Site was constructed with one basement level, and the remaining buildings 

were constructed at-grade. The location of the basement is identified on Figure 2. 

Based on the U.S. Geological Survey–Central Park, New York 2011 Quadrangle map, the 

Property is approximately 15 feet above the North American Datum of 1988 (an approximation of 

mean sea level). Soil borings, which were advanced between 10 and 15 feet below sidewalk grade 

across the Site, encountered historic fill material (sand, silt, coal ash, gravel, concrete, brick, 

plastic, and/or glass) underlain by brown sand or silty-sand and gravel.   

Groundwater was encountered at the Site during this investigation between approximately 8 and 

10 feet below sidewalk grade, and is expected to flow in a southwesterly direction towards the 

East River, approximately 0.3 miles away. Groundwater depth and flow may be affected by other 

factors including past pumping and/or subsurface obstructions such as sewer pipes and/or subway 

tunnels. Groundwater in this part of Queens is not used as a source of potable water.  

The proposed future Site use is a New York City Department of Transportation (NYC DOT) 

facility.   

 Previous Environmental Investigations 2.2

AKRF is aware of two previous environmental investigations conducted on the Site: 

 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA), completed by Ecosystems Strategies, Inc. in 

August 2013. 

 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA), completed by AKRF in July 2017. 
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A summary of AKRF’s Phase I ESA is presented below. 

Phase I ESA 

AKRF completed a Phase I ESA of the Site (dated July 2017), which identified the following 

recognized environmental conditions (RECs): 

 Chemical use and storage were observed in the Amadeus Marble and Granite facility located 

in the central portion of the Site.  Stored chemicals in the facility included paint, industrial 

glues, acetone, lubricant oils, kerosene, and various household cleaners.  Acetone use was 

observed during the inspection as part of marble fabrication activities in the Amadeus Marble 

and Granite facility in the central portion of the Site. A sludge-like mix of water and marble 

cuttings, potentially mixed with acetone and/or other chemicals, was observed in trench 

drains in the facility floors. The trench drains were observed to run underneath a large roll-

top door and into the adjacent parking lot, where they ultimately discharged into a catch 

basis. The sludge-like marble cuttings and a chemical-like odor were noted inside the facility 

and around the exterior catch basin. Discharge of this material to on-site drains and to a catch 

basin could have affected the subsurface of the Site and is considered a REC. 

 A review of the city directory database and Historical Sanborn maps identified current and 

historical commercial, industrial, and automotive uses, including a wood working facility, a 

scaffolding manufacturing and repair facility, and a metal workshop with a garage and a 

gasoline tank. The Site was listed in the RCRA Generators and Historic Generators databases 

for generation of solid wastes, and in the NY Manifest database for the off-site transport of 

lead and ignitable waste. Historical gasoline storage, hazardous material generation, and use 

of the Site as a wood working and metal manufacturing facility may have affected the Site 

subsurface and are considered RECs. 

 Regulatory database records identified one 1,500-gallon No. 2 fuel oil underground storage 

tank (UST) that was closed and removed in September 2005, and one 550-gallon UST that 

was closed-in-place prior to March 1991. In addition, a gasoline UST was identified on 

historical Sanborn maps of the Site. A previous Phase I ESA conducted at the Site in 2013, 

indicated the presence of a fuel oil UST, but noted the location of the tank is unknown. A 

closed-status spill from November 1987 [New York Department of Environmental 

Conservation (NYSDEC) Spill No. 8706722], which was potentially associated with the 

1,500-gallon UST, was listed in the New York Spills database.  Records indicated that the 

spill was related to a tank test failure; however, the spill was closed in February 1994. A 250-

gallon fuel oil AST was observed in the southeastern corner of the Site.  The aboveground 

storage tank (AST) was located in one of the vacant former metal working shops, resting atop 

a vault covered with distressed plywood. Dark stains were noted underneath the AST and 

throughout the concrete floor accompanied by strong petroleum odors. A suspect vent pipe 

was observed on the sidewalk of the exterior portion of the warehouse along 13
th
 Street. An 

Environmental Control Board violation was identified in the New York City Department of 

Buildings (NYCDOB) electronic records related to failure to maintain the elevator on the 

Site. The listing indicated that the main piston leaked oil in the elevator pit and on the floor. 

Documented and/or undocumented releases from the current/former tanks, and/or from the 

elevator, may have affected the Site subsurface and are considered a REC. 

 A complaint listed in the NYCDOB electronic records for the Site stated “water run-off 

containing cleaning product from the south-adjacent laundromat facility was entering the 

Site.” KTR Laundry & Dry Cleaning/Midnight Express Service, which was located south-

adjacent to the Site, was listed in the RCRA database several times between 1999 and 2007 
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for generation and/or off-site transport of spent halogenated solvents. One written, informal 

violation was noted for the facility in August 2000. This facility was also listed in the NY 

Drycleaners database, and EDR Historic Cleaners database.  The discharge of liquids 

potentially containing chlorinated solvents onto the Site from dry cleaning operations on an 

adjacent facility may have affected the subsurface of the Site and is considered a REC. 

 A review of the historical city directory database and Sanborn maps identified numerous 

industrial, manufacturing and automotive uses on adjacent and surrounding properties 

between 1898 and 2014. Uses on adjacent properties and blocks included: an automobile junk 

yard on the north-adjacent block; a filling station with a gasoline tank on the northeast-

adjacent block; a metal sheeting facility, machine shop, macaroni factory, plaster works 

facility, and pressing facility on the northwest-adjacent block; a sand and gravel works, a 

clothing manufacturing facility, an auto car wash facility, a filling station, a paper mill, and a 

cardboard mill on the east-adjacent block; a scaffolding manufacturer, and steel welder and 

manufacturer on the west-adjacent block; and a plastic manufacturing facility, an electric 

plating facility, and a possible wrecking facility to the south.  Other surrounding property 

uses included: metal works, roofing, electro plating works, laundry, dry cleaning, marble 

works, paper manufacturing, laboratories, plastics manufacturing, auto body, and auto repair.  

Historic automotive, industrial, and/or automotive uses on adjacent and surrounding 

properties may have affected the Site subsurface and are considered RECs. 

 Regulatory database records identified 11 open spills in the NY Spills database located at 38
th
 

Avenue and 40
th
 Avenue, between 11

th
 Street and 21

st
 Street, which is between approximately 

300 and 500 feet east of the Site. All the spills, which were reported between May 1989 and 

August 2014, were related to dielectric fluid leaks from Consolidated Edison feeder cables, 

and the spill volumes ranged from 2,000 to 13,200 gallons. Investigations were performed on 

individual spills that included partial soil excavations, but further investigation was required 

to determine the full extent of the contamination. All of the spills are currently open and were 

reportedly re-assigned to the NYSDEC Remediation Section in December 2016 for further 

investigation. Based on the listing details, distance and inferred groundwater flow direction, 

these spills may have affected the subsurface of the Site and are considered RECs. 

AKRF recommended that prior to acquiring the Site, a subsurface (Phase II) investigation, 

including the collection of soil, groundwater and soil vapor samples, be performed on the Site.    
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3.0 FIELD ACTIVITIES   

The Phase II field activities were conducted on May 22 through 24, and June 9, 2017. Field activities 

included the advancement of 24 soil borings with the collection and laboratory analysis of 30 soil 

samples; the collection of two sediment samples from an on-site trench system; the installation of 10 

temporary wells with the collection and laboratory analysis of 10 groundwater samples; and the 

installation of 11 temporary soil vapor points with the collection of 11 soil vapor samples and one 

ambient air quality sample. This report describes the methods and results of the investigation.  Sample 

locations are shown on Figure 2.   

 Soil Sampling 3.1

Soil borings were advanced using a track-mounted, Geoprobe® mobile drilling rig by Cascade 

Drilling, L.P. (CASCADE) at the locations noted on Figure 2. Soil cores advanced from borings 

SB/MW/SV-2 and SB-10 (located within the basement) and were collected using 3-foot long, 2-

inch diameter stainless steel macrocore piston rod samplers fitted with an internal acetate liner. 

The remaining soil cores were collected from the borings (located at sidewalk grade) using 5-foot 

long, 2-inch diameter stainless steel macrocore piston rod samplers fitted with an internal acetate 

liner. Soil was field-screened using a photoionization detector (PID), which measures relative 

concentrations of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and was calibrated at the start of the work 

day with 100 parts per million (ppm) isobutylene standard gas. At each boring location, AKRF 

field personnel recorded and documented subsurface conditions. The boring locations are 

presented on Figure 2, and soil boring logs are provided in Appendix A.   

Twenty-four soil borings were advanced across the Site, in two mobilizations.  Borings 

SB/MW/SV-1 through SB/MW/SV-7 and SB-8 through SB-17 were advanced and sampled 

between May 22 and 24, 2017, during the initial investigation of Site.  Borings SB/MW/SV-1, 

SB/MW/SV-3, SB/MW/SV-4, SB/MW/SV-6, SB/MW/SV-7, SB-9, and SB-11 through SB-24 

were advanced from sidewalk grade to approximately 10 feet below sidewalk grade; boring 

SB/MW/SV-5 was advanced from sidewalk grade to approximately 15 feet below sidewalk grade 

to investigate petroleum-like odors and staining noted at the capillary fringe; and borings 

SB/MW/SV-2 and SB-10 were advanced to 9 feet below basement grade.   The remaining borings 

were advanced on June 9, 2017 as part of a supplemental investigation. Borings SB/MW/SV-18 

through SB/MW/SV-21 were advanced and sampled around boring SB/MW/SV-3 (located in the 

central portion of the Site) to delineate the extent of chlorinated VOC (CVOC) contamination 

detected in soil vapor and groundwater samples collected at that location.  Borings SB-22 through 

SB-24 were advanced and sampled around boring SB/MW/SV-4 (located in the northwestern 

portion of the Site) to delineate the extent of high lead concentrations detected in a soil sample 

collected from that location. 

Two soil samples each were collected from borings SB/MW-SV-1 and SB/MW/SV-3 through 

SB/MW/SV-7. One sample was collected from a shallow interval between 0 and 2 feet below 

grade, and a second at the 2-foot interval at the capillary fringe, for laboratory analysis. A second 

sample for SB/MW/SV-2 was not taken because the groundwater table was 1 foot below the 

basement slab. One soil sample each was collected from the remaining borings at the 2-foot 

interval at the capillary fringe, for laboratory analysis. Soil samples were collected using 

dedicated sampling equipment, placed into laboratory-supplied containers within a chilled cooler, 

and submitted via courier to York Analytical Laboratories of Stratford, CT (York), or 

TestAmerica of Edison, NJ (TestAmerica). Both are New York State Environmental Laboratory 

Approval Program (ELAP)-certified laboratories. Soil samples were collected and analyzed for 

one or more of the following the analytes: VOCs using EPA Method 8260, semi volatile organic 
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compounds (SVOCs) by EPA Method 8270, pesticides by EPA Method 8081, polychlorinated 

biphenyls (PCBs) by EPA Method 8082, and/or Target Analyte List (TAL) metals (6000/7000 

series). A summary of the soil samples collected from each boring is presented as Table 1. 

 Groundwater Sample Collection and Analysis 3.2

A total of 11 temporary groundwater monitoring wells were installed and sampled at the Site, 

during two mobilizations, at the locations shown on Figure 2. Borings SB/MW/SV-1 through 

SB/MW/SV-7 were installed and sampled between May 22 and 24, 2017, during the initial 

investigation of Site.  The seven initial boring locations were biased towards areas that exhibited 

evidence of potential contamination and to provide site-wide assessment of groundwater quality. 

Borings SB/MW/SV-18 through SB/MW/SV-21 were installed and sampled on June 9, 2017 

around boring SB/MW/SV-3 (located in the central portion of the Site) to delineate the extent of 

CVOC contamination detected in soil vapor and groundwater samples collected at that location.   

The temporary wells consisted of 1-inch diameter polyvinyl chloride (PVC) with a 10-foot 

slotted-screen interval.  The wells were installed with the screen interval crossing the water table.  

Following sample collection, the wells were removed and the locations were backfilled to the 

surface.   

Prior to sampling, the temporary wells were purged of three well volumes using a peristaltic 

pump.  Once purging was completed, groundwater samples were collected in laboratory-issued 

sample containers, stored in an ice-filled cooler to maintain a temperature of 4 ºC, and delivered 

under chain-of-custody control by courier to either York or TestAmerica. The samples were 

collected and analyzed for one or more of the following the analytes: VOCs using EPA Method 

8260, SVOCs by EPA Method 8270, pesticides by EPA Method 8081, PCBs by EPA Method 

8082, and/or dissolved and total TAL metals (6000/7000 series). A summary of the groundwater 

samples collected from each temporary well location is presented as Table 1. The groundwater 

sampling logs are included in Appendix B. 

 Soil Vapor and Indoor Air Quality Sample Collection and Analysis 3.3

A total of 11 sub-slab soil vapor sampling points were installed at the Site, during two 

mobilizations, at the locations shown on Figure 2. Borings SB/MW/SV-1 through SB/MW/SV-7 

were installed and sampled between May 22 and 24, 2017, during the initial investigation of Site.  

Borings SB/MW/SV-18 through SB/MW/SV-21 were installed and sampled on June 9, 2017 

around boring location SB/MW/SV-3 to delineate the extent of CVOC contamination detected in 

soil vapor and groundwater samples collected at that location.  The sampling points were installed 

beneath Site grade or building slab (depending on location) by CASCADE using a track-

mounted, Geoprobe® mobile drilling rig. The 0.75-inch diameter probe consisted of an 

expendable 6-inch long stainless steel screened drive point, which was installed to a depth of 

approximately 5 feet below sidewalk grade in SB/MW/SV-1, SB/MW/SV-3 through 

SB/MW/SV-7, and SB/MW/SV-18 through SB/MW/SV-21; and 8 inches below slab in 

SB/MW/SV-2. Dedicated Teflon tubing with threaded fittings was connected to the probe. The 

boring was backfilled with clean silica sand and a layer of hydrated bentonite to fill around the 

tubing to grade/basement slab to provide a seal ensuring the collection of a representative sample 

and prevent short-circuiting of ambient air into the vapor sampling point.  

Prior to sampling, each soil vapor point was purged of three sampler volumes using an SKC
® 

air 

pump.  During purging, an inverted one-gallon bucket was placed over the sampling point and 

helium gas was introduced through a small hole in the bucket to saturate the atmosphere around 

the sample port with helium gas. The purged vapors were collected into a Tedlar bag and 
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monitored using a portable helium detector to check for short-circuiting of ambient air into the 

vapor sampling point and to verify the adequacy of the bentonite seal.  Helium concentrations of 

less than 10 percent were considered sufficient to verify a tight seal.  All soil vapor points passed 

the seal integrity tests with helium readings of 0.0 ppm.  Purged vapors were also field-screened 

for organic vapors using a PID.  After purging, the tubing was connected to a laboratory-supplied 

6-liter SUMMA canister equipped with a flow regulator.  One soil vapor sample was paired with 

6-liter SUMMA canisters for collection of an ambient air sample.  The samples were each 

collected over a one-hour period, and the samples were analyzed for VOCs by EPA Method TO-

15. The soil vapor and indoor air quality sampling logs are included in Appendix C. 

 Field Observations  3.4

Soil Sampling 

Historic fill material (sand, silt, gravel, concrete, brick, plastic, and/or glass) was observed from 

sidewalk grade to between approximately 8.5 and 10 feet below sidewalk grade. Historical fill 

material observed between 5 and 10 feet below sidewalk grade also contained variable quantities 

of coal ash. Historic fill was underlain by brown sand or silty-sand, and gravel.  PID readings 

ranged from non-detect (ND) to 450 ppm. While elevated PID readings can be indicative of 

petroleum contamination, the high humidity on-site and a potential mechanical malfunction of the 

PID could be the cause of elevated readings. The PID was exchanged, after which readings did 

not exceed 20 ppm. 

Evidence of petroleum contamination (e.g. odors, staining, and elevated PID readings) was 

observed in one soil boring, SB/MW-SV-5. Laboratory results for soil and groundwater samples 

(VOCs and SVOCs) collected from this location indicated the presence of petroleum; as a result, 

a petroleum spill was reported to the NYSDEC Spill Hotline.  The spill was assigned NYSDEC 

Spill. No.1702829. Results of the field screening data are provided on the soil boring logs in 

Appendix A. 

Groundwater  

Groundwater was observed between 8.5 and 9.9 feet below sidewalk grade on-site. Evidence of 

petroleum contamination (e.g., odors and sheen) was observed during sampling of temporary well 

SB/MW/SV-5.   

Soil Vapor/Ambient Air Sampling 

VOCs readings detected in the purged vapor from the soil vapor sampling points ranged between 

ND and 28.3 ppm. Field logs of the soil vapor purging, and soil vapor and indoor air quality 

sampling are included in Appendix B.  
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4.0 LABORATORY ANALYTICAL RESULTS 

Soil sample laboratory analytical results were compared to the NYSDEC 6 NYCRR Part 375 Remedial 

Program Soil Cleanup Objectives (SCOs) for Unrestricted Use (USCOs) for soil management purposes 

and Commercial Use (CSCOs), which would be a more appropriate comparison criterion for the 

anticipated property use. Soil descriptions, observations, and PID readings were recorded on the soil 

boring logs provided in Appendix A.  Laboratory analytical data sheets are included in Appendix D. 

 Soil Analytical Results 4.1

Thirty soil samples were collected for laboratory analysis with results compared to the USCOs 

and CSCOs.  Results are summarized below: 

VOCs 

One or more of eight VOCs were detected at concentrations above USCOs in six of the soil 

samples analyzed [SB-4(8-9)-20170522, SB-5(11-12)-20170523, SB-11(7-8)-20170522, SB-

12(8-9)-20170523, SB-22(8-9)-20170609, and SB-23(9-10)-20170609]. The compounds 1,2,4-

trimethylbenzene [maximum (max.) 300 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg)], 1,3,5-

trimethylbenzene (max. 110 mg/kg), benzene (max. 190 mg/kg), acetone (max. 0.93 mg/kg), 

ethyl benzene (max. 110 mg/kg), n-propylbenzene (22 mg/kg), total xylenes (max. 1,440 mg/kg), 

and toluene (max. 960 mg/kg) were detected in exceedance of their respective USCOs.  Four of 

these VOCs were also detected at concentrations above the CSCOs in two of the soil samples 

analyzed [SB-4(8-9)-20170522 and SB-22(8-9)-20170609]. Trace concentrations (below USCOs 

and CSCOs) of 2-butanone, carbon tetrachloride, chloroform, methylene chloride, n-

butylbenzene, p-isopropyltoluene, styrene, cis-1,2-dichloroethylene, isopropylbenzene, methyl 

tert-butyl ether (MTBE), 1,1,1-trichloroethane, tetrachloroethylene (PCE), and trichloroethylene 

(TCE) were detected in one of more of the samples. Soil analytical results for VOCs are 

presented in Table 2. 

SVOCs 

Variable concentrations of one or more of 25 SVOCs were detected in 30 of the 32 soil samples 

analyzed. One or more of 13 SVOCs were detected at concentrations above the USCOs in the soil 

samples. Acenaphthene (max. 59.9 mg/kg), anthracene (max. 215 mg/kg), benzo(a)anthracene 

(max. 219 mg/kg), benzo(a)pyrene (max. 165 mg/kg), benzo(b)fluoranthene (max. 97.7 mg/kg), 

benzo(k)fluoranthene (max. 84.4 mg/kg), chrysene (max. 243 mg/kg), dibenzo(a,h)anthracene 

(max. 34.3 mg/kg), fluorene (max. 55.9 mg/kg), indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene (max. 48.6 mg/kg), 

naphthalene (max. 360 mg/kg), phenanthrene (max. 183 mg/kg), and pyrene (max. 117 mg/kg) 

were detected at concentrations above USCOs in one or more of 14 soil samples.  Seven of these 

SVOCs were also detected at concentrations above the CSCOs in the one or more of soil samples: 

SB-2(0.5-1)-20170524, SB-3(8-9)-20170522, SB-4(8-9)-20170522, SB-5(11-12)-20170523, SB-

6(8-9)-20170523,  SB-9(8-9)-20170522, SB-11(7-8)-20170522, SB-18(8-9)-20170609, SB-21(8-

9)-20170609, SB-22(8-9)-20170609, and SB-23(9-10)-20170609.  

The detected concentrations of polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) in sample                            

SB-5(11-12) 20170523, along with field observations, were indicative of a petroleum spill at this 

location. A spill was reported to NYSDEC as summarized in Section 3.4 of this report. Soil 

analytical results for SVOCs are presented in Table 3.   

Metals 

Twenty-two metals were detected at variable concentrations in all of the soil samples analyzed. 

Nine metals were detected at concentrations above their respective USCOs in one or more of 22 
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of the soil samples analyzed. Arsenic (max. 124 mg/kg), barium (max. 2,300 mg/kg), cadmium 

(max. 3.2 mg/kg), copper (max. 841 mg/kg), lead (max. 8,580 mg/kg), mercury (max. 3.49 

mg/kg), nickel (max. 121 mg/kg), selenium (max. 126 mg/kg), and zinc (max. 1,870 mg/kg).    

Five of the metals were detected at concentrations above their respective CSCOs in one or more 

of the soil samples SB-2 (0.5-1)-20170524, SB-4 (4-5)-20170522, SB-9 (8-9)-20170522, SB-11 

(7-8)-20170522, SB-14(7-8)-20170523, SB-22(8-9)-20170609, and SB-23(9-10)-20170609. Soil 

analytical results for Metals are presented in Table 4.   

PCBs and Pesticides 

PCBs and pesticides and were not detected above laboratory reporting limits in any of the soil 

samples. Soil analytical results for PCBs and pesticides are presented in Table 5. 

 Sediment Sampling Results 4.2

Two sediment samples were collected for laboratory analysis with results compared to the 

CSCOs.  Results are summarized below: 

VOCs 

Variable concentrations of 13 VOCs were detected in one or both of the sediment samples. The 

detected concentrations of acetone exceeded the USCOs in sediment samples SS-1-20170522 and 

SS-2-20170524 (0.95 mg/kg and 0.098 mg/kg, respectively), and the detected concentration of 

xylenes (0.44 mg/kg) exceeded the USCO in sample SS-1-20170522. Sediment analytical results 

for VOCs are presented in Table 2. 

SVOCs 

Trace concentrations (below USCOs and CSCOs) of eight SVOCs were detected in one or both 

of the sediment samples. Sediment analytical results for SVOCs are presented in Table 3. 

Metals 

Variable concentrations of 17 metals were detected in both of the sediment samples. The detected 

concentrations of chromium (max. 30.3 mg/kg), copper (max. 200 mg/kg), nickel (121 mg/kg), 

and zinc (max. 199 mg/kg) exceeded the USCOs in one or both of the sediment samples 

analyzed.  Sediment analytical results for metals are presented in Table 4. 

 Groundwater Sampling Results 4.3

Ten samples were collected for laboratory analysis with results compared to NYSDEC Class GA 

Ambient Water Quality Standards (drinking water standards), although groundwater is not used 

as a source of potable water in this part of Queens.   Results are summarized below: 

VOCs 

A total 26 VOCs were detected at variable concentrations in one or more of the groundwater 

samples analyzed. Twelve VOCs were detected at concentrations that exceeded the Class GA 

standards in one or more of the groundwater samples analyzed, including 1,1,1-trichloroethane 

(max. 120 µg/L), 1,1-dichloroethane (max. 7.7 µg/L), 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene (max. 29 µg/L), 

1,3,5-trimethylbenzene (max. 14 µg/L), benzene (max. 2.2 µg/L), carbon tetrachloride (max. 

1,400 µg/L), chloroform (max. 400 µg/L), cis-1,2-dichloroethylene (max 5.8 µg/L), p- & m-

xylenes (max. 24 µg/L), o-xylenes (max. 18 µg/L), toluene (7.9 µg/L), and TCE (max. 5.2 µg/L).  

Groundwater sample analytical results for VOCs are presented in Table 6. 
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SVOCs 

Twenty-one SVOCs were detected at variable concentrations in one or more of the groundwater 

samples analyzed.  Eight SVOCs were detected at concentrations that exceeded the Class GA 

standards in one or more of the groundwater samples analyzed, including 1,1-biphenyl (max. 9.73 

µg/L), benzo(a)anthracene (max. 6.02 µg/L), benzo(a)pyrene (max. 5.41 µg/L), 

benzo(b)fluoranthene (max. 2.39 µg/L), benzo(k)fluoranthene (max. 3.46 µg/L), chrysene (max. 

6.49 µg/L), indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene (max. 1.61 µg/L), and naphthalene (max. 132 µg/L).   

The detections of PAHs in sample MW-5-20170523, along with the VOCs detected in this 

groundwater sample and the staining and odors noted in soil at this location, were indicative of a 

petroleum spill at this location.  A spill was reported to NYSDEC as summarized in Section 3.4 

of this report.  Groundwater analytical results for SVOCs are presented in Table 7.   

Metals 

Four metals and three dissolved metals were detected at concentrations that exceeded the Class 

GA standards in one or more of the groundwater samples analyzed, including iron (max. 13,300 

µg/L total and 8,260 µg/L dissolved), lead (max. 46.30 µg/L total), manganese (max. 1,960 µg/L 

total and 1,610 µg/L dissolved), and sodium (max. 146,000 µg/L total and 175,000 µg/L 

dissolved).  Variable concentrations of up to 17 metals were detected in all groundwater samples.  

Groundwater analytical results for metals are presented in Table 8.   

PCBs and Pesticides 

PCBs and pesticides were not detected above laboratory reporting limits in the groundwater 

samples. Groundwater analytical results for PCBs and pesticides are presented in Table 9. 

 Soil Vapor and Ambient Air Quality Sampling Results 4.4

Eleven soil vapor samples and one ambient air quality sample were collected and analyzed for 

VOCs.  The results of the soil vapor and ambient air quality samples were compared to the New 

York State Department of Health (NYSDOH) Air Guideline Values (AGVs). NYSDOH has 

established AGVs for indoor air to provide the basis for mitigation or monitoring of the VOC 

compounds methylene chloride, PCE and TCE.  Methylene chloride was not detected in any of 

the soil vapor samples, but was detected at a trace concentration below the AGV in the ambient 

air sample (AA-1-20170522). PCE was detected in four of the soil vapor samples (SV-1-

20170524, SV-2-2017524, SV-3-20170522, and SV-5-20170524) and in the ambient air sample 

(AA-1-20170522).  The detection of PCE in sample SV-3-20170522 (430 µg/m
3
) was above the 

AGV of 30 µg/m
3
, and the concentration in the ambient air quality sample (AA-1-20170522) was 

14 µg/m
3
. TCE was not detected in any of the soil vapor samples, but was in the ambient air 

sample at a concentration below the AGV.  

The CVOC compounds 1,1,1-trichloroethane, 1,1-dichloroethene, chloroform, and carbon 

tetrachloride were detected at variable concentrations in one or more of the soil vapor samples.  

Acetone was also detected in eight of the soil vapor samples and in the ambient air sample. 

One or more of the compounds benzene, ethyl benzene, xylenes, and toluene (known collectively 

as BTEX) were detected at variable concentrations in all of the soil vapor samples and in the 

ambient air quality sample. Soil vapor analytical results for VOCs are presented in Table 10. 
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5.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

AKRF conducted a Subsurface (Phase II) Investigation of the property located at 12-02 38
th
 Avenue (also 

identified as Tax Block 472, Lot 646) in the Long Island City neighborhood of Queens, New York (the 

Site). The approximately 70,200-square-foot (SF) Site comprised three one-story buildings and two 

partially covered parking lots. The Site was occupied by commercial and industrial businesses including: 

a pipe fitting shop, two leased commercial parking lots, Amadeus Marble and Granite Manufacturing, a 

carpentry shop, and Nutropia (commercial kitchen). A storage space and vacant shop (former metal 

works) were also located on the Site.  The scope of work included the advancement of 24 soil borings 

with the collection and laboratory analysis of 30 soil samples; the collection of 2 sediment samples from 

an on-site stormwater trench system; the installation of 10 temporary wells with the collection and 

laboratory analysis of 10 groundwater samples; and the installation of 11 temporary soil vapor points with 

the collection of 11 soil vapor samples and one ambient air quality sample. 

This report describes the methods and results of the investigation. The following conclusions and 

recommendations are based upon the findings described above, but are subject to the Limitations and Soil 

Disposal Issues described in Sections 6.0 and 7.0, respectively.  

Conclusions 

 Historic fill material (sand, silt, gravel, concrete, brick, plastic, and/or glass) was observed from 

sidewalk grade to between approximately 8.5 and 10 feet below sidewalk grade. Historical fill 

material observed between 5 and 10 feet below sidewalk grade also contained variable quantities of 

coal ash. Historic fill was underlain by brown sand or silty-sand, and gravel.   

 Evidence of petroleum contamination (e.g. odors, staining and elevated PID readings) was observed 

in one soil boring, SB/MW/SV-5. Laboratory results (VOCs and SVOCs) for soil and groundwater 

samples collected from this location indicated the presence of petroleum; as a result, a petroleum spill 

was reported to the NYSDEC Spill Hotline.  The spill was assigned NYSDEC Spill. No.1702829.  

 The VOCs 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene, benzene, acetone, ethyl benzene,            

n-propylbenzene, total xylenes, and toluene were detected in exceedance of their respective USCOs in 

six of the soil samples analyzed [SB-4(8-9)-20170522, SB-5(11-12)-20170523, SB-11(7-8)-

20170522, SB-12(8-9)-20170523, SB-22(8-9)-20170609, and SB-23(9-10)-20170609].  

 The PAHs acenaphthene, anthracene, benzo(a)anthracene, benzo(a)pyrene, benzo(b)fluoranthene, 

benzo(k)fluoranthene, chrysene, dibenzo(a,h)anthracene, fluorene, indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene, 

naphthalene, phenanthrene, and pyrene were detected at concentrations above the USCOs in one or 

more of soil samples: SB-2(0.5-1)-20170524, SB-3(1-2)-20170522, SB-3(8-9)-20170522, SB-4(8-9)-

20170522, SB-5(11-12)-20170523, SB-6(8-9)-20170523,  SB-9(8-9)-20170522, SB-11(7-8)-

20170522, SB-12(8-9)-20170523, SB-16(8-9)20170523, SB-18(8-9)-20170609, SB-21(8-9)-

20170609, SB-22(8-9)-20170609, and SB-23(9-10)-20170609.  PAHs are commonly associated with 

historic fill and petroleum contamination. The detections are likely attributable to the fill material 

(except in SB/MW/SV-5 where a petroleum spill was identified), which commonly contain elevated 

concentrations of SVOCs, particularly PAHs.  

 The metals arsenic, barium, cadmium, copper, lead, mercury, nickel, selenium, and zinc were 

detected above USCOs in one or more of 22 of the soil samples collected across the Site. Generally, 

the detections are likely attributable to historic fill. Three detections of lead in samples SB-2 (0.5-1)-

20170524, SB-4 (4-5)-20170522, and SB-14(7-8)-20170523 were at concentrations potentially 

indicative of hazardous materials.  
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 PCBs and pesticides were not detected above laboratory reporting limits in the soil or groundwater 

samples. 

 The VOCs acetone and total xylenes were detected above the USCOs in one or both of the sediment 

samples. Trace concentrations (below USCOs and CSCOs) of eight SVOCs were detected in one or 

both of the sediment samples. The metals chromium, copper, nickel, and zinc were detected above the 

USCOs in one or both of the sediment samples. The detections of VOCs and SVOCs are likely 

related to the industrial operations at the Site.  

 The VOCs 1,1,1-trichloroethane, 1,1-dichloroethene, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene, 

benzene, carbon tetrachloride, chloroform, cis-1,2-dichloroethylene, p- & m-xylenes, o-xylenes, 

toluene, and TCE  were detected at concentrations that exceeded the NYSDEC Class GA Ambient 

Standards in one or more of the groundwater samples analyzed.  The detections of 1,1,1-

trichloroethane, 1,1-dichlorothane, chloroform, and/or carbon tetrachloride in samples MW-3-

20170522, MW-18-20170609, and MW-21-20170609 are potentially related to on-site operations at 

the Amadeus Marble and Granite Manufacturing facility (located in the central portion of the Site).  

The concentrations of BTEX compounds in MW-5-20170523 are indicative of a petroleum spill at 

this location. 

 Eight SVOCs (1,1-biphenyl, benzo(a)anthracene, benzo(a)pyrene, benzo(b)fluoranthene, 

benzo(k)fluoranthene, chrysene, indeno(1,2,3-cd)pyrene, and naphthalene) were detected in 

groundwater samples above their respective NYSDEC Class GA Ambient Standard. Additional 

SVOCs were detected at trace concentrations below their respective Class GA standards. With the 

exception of samples collected from monitoring wells MW-4 and MW-5, these findings are likely 

attributable to entrained sediment from the fill materials and not necessarily indicative of an on-site 

release.   

 Four metals (iron, lead, manganese, and sodium) had detections in groundwater samples above their 

respective NYSDEC Class GA Ambient Standard. Additional metals were detected at trace 

concentrations below their respective Class GA Ambient Standards. These findings are likely 

attributable to the fill materials and are not indicative of an on-site release. 

 PCE was detected in one soil vapor sample, SV-3-20170523 at a concentration of 430 µg/m
3
, which 

exceeded the NYSDOH AGV. Other CVOC detections included 1,1,-dichloroethene, 1,1,1-

trichloroethane, chloroform, and carbon tetrachloride. In addition, acetone was detected in soil vapor 

in the central portion of the Site.  The detected CVOCs,  acetone, and other VOCs, may be 

attributable to on-site operations at the Amadeus Marble and Granite Manufacturing facility, as well 

as other historic on-site and/or off-site sources.  

Recommendations 

 The investigation identified subsurface contamination that warrants remediation for the following 

areas of concern at the Site: 

o VOCs, SVOCs, and metals contaminated soil, and to a lesser extent groundwater, in the 

northwest portion of the Site; 

o Chlorinated and non-chlorinated VOCs primarily in groundwater and soil vapor in the central 

portion of the Site; and 

o Petroleum-related VOCs and SVOCs in soil, and to a lesser extent groundwater, in the 

southeastern portion of the Site (for the reported spill). 
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A remedial plan should be developed for the above areas of concern in accordance with NYSDEC 

and/or New York City Office of Environmental Remediation (NYCOER) requirements to address 

affected soil, groundwater, and soil vapor. The remedial plan should incorporate soil and water 

management, health and safety, and community air monitoring requirements during site-wide 

remedial activities as well as any future development activities.  In addition, the plan should 

incorporate appropriate institutional and engineering controls to protect future occupants and the 

surrounding public following the remedial and development activities. 

 If soil is encountered during any redevelopment activities, it will include fill material containing 

VOCs, SVOCs, and/or metals. Lead detections in samples SB-2 (0.5-1)-20170524, SB-4 (4-5)-

20170522, and SB-14 (7-8)-20170523 are potentially indicative of hazardous material at these boring 

locations and could be found elsewhere at the Site. Any soil or fill excavated as part of future Site 

development activities should be managed in accordance with applicable regulations. All material 

intended for off-site disposal should be tested in accordance with the requirements of the intended 

receiving facility.   Transportation of all soil leaving for off-site disposal should be in accordance with 

requirements covering licensing of haulers and trucks, placarding, truck routes, manifesting, etc. 

Excavation may reveal different or more significant soil contamination in areas not tested as part of 

this investigation. If discovered, such contamination could require further investigation and/or 

remediation in accordance with applicable regulations.  
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6.0 LIMITATIONS 

The findings set forth in this report are strictly limited in scope and time to the date of the evaluation 

described herein. The conclusions and recommendations presented in the report are based solely on the 

services and any limitations described in this report. 

This report may contain conclusions that are based on the analysis of data collected at the time and 

locations noted in the report through intrusive or non-intrusive sampling. However, further investigation 

might reveal additional data or variations of the current data, which may differ from our understanding of 

the conditions as presented in this report, and may require the enclosed recommendations to be 

reevaluated or modified. 

Chemical analyses may have been performed for specific parameters during the course of this 

investigation, as summarized in the text and tables. It should be noted that additional chemical 

constituents, not searched for during this investigation, may be present at the Site. Due to the nature of the 

investigation and the limited data available, no warranty, expressed or implied, shall be construed with 

respect to undiscovered liabilities. The presence of biological hazards, radioactive materials, lead-based 

paint and asbestos-containing materials was not investigated, unless specified in the report. 

Interpretations of the data, including comparison to regulatory standards, guidelines or background 

values, are not opinions that these comparisons are legally applicable. Furthermore, any conclusions or 

recommendations should not be construed as legal advice. For such advice, the client is recommended to 

seek appropriate legal counsel. Disturbance, handling, transportation, storage and disposal of known or 

potentially contaminated materials is subject to all applicable laws, which may or may not be fully 

described as part of this report. 

The analytical data, conclusions, and/or recommendations provided in this report should not be construed 

in any way as a comprehensive classification of waste that may be generated during future disturbance of 

the project Site. Waste(s) generated at the Site including excess fill may be considered regulated solid 

waste and potentially hazardous waste. Requirements for intended disposal facilities should be 

determined beforehand as the data provided in this report may be insufficient and could vary following 

additional sampling.

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7.0 SOIL DISPOSAL ISSUES 

In addition to the discussions in the Conclusions, Recommendations, and Limitations Sections (Sections 

5.0 and 6.0), the issue of appropriate management of off-site disposal of soil warrants careful 

consideration. Any material being disposed of off-site is a regulated waste, and disposal must be in 

accordance with:  

 Requirements of the specific receiving facility;  

 Requirements of any agencies overseeing the cleanup/excavation; and  

 Federal, state and/or city requirements (sometimes in both the state where the soil is generated and 

where disposal will occur).  

For hazardous wastes and petroleum-contaminated soil (and other ‘clearly contaminated’ materials), the 

requirements are usually fairly well defined. It is in the situation where contamination is not readily 

apparent (e.g., so called “historic or urban fill” or “construction and demolition debris” or material that 

may have been formerly identified as “clean fill”) that present the greatest potential for problems and cost 

overruns. Even on sites where no contamination requiring remediation is identified, it is common that 

most of the excavated material is considered “contaminated” for purposes of waste disposal. 

Concentrations of the various contaminants in historic fill can be highly variable, and upon further testing, 

the material could contain higher contaminant concentrations than outlined in this investigation. Portions 

of this material could be classified as hazardous waste. 

It is important that the intended disposal facility (or facilities) be identified in advance of off-site disposal. 

Agency approval is sometimes required for disposal, and the facility will frequently require additional 

testing prior to (and sometimes at the time of) accepting material. Material must conform to a lengthy list 

of requirements based on both chemical composition and sometimes numerous other parameters (related 

to size, percentage of liquids, presence of odors, etc.) for acceptance at the facility. Assuming (or 

allowing a contractor to assume) that all, or even most, of the soil from a Site can be disposed of at 

minimal cost may result in unanticipated and expensive change orders.  

For these reasons, we recommend that professional advice be sought prior to preparing bid documents and 

contracts incorporating soil disposal.
