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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in
general accordance with the scope of work and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13, the
Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) (40 CFR Part
312) and as set forth by Pine River Capital Management L.P. for the property located at 28-90 Review
Avenue in the City of Long Island City, Queens County, New York (the “subject property”). The Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment is designed to provide Pine River Capital Management L.P. with an
assessment concerning environmental conditions (limited to those issues identified in the report) as they
exist at the subject property.

Property Description
The subject property is located on the west side of Review Avenue and to the south of Borden Avenue

within an industrial area of Queens County. Please refer to the table below for further description of the
subject property:

The subject property is currently developed with seven buildings consisting of the following: a vacant two-
story structure (Building A); a second vacant two-story structure (Building B); a single-story warehouse
structure with double-height ceilings for woodworking (Building C); a single-story warehouse structure for
automotive repair (Building D); a vacant single-story office building (Building E); a former fueling station
canopy (Building F); a single-story warehouse structure for automotive repair (Building G); and several
office trailers. The remainder of the subject property is comprised of asphalt-paved parking areas utilized
by month-to-month tenants for vehicle storage. Vehicles range from passenger cars to tractor trailers.
Onsite operations consist of vehicle storage, parking, repair and refueling activities.
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According to available historical sources, the subject property was formerly occupied by two vacant sheds
as early as 1898, was developed with “The Texas Company” (Texaco) oil terminal from at least 1917 to
1970, and was redeveloped with the current configuration for vehicle storage, repair and refueling by
1971. Tenants on the subject property include AA Trucking Renting Corp. (1976-2013); Joseph Eletto
Transfer Inc. (2005-2013); Review Maintenance Corp. (2008); and Metro Express Services Inc. (2013).

The immediately surrounding properties consist of a parking lot to the north along Borden Avenue and
Review Avenue; Long Island Rail Road tracks and Access Self Storage to the south along Review Avenue;
an industrial building and a construction site for future commercial use to the east across Review Avenue;
and Dutch Kills Creek to the west.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the subject property (2010), the depth and
direction of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be approximately 5 to 10 feet
below ground surface (bgs) and to flow toward the northwest.

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls.

e Partner did not identify any CRECs during the course of this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e The subject property was formerly utilized as a bulk petroleum storage facility occupied by The
Texas Company from 1917 to 1971 and was equipped with multiple bulk storage tanks. The
subject property was reportedly vacant and out-of-use from 1961 until 1971 when it was
redeveloped into the current configuration. Since 1971, the subject property has operated as a
truck and vehicle storage facility, with auto repair and refueling activities. Six spill cases were
reported to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) in
association with the subject property between 1990 and 2008 (further discussed in Section 4.2.2),
all of which have been closed by the NYSDEC. According to prior Phase I Environmental Site
Assessments (ESAs) prepared by Partner in September 2015 and Impact Environmental Closures,
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Inc. (IEC) in April 2014 (further discussed in Section 5.2.6), the most recent spill case dated 2008,
was addressed via a Monitored Natural Attenuation Plan, for which case closure was issued in
2010. Based on the regulatory closure of the former releases obtained from the NYSDEC, the
historical operations and bulk storage of petroleum onsite are considered an HREC for which no
additional investigation appears to be warranted at this time.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following were identified during the course of this
assessment:

e Partner observed six aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) for the storage of diesel, heating oil,
motor oil and used oil on the subject property. Partner notes that our onsite observations of
these ASTs do not directly correlate with the tank records on file with the NYSDEC. However,
based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the absence of observed spills, leaks or
releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs is not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern at this time.

e Partner observed localized areas of staining throughout the subject property. Specifically, Partner
noted staining in the repair garage identified as Building D and on the exterior asphalt-paved
parking areas. Based on the surficial nature of the staining, with no conduits (i.e. cracks, drains,
etc.) to the subsurface identified in the vicinity of the staining, the staining is not expected to
represent a significant environmental concern at this time.

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, there is a potential that asbestos-containing
materials (ACMs) are present on site. Overall, suspect ACMs were observed to be in good
condition and do not pose a health and safety concern to the occupants of the subject property
at this time. The overall interior condition of the subject was observed to be in fair to good
condition, with the exception of widespread damage to the drywall systems in Buildings A, B and
E.

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue in Long Island City, Queens County, New
York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section
1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed evidence of an HREC and environmental issues in connection with the
subject property. Based on the conclusions of this assessment, Partner recommends the following:

e Should future redevelopment require the excavation of soils, additional subsurface investigation,
including a ground-penetrating radar (GPR) survey, may be warranted to address former onsite
operations and the possible presence of closed-in place USTs and monitoring wells.

e According to Mr. Aaron Milazzo of Pine River Capital Management L.P., future plans for the
subject property will include the complete demolition of Buildings A, B, C, E and F. Only Buildings
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D and G will remain onsite for automobile repair use. After demolition is complete, an open-
walled steel canopy will be constructed over the northern section of the lot for vehicle storage
and parking. All ASTs located in buildings that are slated for demolition should be properly
decommissioned and removed in accordance with applicable State regulations.

Best management practices, including improved housekeeping and secondary containment for
tanks, drums and/or containers of hazardous substances, should be considered in order to
mitigate potential future subsurface impacts.

Continue to follow the existing Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program in order to safely
manage the suspect ACMs located at the subject property. A comprehensive survey for ACMs
should be conducted prior to any planned renovation or demolition activities. A licensed
asbestos abatement contractor and/or a Certified Asbestos Consultant should perform removal of
identified ACMs in accordance with applicable regulations, including the preparation of
specifications.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in
general conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13 and the
Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) (40 CFR Part
312) for the property located at 28-90 Review Avenue in the City of Long Island City, Queens County, New
York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this scope of work are described in
the report.

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this ESA is to identify existing or potential Recognized Environmental Conditions (as
defined by ASTM Standard E1527-13) affecting the subject property that: 1) constitute or result in a
material violation or a potential material violation of any applicable environmental law; 2) impose any
material constraints on the operation of the subject property or require a material change in the use
thereof; 3) require clean-up, remedial action or other response with respect to Hazardous Substances or
Petroleum Products on or affecting the subject property under any applicable environmental law; 4) may
affect the value of the subject property; and 5) may require specific actions to be performed with regard
to such conditions and circumstances. The information contained in the ESA Report will be used by Client
to: 1) evaluate its legal and financial liabilities for transactions related to foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan
origination, loan workout or seller financing; 2) evaluate the subject property’s overall development
potential, the associated market value and the impact of applicable laws that restrict financial and other
types of assistance for the future development of the subject property; and/or 3) determine whether
specific actions are required to be performed prior to the foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan origination,
loan workout or seller financing of the subject property.

This ESA was performed to permit the User to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the innocent
landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitations on scope of
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) (42 U.S.C. §9601)
liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or “LLPs"). ASTM Standard E1527-13 constitutes
“all appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with good
commercial or customary practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B).

1.2 Scope of Work

The scope of work for this ESA is in general accordance with the requirements of ASTM Standard E1527-
13. This assessment included: 1) a property and adjacent site reconnaissance; 2) interviews with key
personnel; 3) a review of historical sources; 4) a review of regulatory agency records; and 5) a review of a
regulatory database report provided by a third-party vendor. Partner contacted local agencies, such as
environmental health departments, fire departments and building departments in order to determine any
current and/or former hazardous substances usage, storage and/or releases of hazardous substances on
the subject property. Additionally, Partner researched information on the presence of activity and use
limitations (AULs) at these agencies. As defined by ASTM E1527-13, AULs are the legal or physical
restrictions or limitations on the use of, or access to, a site or facility: 1) to reduce or eliminate potential
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exposure to hazardous substances or petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the subject
property; or 2) to prevent activities that could interfere with the effectiveness of a response action, in
order to ensure maintenance of a condition of no significant risk to public health or the environment.
These legal or physical restrictions, which may include institutional and/or engineering controls (IC/ECs),
are intended to prevent adverse impacts to individuals or populations that may be exposed to hazardous
substances and petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the property.

If requested by Client, this report may also include the identification, discussion of, and/or limited
sampling of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs), lead-based paint (LBP), mold, and/or radon.

1.3 Limitations

Partner warrants that the findings and conclusions contained herein were accomplished in accordance
with the methodologies set forth in the Scope of Work. These methodologies are described as
representing good commercial and customary practice for conducting an ESA of a property for the
purpose of identifying recognized environmental conditions. There is a possibility that even with the
proper application of these methodologies there may exist on the subject property conditions that could
not be identified within the scope of the assessment or which were not reasonably identifiable from the
available information. Partner believes that the information obtained from the record review and the
interviews concerning the subject property is reliable. However, Partner cannot and does not warrant or
guarantee that the information provided by these other sources is accurate or complete. The conclusions
and findings set forth in this report are strictly limited in time and scope to the date of the evaluations.
The conclusions presented in the report are based solely on the services described therein, and not on
scientific tasks or procedures beyond the scope of agreed-upon services or the time and budgeting
restraints imposed by the Client. No other warranties are implied or expressed.

Some of the information provided in this report is based upon personal interviews, and research of
available documents, records, and maps held by the appropriate government and private agencies. This
report is subject to the limitations of historical documentation, availability, and accuracy of pertinent
records, and the personal recollections of those persons contacted.

This practice does not address requirements of any state or local laws or of any federal laws other than
the all appropriate inquiry provisions of the LLPs. Further, this report does not intend to address all of the
safety concerns, if any, associated with the subject property.

Environmental concerns, which are beyond the scope of a Phase I ESA as defined by ASTM include the
following: ACMs, LBP, radon, and lead in drinking water. These issues may affect environmental risk at the
subject property and may warrant discussion and/or assessment; however, are considered non-scope
issues. If specifically requested by the Client, these non-scope issues are discussed in Section 6.3.

1.4 User Reliance

15 Limiting Conditions

The findings and conclusions contain all of the limitations inherent in these methodologies that are
referred to in ASTM E1527-13.

Specific limitations and exceptions to this ESA are more specifically set forth below:

e Interviews with past owners, operators and occupants were not reasonably ascertainable and thus
constitute a data gap. Based on information obtained from other historical sources (as discussed
in Section 3.0), this data gap is not expected to alter the findings of this assessment.

e Partner requested information relative to deed restrictions and environmental liens, a title search,
and completion of a pre-survey questionnaire from the Report User. This information was not
provided at the time of the assessment. Based on information obtained from other historical
sources (as discussed in Section 3.0), this data gap is not expected to alter the findings of this
assessment.

e Partner was not able to document the historical use of the subject property prior to 1898. The
following sources were reviewed during the course of this assessment and were found to be
limited: aerial photographs were not available prior to 1954; city directories were not available
prior to 1976; topographic maps prior to 1947 were not reasonably ascertainable from local
agencies; and fire insurance maps were not available prior to 1898. This data failure is not
considered critical and does not change the conclusions of this report, as the 1898 fire insurance
map revealed the subject property to be mostly undeveloped and with a vacant shed onsite. In
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addition, the adjacent and surrounding areas are also shown mostly as undeveloped, with an iron
works facility to the north and a dwelling to the east.

Partner was unable to determine the property use at five-year intervals, which constitutes a data
gap. Except for property tax files and recorded land title records, which were not considered to be
sufficiently useful, Partner reviewed all standard historical sources and conducted appropriate
interviews.

Partner submitted Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests to the New York State Department
of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC), New York City Fire Department (FDNY) and New York
City Department of Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) for information pertaining to hazardous
substances, underground storage tanks, releases, inspection records, etc. for the subject property
and/or adjacent properties. As of this writing, these agencies have not responded to Partner’s
requests. Based on information obtained from other historical sources, this limitation is not
expected to alter the overall findings of this assessment.

Partner’s view of the ground during the site assessment was obstructed due to parked cars. Based
on information obtained from other historical sources, this limitation is not expected to alter the
overall findings of this assessment.

Due to time constraints associated with this report, the Client has requested the report despite the above-

listed limitations.
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2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

2.1 Site Location and Legal Description

The subject property at 28-90 Review Avenue in Long Island City, New York is located on the west side of
Review Avenue and to the south of Borden Avenue. According to the New York City Department of
Finance (NYCDOF), the subject property is identified as Block 294, Lot 106, and ownership has been vested
in 28-90 Review Avenue Associates, L.L.C. since 2007.

2.2 Current Property Use

The subject property is currently developed with seven buildings consisting of the following: a vacant two-
story structure (Building A); a second vacant two-story structure (Building B); a single-story warehouse
structure with double-height ceilings for woodworking (Building C); a single-story warehouse structure for
automotive repair (Building D); a vacant single-story office building (Building E); a former fueling station
canopy (Building F); a single-story warehouse structure for automotive repair (Building G); and several
office trailers. The remainder of the subject property is comprised of asphalt-paved parking areas utilized
by month-to-month tenants for vehicle storage. Vehicles range from passenger cars to tractor trailers.
Onsite operations consist of vehicle storage, parking, repair and refueling activities.

The subject property is designated for industrial development by the City of New York.

The subject property is identified as a New York Underground Storage Tank (NY UST), NY Aboveground
Storage Tank (AST), NY Leaking Storage Tank (LTANKS), NY Spills, Resource Conservation and Recovery
Act Small Quantity Generator (RCRA-SQG), NY Manifest, New Jersey (NJ) Manifest, Facility Index System
(FINDS) and Enforcement Compliance History Online (ECHO) site in the regulatory database report, as
further discussed in Section 4.2.

2.3 Current Use of Adjacent Properties

The subject property is located within an industrial area of Queens County. During the vicinity
reconnaissance, Partner observed the following land use on properties in the immediate vicinity of the
subject property:

Immediately Surrounding Properties

North: Parking lot (28-20 — 28-26 Borden Avenue)

South: Long Island Rail Road tracks (30-29 Greenpoint Avenue) and Access Self Storage (29-00 — 29-
08 Review Avenue)

East: Review Avenue beyond which is an industrial building (28-44 — 28-50 Borden Avenue, 28-39 —
28-45 Review Avenue) and a construction site for future commercial use (29-01 - 29-05
Review Avenue, 52-09 — 52-19 29t Street)

West: Dutch Kills Creek

The adjacent property to the north was identified as a NY Spillss, RCRA Non Generator/No Longer
Regulated (NonGen/NLR), NY Manifest, FINDS and ECHO site; the adjacent property to the south was
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identified as a NY UST, NY AST, NY Historical UST, NY Historical AST, RCRA NonGen/NLR, NY Manifest,
FINDS and ECHO site; the adjacent properties to the east were identified as NY Spills, EDR US Historical
Auto Station, NY AST and NY Historical AST sites in the regulatory database report of Section 4.2.

24 Physical Setting Sources
2.4.1 Topography

The United States Geological Survey (USGS) Brooklyn, New York Quadrangle 7.5-minute series
topographic map was reviewed for this ESA. According to the contour lines on the topographic map, the
subject property is located at approximately 4 feet above mean sea level (MSL). The contour lines in the
area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping gently toward the northwest. The subject property
is depicted on the 1995 map as developed with seven structures similar to the present industrial use
structures.

A copy of the most recent topographic map is included as Figure 3 of this report.
2.4.2 Hydrology

According to topographic map interpretation, the direction of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property is inferred to flow toward the northwest. The nearest surface water in the vicinity of the subject
property is the Dutch Kills located immediately adjacent to the west of the subject property. No settling
ponds, lagoons, surface impoundments, wetlands or natural catch basins were observed at the subject
property during this assessment.

According to available information, a public water system operated by the New York City Department of
Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) serves the subject property vicinity. According to a representative of
the NYCDEP, shallow groundwater beneath the subject property is not utilized for domestic purposes.
The sources of public water for the City of New York are surface water from a network of 19 reservoirs and
three controlled lakes in a nearly 2,000-square-mile watershed that extends 125 miles north and west of
New York City. Sources include: the Catskill/Delaware supply located in Delaware, Greene, Schoharie,
Sullivan and Ulster counties; the Croton supply which is composed of 12 reservoir basins in Putnam,
Westchester and Dutchess counties, and a groundwater supply in southeastern Queens.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the subject property (2010), the depth of
groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be approximately 5 to 10 feet below
ground surface (bgs).

2.4.3 Geology/Soils

The subject property is situated within the Atlantic Coastal Plains physiographic province of the State of
New York. The uppermost geologic formation underlying the soils at the subject property is the Late
Pleistocene Age Wisconsin glacial deposits. The area consists of moraine deposits, glacial drift and
outwash materials. The topography slopes southward and is characterized by large glacial erratic and
scattered deposits of glacial till, consisting of a mix of silt, sand, gravel, and large boulders.
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Based on information obtained from the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural
Resources Conservation Service Web Soil Survey online database, the subject property is mapped as
Urban land, tidal marsh substratum. Urban Land complex are those soils in which the soil's original
structure and content have been so altered by human activities it has lost its original characteristics and is
thus unidentifiable. Urban soils consist of nearly level to moderately steep areas where the soils have been
altered or obscured by urban works and structures. Included in this unit in mapping are many small areas
where the original soil material has been disturbed by construction and areas where fill has been added.
Also included are small areas of undisturbed soils. The soil properties and characteristics of this unit vary.
Slopes range from 0 to 3 percent.

2.4.4 Flood Zone Information

Partner performed a review of the Flood Insurance Rate Map, published by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency. According to Community Panel Number 3604970202F, dated September 5, 2007,
the subject property appears to be located in Zone AE, areas subject to inundation by the 1% annual
chance flood event determined by detailed methods.

A copy of the reviewed flood map is included in Appendix B of this report.
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3.0 HISTORICAL INFORMATION

Partner obtained historical use information about the subject property from a variety of sources. A
chronological listing of the historical data found is summarized in the table below:

Partner reviewed available aerial photographs of the subject property and surrounding area from NETR
Online on June 3, 2016. The following observations were noted to be visible on the subject property and
adjacent properties during the aerial photograph review:

o Tank 006: A 500-gallon waste oil AST, with no soil contact, installed in 1971 and listed as
currently “In Service.”
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o Tank 007: A 275-gallon lube oil AST, with no soil contact, installed in 1971 and listed as
currently “In Service.”

o Tank 008: A 275-gallon AST with the contents listed as “Other” and with no soil contact,
installed in 1971 and removed on April 28, 1999.

o Tank 009: A 4,000-gallon diesel AST installed on May 17, 1999 and listed as currently “In
Service."

o Spill Number 9010146: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on December 18, 1990.
According to the regulatory database report, 40 gallons of #2 fuel oil was released onto the

Tyree Bros were notified to perform
clean up. The spill obtained regulatory closure on November 11, 1991.

o Spill Number 9311731: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on January 3, 1994.
According to the regulatory database report, less than one gallon of #2 fuel oil was released

and contained on pavement. The NYSDEC response took corrective action and sorbent was
applied to pick up the spilled contaminants. The spill obtained regulatory closure on January
3,1994.

o Spill Number 9313946: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on February 26, 1994.
According to the regulatory database report, less than one pound of diesel fuel was released
due to "tank test failure.” The tank test was deemed “inconclusive” and was retested the same
day and was found to be tight. No repairs were made and no excavations were performed.
The spill obtained regulatory closure on September 9, 2006.

o Spill Number 9600032: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on April 1, 1996. According
to the regulatory database report, the spill was called in as a result of human error, “the driver

was told to fill the wrong tank.” The spill was classified as a known release with minimal
potential for fire hazard. Reportedly, the spill impacted the sewer system, which discharged
off-site. Cleanup was reportedly performed by “RP.” The spill obtained regulatory closure on
May 8, 1996.

o Spill Number 0803348: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on June 6, 2008. According
to the regulatory database report, four gallons of diesel/waste oil/motor oil was released due

to poor housekeeping, which was discovered during an inspection. The spill obtained
regulatory closure on July 28, 2008.

o Spill Number 0807459: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on October 2, 2008.
According to the regulatory database report, there was a concern of contaminated soil. The

spiller also reported that floating product was observed on onsite groundwater. Initial soil
borings found volatile organic compound (VOC) hits and semivolatile organic compound
(SVOC) hits that were well below or slightly above the Technical Administrative Guidance
Memorandum (TAGM). Six oil recovery wells were installed on the property. The spill obtained
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regulatory closure on September 27, 2010. (Refer to Section 6.1.5 for additional well
information.)

Based on the regulatory oversight and closed regulatory status of documented releases, reported
clean ups related to the releases and identification of willing responsible parties, these listings are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

Additionally, the subject property is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under EPA ID
NYD012473583. AA Truck Renting Corp. has operated as a RCRA-SQG since 1986. Historical
hazardous waste generated at the subject property was identified as EPA Waste Codes: D000
(undefined waste) and D001 (ignitable waste). No violations were reported for the facility.
Additionally, this site was identified on the NY and NJ Manifest databases for the removal of
hazardous materials from 2007 to 2015. AA Truck Renting Corp. is also listed in the FINDS (Registry
ID 110007999764) and ECHO (ENV ID 1016248122) databases due to the facility's RCRA listings. Based
on the current regulatory status and lack of open releases or violations, these listings are not expected
to represent a significant environmental concern.

4.2.3 Adjacent Property Listings

The adjacent property to the north is identified as a NY Spills, RCRA NonGen/NLR, NY Manifest, FINDS
and ECHO site in the regulatory database report, as discussed below:

28-20 Borden Avenue is located adjacent to the north and cross- to down-gradient of the subject
property. This site reported three releases, as discussed below:

o Spill Number 9702480: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on May 23, 1997. According to
the regulatory database report, 3,000 sqaure feet of asbestos-containing material contaminated

soils during a roof removal. The site was cleaned up, impacted soils were removed, and the spill
was granted regulatory closure on May 28, 1997.

o Spill Number 1009365: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on November 30, 2010.
According to the regulatory database report, the source of the release was a 2,000-gallon UST

inside a building. Approximately 2,000 cubic yards of soil were impacted; however, groundwater
was not significantly impacted. Reportedly, approximately 213 tons of soils were removed from
the property and end point samples indicated that the impacted soils were removed. The spill was
granted regulatory closure on September 18, 2012.

o Spill Number 1204192: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on July 27, 2012. According to
the regulatory database report, this listing is reported for a second tank associated with spill
1009365. The spill obtained regulatory closure on September 18, 2012.

Based on the closed regulatory status, removal of impacted soils and cross-gradient location, these
spill listings are not expected to represent a significant environmental concern for the subject

property.
Additionally, this site is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under EPA ID NY0000100735.
This site was identified as a verified non-generator in 1999, 2004 and 2007. The facility's historical
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hazardous waste listings included a conditionally exempt small quantity generator (CESQG) listing in
2006, a SQG listing in 1994, and large quantity generator (LQG) listings in 2003 and 2012 for ignitable
waste, spent non-halogenated solvents, lead, and corrosive waste. This site received a notice of
violation in May 2004, for which compliance was achieved in June 2004. Additionally, this site was
identified on the NY Manifest database for the removal of hazardous materials from 1994 to 2003.
The facility is also listed in the FINDS (Registry ID 110001616635) and ECHO (ENV ID 1007111851)
databases related to its RCRA listings. Based on the current non generator status and lack of open
releases or violations, these listings are not expected to represent a significant environmental concern
for the subject property.

The adjacent property to the south is identified as a NY UST, NY AST, NY Historical UST, NY Historical AST,
RCRA NonGen/NLR, NY Manifest, FINDS and ECHO site in the regulatory database report, as discussed
below:

Access Self Storage at 29-00 Review Avenue is located adjacent to the south and cross-gradient of the
subject property. This site holds records for four current and former PBS tanks under NYSDEC Facility
ID 2-083887:

o Tank 001: One 10,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST installed in 1946 and listed as currently active.

o Tank 1: One 10,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST installed at an unreported date and removed on
November 1, 1993.

o Tank 2 & Tank 3: Two 550-gallon gasoline USTs installed at an unreported date and removed on
November 1, 1993.

Based on the removal of the USTs, aboveground nature of the active tanks, and lack of reported
releases or violations, these listings are not expected to represent a significant environmental concern
for the subject property.

Additionally, this site is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under EPA ID NYD056410178.
This site was identified as a verified non generator since 1997, with a historical SQG listing in 1997 for
ignitable waste and benzene. No violations were reported for the facility. This site was identified on
the NY Manifest database for the removal of hazardous materials from 1993 to 2007, and the FINDS
(Registry ID 110004360566) and ECHO (ENV ID 1000872149) databases due to its RCRA listings. Based
on the current non generator status and lack of reported releases or violations, these listings are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern for the subject property.

The adjacent property to the east is identified as a NY Spills site in the regulatory database report, as

discussed below:

A street spill (Spill No. 0504537) was reported at 28901 Review Avenue on July 15, 2005. The release
occurred as a result of a moving vehicle and was reportedly limited to the roadway. According to the
regulatory database report, “Minor spill on asphalt from moving vehicle. No recoverable spill and only
stain present. No soil or groundwater affected. No sewer or drains affected.” Regulatory closure was
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obtained on July 18, 2005. Based on the closed regulatory status and lack of impacted media, this
listing is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern for the subject property.

The adjacent property to the east is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station site in the regulatory
database report, as discussed below:

e 2844 Borden Avenue is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station for the tenants identified as
Anchor Auto Electric Svce Incorporated from 1999 to 2000 and Mondial Automotive Inc. from 2006
and 2008. 2839 Review Avenue is also identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station for the tenants
identified as Gee Dee Genl Auto Repr Company from 1999 to 2008 and King Royal Auto Repair from
2009 and 2012. Although hazardous substances and petroleum products were likely associated with
the former auto repair operations conducted on the adjacent property, no improper storage or
handling of these materials was reported to the local regulatory agencies. The adjacent property is
not listed for any spills or releases in connection with the use or handling of these materials. Based on
the lack of reported releases or hazardous materials listings, this listing is not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern for the subject property.

The adjacent property to the east is identified as a NY AST and NY Historical AST site in the regulatory
database report, as discussed below:

e 29-05 Review Avenue is located adjacent to the east and cross-gradient of the subject property. This
site reportedly operated a 2,500-gallon #2 fuel oil AST, which was installed at an unreported date,
registered with the NYSDEC under Facility ID 2-082627, and removed in 1995. Based on the removal
of the tank and lack of reported releases or violations, this listing is not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern for the subject property.

Based on the findings, vapor migration is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern
at this time.

4.2.4 Sites of Concern Listings

Based on the relative distance, regulatory status, and/or inferred direction of groundwater flow, no sites of
concern are identified in the regulatory database report.

Based on the findings, vapor migration is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern
at this time.

4.2.5 Orphan Listings
No orphan sites of concern are identified in the regulatory database report.

A copy of the regulatory database report is included in Appendix C of this report.

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5.1 Interviews
5.1.1 Interview with Owner

The owner of the subject property since 2007, identified as 28-90 Review Avenue Associates, L.L.C., was
not available to be interviewed at the time of the assessment.

5.1.2 Interview with Report User

Mr. Aaron Milazzo, of Pine River Capital Management L.P., indicated that he had no information
pertaining to any pending, threatened, or past litigation relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum
products in, on, or from the subject property; any pending, threatened, or past administrative proceedings
relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or from the subject property; or any
notices from a governmental entity regarding any possible violation of environmental laws or possible
liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum products.

According to Mr. Milazzo, future plans for the subject property will include the complete demolition of
Buildings A, B, C, E and F. Only Buildings D and G will remain on site for automobile repair use. After
demolition is complete, an open-walled steel canopy of approximately 35,000 square feet in size will be
constructed over the northern section of the lot for vehicle storage and parking. Mr. Milazzo provided a
copy of the subject property’s rent roll, and parcel site plans before and after the proposed demolition.

5.1.3 Interview with Key Site Manager

Mr. James (last name not provided), property manager from 1Stop LIC Property Management, indicated
that he had no information pertaining to any pending, threatened, or past litigation relevant to hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or from the subject property; any pending, threatened, or past
administrative proceedings relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or from the
subject property; or any notices from a governmental entity regarding any possible violation of
environmental laws or possible liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum products.

According to James, the subject property was developed in the 1970s for the current automobile repair
and vehicle storage use. James further stated that no USTs remain on site, and the 5,000-gallon heating
oil AST located in Building C has been out of service since Hurricane Sandy occurred in 2012. According to
James, the 275-gallon heating oil tank in Building C was also not in use at the time of site reconnaissance.

5.1.4 Interviews with Past Owners, Operators and Occupants

Interviews with past owners, operators and occupants were not conducted since information regarding
the potential for contamination at the subject property was obtained from other sources.

5.1.5 Interviews with Others

As the subject property is not an abandoned property as defined in ASTM 1527-13, interviews with others
were not performed.
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5.2 User Provided Information
5.2.1 Title Records, Environmental Liens, and AULsS

Partner was not provided with title records or environmental lien and AUL information for review as part
of this assessment.

5.2.2 Specialized Knowledge

No specialized knowledge of environmental conditions associated with the subject property was provided
by the User at the time of the assessment.

5.2.3 Actual Knowledge of the User

No actual knowledge of any environmental lien or AULs encumbering the subject property or in
connection with the subject property was provided by the User at the time of the assessment.

5.2.4 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

No knowledge of valuation reductions associated with the subject property was provided by the User at
the time of the assessment.

5.25 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information

The User did not provide information that is commonly known or reasonably ascertainable within the local
community about the subject property at the time of the assessment.

5.2.6 Previous Reports and Other Provided Documentation
The following information was provided to Partner for review during the course of this assessment:

Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Report, Partner Assessment Corporation (September 23, 2015)

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) prepared this report on behalf of The Bancorp Bank. The
assessment was performed in general accordance with ASTM Standard E1527-13. The assessment
consisted of a site reconnaissance, interviews with knowledgeable personnel, review of historical
information, a review of federal, state and local regulatory databases and included a limited visual
asbestos and lead paint survey. Pertinent information contained in this report is summarized below:

e At the time of the 2015 assessment, the subject property was occupied by the current tenants for
vehicle parking, storage and repair operations.

e According to the Partner report, the subject property was formerly occupied by a bulk petroleum
storage terminal from at least 1917 to 1971, and was redeveloped with the current configuration by
1971. Reportedly, the subject property was vacant for approximately 10 years prior to purchase of the
property in 1971. Since 1972 the subject property has operated as a storage and repair facility for
large commercial vehicles.

e Partner identified nine current or former tanks under NYSDEC Facility ID 2-238643 and six closed spill

cases (10146, 9311731, 9313946, 9600032, 0803348 and 0807459) associated with the subject
property.
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e Partner reviewed a previous Phase I Environmental Site Assessment report for the subject property
prepared by Impact Environmental Closures, Inc. (IEC) and dated April 22, 2014 and updated June 25,
2014.

e According to the IEC report, the subject property was formerly undeveloped in 1898 and 1915,
and occupied by “The Texas Company” (Texaco) oil terminal from 1936 to 1972, and AA Truck
Renting from 1973 to 2014.

e IEC identified the following ASTs during the site reconnaissance:
o One 275-gallon waste oil AST in the auto repair facility.
o One 150-gallon waste oil AST in the auto repair facility.
o One 500-gallon fuel oil AST in a shed abutting the repair space.

o One (empty) 5,000-gallon fuel oil AST in the vacant building to the southwest of the repair
shop.

o Two 275-gallon motor oil ASTs in the vacant building southwest of the repair shop.

o One 3,000-gallon diesel AST on the eastern side of the subject property with an associated fuel
dispenser.

e No USTs were identified on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

e [EC identified several 55-gallon drums of motor oil, E synthetic CD-50 Lubricants, Transmission
fluid, Hydraulic Oil, antifreeze, and other unidentified automotive fluid.

e IEC identified one part washer in the repair space, which was reportedly serviced by Safety Kleen.
e IEC identified two aboveground hydraulic automotive lifts in the repair space.

e [EC identified six drainage structures of solid construction, which appeared to outfall to the
Newtown Creek District Sewer System.

e IEC identified several monitoring wells located throughout the subject property, which pertained
to subsurface investigations.

e [EC reviewed the following previous reports and correspondence as part of the 2014 Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment:

o Subsurface Investigation by Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. dated May 1990.

o Correspondence between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene Sullivan of
the NYSDEC dated October 17, 1991.

o Correspondence between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene Sullivan of
the NYSDEC dated November 8, 1991.

o Phase I ESA by Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. dated June 15, 1999.
o Tank Affidavit prepared by William Klein, The Franklin Company dated May 11, 1999.
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o A Remote Sensing Survey: GPR Investigation prepared by Impact Environmental dated July
28, 1999.

o Tank Affidavit, prepared by Stuart Levy, Alvin Petroleum Systems, dated August 5, 1999.

o Subsurface Investigation Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact
Environmental dated October 2, 2008.

o Investigation Summary Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact
Environmental dated June 24, 2009.

o Quarterly Monitoring Report (1st Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated
March 12, 2010.

o Quarterly Monitoring Report (2nd Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental,
dated June 11, 2010.

o Quarterly Monitoring Report (3rd Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental,
dated September 9, 2010.

o NYSDEC issued No Further Action correspondence on October 1, 2010.
o Well Decommissioning Report was prepared by Impact Environmental, August 9, 2011.

o A letter prepared by Impact Environmental to AA Truck Renting, dated December 20,
2011 was issued in response to a Notice of Violation received on November 4, 2011 from the
NYSDEC.

e Details pertinent to the previous reports and correspondence are discussed below:

o According to the 1990 Tyree Subsurface investigation, soil samples showed high concentration of
aromatic hydrocarbons. Floating product was also reported in a well created from a soil boring.
Tyree recommended having all USTs and lines tightness tested in order to identify the point of
contamination. On October 17, 1991, Tyree provided Eugene Sullivan of the NYSDEC with a report
outlining the remedial work conducted on site and analytical results showing that an optimal
volume of floating product was recovered and any trace floating product would have minimal or
no environmental impact on the surrounding areas. Subsequently, correspondence between Tyree
and the NYSDEC indicated that spill case 9010146 was closed.

o According to the 1999 Tyree Phase I ESA, one UST was identified in the large center building west
of the office space, and a potential UST was identified by the presence of a suspected fill pipe.
The pipe cap could not be removed at the time of inspection. Additionally, numerous ASTs were
reported in the building, including a 4,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST for on-site heating and two
active 275-gallon motor oil ASTs.

o The May 1999 Tank Affidavit stated three 4,000-gallon diesel USTs were sealed by being filled
with inert matter.
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o The 1999 Remote Sensing Survey: GPR Investigation concluded that one significant subsurface
anomaly adjacent to the southwest corner of the 1,000-square foot building was consistent with
the size and shape of a UST. The GPR imaging failed to identify the presence of anomalies
consistent with a UST in the interior of the 23,000-square foot building.

o The August 1999 Tank Affidavit stated two 550-gallon USTs located in front of the two-story
masonry building on the northern boundary were abandoned in place to proper standards. A no
further action letter was received preceding the tank abandonments.

o According to the 2008 IEC Subsurface Investigation Report and 2009 Investigation Summary
Report, which were prepared for spill case 08-07459, strong petrochemical odor, oil sheen and
high PID reading were detected throughout the subject property. However, the laboratory
analysis of the soil and ground water samples reportedly failed to detect any significant target
VOC or SVOC levels. These finding are reportedly consistent with other investigations conducted
by IEC in 2008. It was concluded that surface petroleum product is aged and degraded and
accumulated during decades of historical petroleum storage on the subject property. The
remaining residual contamination reportedly has a strong petroleum odor; however it does not
exhibit high levels of VOCs and SVOCs. Reportedly, the levels of VOCs and SVOCs onsite were
marginally above NYSDEC guidance criteria and based on the land use, geology and hydrology of
the subject property, it is unlikely for the residual degraded petroleum product to impose a
significant risk to human health and the environmental. Subsequently, the NYSDEC required a
MNA plan, which included quarterly sampling and analysis of groundwater from onsite
monitoring wells to achieve closure.

o According to Quarterly Monitoring Reports from 2010 prepared by IEC, groundwater samples
from monitoring wells MW-2, MW-3, MW-5, and MW-6 failed to detect target VOCs and SVOCs;
however, 0.01-feet free-phase product was observed in the MW-7H in the first two quarters of
2010. According to the Quarterly Monitoring Report dated September 9, 2010, laboratory analysis
performed of groundwater samples MW-1 and MW-5 failed to detect target VOCs and SVOCs;
however, gasoline-related target volatile organic analytes were reported marginally above the
NYSDEC ambient water quality standard in MW-2, MW-3, MW-5, MW-6, and MW-7H. The VOC
concentration was less than 0.1 ppm. A sump skimmer was reportedly installed in MW-7H for the
free-phase product recovery.

o On October 1, 2010, the NYSDEC issued No Further Action correspondence indicating that
“According to the data that the Department has received, there is no longer any free product on
the water table, nor dissolved contamination. Therefore, the Department is closing the spill case.
All of the wells of the site can now be abandoned. Well abandonment must take place in
accordance with the environmental regulations and laws of New York State.”

o The 2011 Well Decommissioning Report prepared by IEC stated that the monitoring wells
associated with the NYSDEC spill case 08-07459 were decommissioned in accordance with
NYSDEC CP-43.
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o The December 2011 letter prepared by Impact Environmental to AA Truck Renting was issued in
response to a Notice of Violation received on November 2011. The violation letter required the
removal of liquids from a secondary containment area associated with the exterior diesel AST,
removal of surface staining in the area of an exterior waste oil AST, removal of sediments and/or
petroleum liquids from several catch basins maintained on the subject property. Waste manifests
generated during the cleanup activities by IEC were provided in the appendix of the 2014 IEC
report and a tank tightness test was reportedly performed by a tank contractor.

IEC identified no recognized environmental conditions as part of the 2014 report.

IEC identified the six NYSDEC closed spill cases and one Notice of Violation (NOV) on the subject property
as HRECs, as they have all received regulatory closure and have been remediated to the satisfaction of the
NYSDEC. Reportedly, any current levels of contamination which may be present in the subsurface are
being allowed to naturally attenuate as they do not represent significant threats to human health or the
environment. According to the IEC report, no active remediation is required by NYSDEC at this time.

Therefore, no additional activities were recommended with respect to the HRECs.
e IEC made the following recommendations pertaining to “Business Environmental Risks":

o In the case of redevelopment, excavation activities will encounter the presence of urban fill,
possibly abandoned USTs, and possible residual contamination from HREC's and/or off-site
sources identified above. Urban fill is found throughout the New York metropolitan area
and is considered regulated waste in the State of New York, and is therefore required to be
managed in accordance with the State Solid Waste Regulations. This would require that
any impacted soil be excavated, handled, transported and disposed of in accordance with NYS
waste regulations. Onsite buildings may require engineering controls (e.g. vapor barrier, subslab
depressurization system). As part of future site redevelopment, increase to the elevation of the
site and/or future buildings may be required due to the current NYC DOB and/or proposed FEMA
regulations.

o In the case the site remains in its current use, NYSDEC PBS Registrations (6NYCRR Part 612) need
to be properly updated with all six ASTs located on site since there is a combined storage capacity
of more than 1,100 gallons. Minor staining was observed throughout the repair space. These
areas of staining should be properly cleaned to avoid any possible introduction into the
subsurface.

o Visual indication of mold was observed in the storage portions of the repair facility and the vacant
buildings resulting from Hurricane Sandy. If these portions of the site are to be utilized by work
inhabitants on a daily basis, the mold should be removed and cleaned to prevent human health
problems.

e During the 2015 assessment, Partner identified hazardous substances in the form of motor oil, truck
wash, automobile maintenance supplies, diesel and waste oil. Many of the materials were observed to
be improperly labeled and stored at the time of assessment with de minimis staining in the asphalt
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paved parking areas, and in the auto repair garage. Based on the de minimis nature of the staining
and connection to the municipal sewer system, the hazardous materials were not expected to
represent a significant environmental concern.

e Partner observed six ASTs for the storage of diesel, heating oil and propane on the subject property.
The tanks consisted of the following: one 4,000-gallon diesel AST (Tank-009 described previously);
one, 5,000-gallon heating oil AST (Tank-004 described previously); two, 275-gallon waste oil ASTs in
Building D; one 275-gallon waste oil plastic tote in Building D; and one 275-gallon lube oil AST in
Building D. Partner noted that their onsite observations of these ASTs did not directly correlate with
the tank records on file with the NYSDEC. However, based on the aboveground location of the tanks
and the absence of observed spills, leaks or releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs was
not expected to represent a significant environmental concern to the subject property at this time.

Partner identified the following HRECs and environmental concerns:

e The historical usage and six closed spill cases were identified as an HREC with no further
recommendation.

e The presence of six active ASTs was not considered a significant environmental concern. Partner
recommended proper decommissioning of the out of service 5,000-gallon heating oil AST.

e Localized areas of staining were observed throughout the subject property, which was not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern due to the lack of subsurface conduits
(drains, cracks in concrete, etc). Partner recommended the implementation of improved
housekeeping strategies to eliminate potential future impacts.

e All suspect ACMs and LBP were observed to be in good condition at the time of Partner's site
reconnaissance. Partner recommended implementation of an Operations & Maintenance (O&M)
Program.

Asbestos-Containing Material Operations & Maintenance Plan, Partner (October 20, 2015)

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) prepared this report on behalf of The Bancorp Bank. The
program addresses activities that may involve or disturb asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) at 28-90
Review Avenue. The O&M Plan “minimizes the potential for facility/maintenance personnel, tenants,
contractors/vendors, and the general public to be exposed to ACM and/or airborne asbestos fibers.”
Reportedly, the plan’s main objectives include to “clean up existing contamination, minimize future fiber
release by controlling access to ACM, and maintain ACM until it is eventually removed.”

Copies of pertinent pages reviewed are included in Appendix B of this report.

Environmental concerns were identified during the onsite reconnaissance related to current/former ASTs
and/or USTs, the storage, use, and generation of hazardous substances, signs of a release, and indications
of former subsurface investigations, as further discussed in Sections 6.1 and 6.2.

6.1 General Site Characteristics

6.1.1 Solid Waste Disposal

Solid waste generated at the subject property is disposed of in commercial dumpsters located throughout
the subject property. Multiple independent solid waste disposal contractors remove solid waste from the
subject property. According to property personnel, only non-harardous trash is collected in the on-site solid
waste dumpsters. Waste oil from automobile repair activities is stored in aboveground storage tanks
(ASTs) in the repair centers and is removed from the subject property by third party contractors. No
evidence of illegal dumping of solid waste was observed during the Partner site reconnaissance.

6.1.2 Sewage Discharge and Disposal

Sanitary discharges on the subject property are directed into the municipal sanitary sewer system. The
City of New York services the subject property vicinity. No wastewater treatment facilities or septic
systems are observed or reported on the subject property.

6.1.3 Surface Water Drainage

Storm water is removed from the subject property primarily by sheet flow action across concrete
sidewalks toward storm water drains located in the public right-of-way. The subject property is connected
to a municipal owned and maintained sewer system.
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The subject property does not appear to be a designated wetland area, based on information obtained
from the United States Fish & Wildlife Service; however, a comprehensive wetlands survey would be
required in order to formally determine actual wetlands on the subject property. No surface
impoundments, wetlands, natural catch basins, settling ponds, or lagoons are located on the subject
property. No drywells were identified on the subject property.

6.1.4 Source of Heating and Cooling

Heating and cooling systems as well as domestic hot water equipment are fueled by electricity and natural
gas provided by Con Edison. The mechanical system consists of natural gas-fired furnaces located in the
automobile repair garages and woodworking shop. Hot water is provided by individual natural gas and
electric-fired water heaters.

6.1.5 Wells and Cisterns

Partner observed two decommissioned former groundwater monitoring wells associated with previous
subsurface investigations (as previously discussed in Section 5.2.6.) along the eastern section of the lot.
No additional aboveground evidence of wells or cisterns was observed during the site reconnaissance.

6.1.6 Wastewater

Domestic wastewater generated at the subject property is disposed by means of the sanitary sewer
system. No industrial process is currently performed at the subject property.

6.1.7 Septic Systems

No septic systems were observed or reported on the subject property.

6.1.8 Additional Site Observations

No additional general site characteristics were observed during the site reconnaissance.

6.2 Potential Environmental Hazards

6.2.1 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Used or Stored at the Site

Partner identified hazardous substances used, stored, and/or generated on the subject property as noted
in the following table:

Partner observed various hazardous materials associated with automobile repair operations located
throughout the subject property. Many of the materials were observed to be improperly labeled and
stored at the time of assessment with de minimis surficial staining in the asphalt-paved parking areas, and
in the auto repair garages in Buildings D and G. Based on the de minimis nature of the staining and
connection to the municipal sewer system, the hazardous materials onsite are not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern at this time.

6.2.2 Aboveground & Underground Hazardous Substance or Petroleum Product Storage
Tanks (ASTs/USTS)

Partner observed six ASTs for the storage of diesel, heating oil, motor oil and used oil on the subject
property. The tanks consist of the following: one 4,000-gallon diesel AST (previously described Tank 009)
with secondary containment located in the northeast portion of the subject property, to the south of
Building A and west of Building F; one 5,000-gallon heating oil AST (previously described Tank 004)
staged over a concrete floor located in Building C (reportedly no longer in use); two 275-gallon motor oil
ASTs staged over a concrete floor located in Building C; one 275-gallon heating oil AST staged over a
concrete floor located in Building C; and one 150-gallon used oil AST staged over a concrete floor located
in Building G. Partner notes that our onsite observations of these ASTs do not directly correlate with the
tank records on file with the NYSDEC. However, based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the
absence of observed spills, leaks or releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs is not expected to
represent a significant environmental concern at this time.
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6.2.3 Evidence of Releases

Partner observed localized areas of staining throughout the subject property. Specifically, Partner noted
staining in the repair garage identified as Building D and in the exterior asphalt-paved parking areas.

6.2.4 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs)

Older transformers and other electrical equipment could contain PCBs at a level that subjects them to
regulation by the U.S. EPA. PCBs in electrical equipment are controlled by United States Environmental
Protection Agency regulations 40 CFR, Part 761. Under the regulations, there are three categories into
which electrical equipment can be classified: 1) Less than 50 parts per million (ppm) of PCBs — “Non-PCB;”
2) 50 ppm-500 ppm — “PCB-Contaminated;” and, 3) Greater than 500 ppm — “PCB-Containing.” The
manufacture, process, or distribution in commerce or use of any PCB in any manner other than in a totally
enclosed manner was prohibited after January 1, 1977.

The subject property is equipped with two aboveground hydraulic lifts located in the maintenance shop in
Building G. The lifts were observed in good condition at the time of site reconnaissance, with no evidence
of leaks, stains or spills. No evidence of below-grade lifts was observed. Based on the observed good
condition of the equipment, the aboveground hydraulic lifts are not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern.

No other potential PCB-containing equipment (interior transformers, oil-filled switches, hoists, lifts, dock
levelers, hydraulic elevators, balers, etc) was observed on the subject property during Partner's
reconnaissance.

6.2.5 Strong, Pungent or Noxious Odors

No strong, pungent or noxious odors were evident during the site reconnaissance.

6.2.6 Pools of Liquid

No pools of liquid were observed on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.
6.2.7 Drains, Sumps and Clarifiers

No drains, sumps, or clarifiers, other than those associated with storm water removal, were observed on
the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

6.2.8 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons

No pits, ponds or lagoons were observed on the subject property.
6.2.9 Stressed Vegetation

No stressed vegetation was observed on the subject property.
6.2.10 Additional Potential Environmental Hazards

No additional environmental hazards, including landfill activities or radiological hazards, were observed.
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6.3 Non-ASTM Services
6.3.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs)

Asbestos is the name given to a number of naturally occurring, fibrous silicate minerals mined for their
useful properties such as thermal insulation, chemical and thermal stability, and high tensile strength. The
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation 29 CFR 1926.1101 requires certain
construction materials to be presumed to contain asbestos, for purposes of this regulation. All thermal
system insulation (TSI), surfacing material, and asphalt/vinyl flooring that are present in a building
constructed prior to 1981 and have not been appropriately tested are "presumed asbestos-containing
material” (PACM).

The subject property buildings were originally constructed circa 1917. Partner has conducted a limited,
visual evaluation of accessible areas for the presence of suspect ACMs at the subject property. The
objective of this visual survey was to note the presence and condition of suspect ACM observed. Please
refer to the table below for identified suspect ACMs:

The overall interior of the condition of the subject was observed to be in fair to good condition, with the
exception of widespread damage to drywall systems in Buildings A, B and E.

The limited visual survey consisted of noting observable materials (materials that were readily accessible
and visible during the course of the site reconnaissance) that are commonly known to potentially contain
asbestos. This activity was not designed to discover all sources of suspect ACM, PACM, or asbestos at the
site; or to comply with any regulations and/or laws relative to planned disturbance of building materials such
as renovation or demolition, or any other regulatory purpose. Rather, it is intended to give the User an
indication if significant (significant due to quantity, accessibility, or condition) potential sources of ACM or
PACM are present at the subject property. Additional sampling, assessment, and evaluation will be warranted
for any other use.

Partner was not provided building plans or specifications for review, which may have been useful in
determining areas likely to have used ACM.

According to the US EPA, ACM and PACM that is intact and in good condition can, in general, be
managed safely in-place under an Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program until removal is dictated
by renovation, demolition, or deteriorating material condition. Prior to any disturbance of the
construction materials within this facility, a comprehensive ACM survey is recommended.

6.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

Due to the commercial nature of use of the subject property, LBP was not considered within the scope of
this assessment.

6.3.3 Radon

Radon is a colorless, odorless, naturally occurring, radioactive, inert, gaseous element formed by
radioactive decay of radium (Ra) atoms. The US EPA has prepared a map to assist National, State, and
local organizations to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes. The map
divides the country into three Radon Zones, according to the table below:

EPA Radon Zones

EPA Zones Average Predicted Radon Levels Potential
Zonel Exceed 4.0 pCi/L Highest
Zone 2 Between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/L Moderate
Zone 3 Less than 2.0 pCi/L Low

It is important to note that the EPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three zones, and
the US EPA recommends site-specific testing in order to determine radon levels at a specific location.
However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon gas accumulation in
structures.

Radon sampling was not conducted as part of this assessment. Review of the US EPA Map of Radon
Zones places the subject property in Zone 3. Based upon the radon zone classification, radon is not
considered to be a significant environmental concern.

6.3.4 Lead in Drinking Water

According to available information, a public water system operated by the New York City Department of
Environmental Protection (NYCDEP) serves the subject property vicinity. According to a representative of
the NYCDEP, shallow groundwater beneath the subject property is not utilized for domestic purposes. The
sources of public water for the City of New York are surface water from the Catskill/Delaware System,
located in Delaware, Green Schoharie, Sullivan, and Ulster Counties; and the Croton System, located in
Putnam, Westchester, and Dutchess Counties. According to the City of New York and the 2015 Annual
Water Quality Report, water supplied to the subject property is in compliance with all State and Federal
regulations pertaining to drinking water standards, including lead and copper. Water sampling was not
conducted to verify water quality.

6.3.5 Mold

Molds are microscopic organisms found virtually everywhere, indoors and outdoors. Mold will grow and
multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient moisture (e.g.in the form of very high
humidity, condensation, or water from a leaking pipe, etc.) and organic material (e.g., ceiling tile, drywall,
paper, or natural fiber carpet padding).

Partner observed accessible, interior areas for the subject property buildings for significant evidence of
mold growth with the exceptions detailed in Section 1.5 of this report; however, this ESA should not be
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used as a mold survey or inspection. Additionally, this limited assessment was not designed to assess all
areas of potential mold growth that may be affected by mold growth on the subject property. Rather, it is
intended to give the client an indication as to whether or not conspicuous (based on observed areas)
mold growth is present at the subject property. This evaluation did not include a review of pipe chases,
mechanical systems, or areas behind enclosed walls and ceilings.

No obvious indications of water damage or mold growth were observed during Partner's visual

assessment.
6.4 Adjacent Property Reconnaissance

The adjacent property reconnaissance consisted of observing the adjacent properties from the subject
property premises. No items of environmental concern were identified on the adjacent properties during
the site assessment, including hazardous substances, petroleum products, ASTs, USTs, evidence of
releases, PCBs, strong or noxious odors, pools of liquids, sumps or clarifiers, pits or lagoons, stressed
vegetation, or any other potential environmental hazards.
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7.0 FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls.

e Partner did not identify any CRECs during the course of this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e The subject property was formerly utilized as a bulk petroleum storage facility occupied by The
Texas Company from 1917 to 1971 and was equipped with multiple bulk storage tanks. The
subject property was reportedly vacant and out-of-use from 1961 until 1971 when it was
redeveloped into the current configuration. Since 1971, the subject property has operated as a
truck and vehicle storage facility, with auto repair and refueling activities. Six spill cases were
reported to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) in
association with the subject property between 1990 and 2008 (further discussed in Section 4.2.2),
all of which have been closed by the NYSDEC. According to prior Phase I Environmental Site
Assessments (ESAs) prepared by Partner in September 2015 and Impact Environmental Closures,
Inc. (IEC) in April 2014 (further discussed in Section 5.2.6), the most recent spill case dated 2008,
was addressed via a Monitored Natural Attenuation Plan, for which case closure was issued in
2010. Based on the regulatory closure of the former releases obtained from the NYSDEC, the
historical operations and bulk storage of petroleum onsite are considered an HREC for which no
additional investigation appears to be warranted at this time.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following were identified during the course of this
assessment:

e Partner observed six aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) for the storage of diesel, heating oil,
motor oil and used oil on the subject property. Partner notes that our onsite observations of
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these ASTs do not directly correlate with the tank records on file with the NYSDEC. However,
based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the absence of observed spills, leaks or
releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs is not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern at this time.

e Partner observed localized areas of staining throughout the subject property. Specifically, Partner
noted staining in the repair garage identified as Building D and on the exterior asphalt-paved
parking areas. Based on the surficial nature of the staining, with no conduits (i.e. cracks, drains,
etc.) to the subsurface identified in the vicinity of the staining, the staining is not expected to
represent a significant environmental concern at this time.

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, there is a potential that asbestos-containing
materials (ACMs) are present on site. Overall, suspect ACMs were observed to be in good
condition and do not pose a health and safety concern to the occupants of the subject property
at this time. The overall interior condition of the subject was observed to be in fair to good
condition, with the exception of widespread damage to the drywall systems in Buildings A, B and
E.

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue in Long Island City, Queens County, New
York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section
1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed evidence of an HREC and environmental issues in connection with the
subject property. Based on the conclusions of this assessment, Partner recommends the following:

e Should future redevelopment require the excavation of soils, additional subsurface investigation,
including a ground-penetrating radar (GPR) survey, may be warranted to address former onsite
operations and the possible presence of closed-in place USTs and monitoring wells.

e According to Mr. Aaron Milazzo of Pine River Capital Management L.P., future plans for the
subject property will include the complete demolition of Buildings A, B, C, E and F. Only Buildings
D and G will remain onsite for automobile repair use. After demolition is complete, an open-
walled steel canopy will be constructed over the northern section of the lot for vehicle storage
and parking. All ASTs located in buildings that are slated for demolition should be properly
decommissioned and removed in accordance with applicable State regulations.

e Best management practices, including improved housekeeping and secondary containment for
tanks, drums and/or containers of hazardous substances, should be considered in order to
mitigate potential future subsurface impacts.

e Continue to follow the existing Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program in order to safely
manage the suspect ACMs located at the subject property. A comprehensive survey for ACMs
should be conducted prior to any planned renovation or demolition activities. A licensed
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asbestos abatement contractor and/or a Certified Asbestos Consultant should perform removal of
identified ACMs in accordance with applicable regulations, including the preparation of
specifications.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in
general accordance with the scope of work and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13, the
Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) (40 CFR Part
312) for the property located at 28-90 Review Avenue in the City of Long Island City, Queens County, New
York (the "subject property”). This ESA is designed to provide The Bancorp Bank with an assessment
concerning environmental conditions (limited to those issues identified in the report) as they exist at the
subject property.

The subject property is located on the west side of Review Avenue, within a heavily industrial area of
Queens County.

The subject property is currently developed with seven buildings consisting of the following: a vacant two-
story structure (Building A); a two-story structure utilized for car storage (Building B); a warehouse
structure with double-height ceilings for woodworking (Building C); a warehouse structure for automotive
repair (Building D); a one-story office building (Building E); the former fueling station canopy (Building F);
a warehouse structure for automotive repair (Building G); and several office trailers. The remainder of the
subject property is comprised of asphalt-paved parking areas utilized by month-to-month tenants for
vehicle storage. Vehicles range from passenger cars to tractor trailers. On-site operations consist of
vehicle storage, parking and repair. In addition to the current structures, the subject property is improved
with a diesel fuel dispenser, associated landscaping and drainage features.

According to available historical sources, the subject property was formerly undeveloped from as early as
1898 to 1915; developed with “The Texas Company” (Texaco) oil terminal from at least 1917 to 1971; and
redeveloped with the current configuration by 1971. Tenants on the subject property have included The
Texas Company (1917-1971) and AA Truck Renting Corp (1971-Present).
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The immediately surrounding properties consist of a parking lot to the north; railroad tracks and a self-
storage facility to the south; an industrial building and a construction site to the east; and the Dutch Kills
Creek to the west.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the subject property (2010), the depth of
groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be approximately 5 to 10 feet below
ground surface (bgs) and the direction of flow is toward the northwest.

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls.

e Partner did not identify any CRECs during the course of this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following HREC was identified during the course of this assessment:

e The subject property was formerly utilized as a bulk petroleum storage facility occupied by The Texas
Company from 1917 to 1971 and was equipped with multiple bulk storage tanks. The subject property
was reportedly vacant and out-of-use from 1961 to 1971, before being converted to the current use
in 1971. From 1971 to the present, the subject property has operated as a truck and vehicle storage
facility, with auto repairing and refueling activities. The subject property is associated with six spill
cases (refer to Section 4.2.2 for a complete discussion), all of which have been closed by NYSDEC. The
most recent spill case was addressed via Monitored Natural Attenuation Plan, and case closure was
issued in 2010. Therefore, all of the wells on the site associated with the Monitored Natural
Attenuation Plan can now be abandoned. Well abandonment must take place in accordance with the
environmental regulations and laws of New York State. Based on the regulatory closure obtained
from the NYSDEC, the historical operations and bulk storage of petroleum on-site is considered by
Partner to represent an HREC for which no additional investigation appears warranted.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following environmental issues were identified during the
course of this assessment:
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e Partner observed six ASTs for the storage of diesel, heating oil and propane on the subject property.
Partner notes that our on-site observations of these ASTs do not directly correlate with the tank
records on file with the NYSDEC. However, based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the
absence of observed spills, leaks or releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern to the subject property at this time.

e Partner observed localized areas of staining throughout the subject property. Based on the surficial
nature of the staining, with no conduits (i.e. cracks, drains, etc.) to the subsurface identified in the
areas of the staining, the staining is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern to
the subject property at this time.

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, the potential exists that asbestos-containing
materials (ACMs) are present on site. Overall, suspect ACMs were observed to be in good condition
and do not pose a health and safety concern to the occupants of the subject property at this time.

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue in the City of Long Island City, Queens
County, New York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are
described in Section 1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs at the subject property, and no further action is
recommended at this time. However, environmental issues were identified in connection with the subject
property. As such, the following should be considered:

e The out-of-use, 5,000-gallon heating oil AST located in Building C should be properly
decommissioned in accordance with applicable requirements.

e Implementation of improved housekeeping strategies should be considered in order to eliminate
potential, future impacts to the subsurface.

e An Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program should be implemented in order to safely manage
the suspect ACMs located at the subject property.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Partner Assessment Corporation (Partner) has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in

York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this scope of work are described in
the report.

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this ESA is to identify existing or potential RECs (as defined by ASTM Standard E1527-13)
affecting the subject property that: 1) constitute or result in a material violation or a potential material
violation of any applicable environmental law; 2) impose any material constraints on the operation of the
subject property or require a material change in the use thereof; 3) require clean-up, remedial action or
other response with respect to Hazardous Substances or Petroleum Products on or affecting the subject
property under any applicable environmental law; 4) may affect the value of the subject property; and 5)
may require specific actions to be performed with regard to such conditions and circumstances.

The information contained in the ESA Report will be used by Client to: 1) evaluate its legal and financial
liabilities for transactions related to foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan origination, loan workout or seller
financing; 2) evaluate the subject property’s overall development potential, the associated market value
and the impact of applicable laws that restrict financial and other types of assistance for the future
development of the subject property; and/or 3) determine whether specific actions are required to be
performed prior to the foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan origination, loan workout or seller financing of the
subject property.

This ESA was performed to permit the User to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the innocent
landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitations on scope of
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) (42 U.S.C. §9601)
liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or “LLPs"). ASTM Standard E1527-13 constitutes
“all appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with good
commercial or customary practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B).

1.2 Scope of Work

The scope of work for this ESA is in general accordance with the requirements of ASTM Standard E1527-
13. This assessment included: 1) a property and adjacent site reconnaissance; 2) interviews with key
personnel; 3) a review of historical sources; 4) a review of regulatory agency records; and 5) a review of a
regulatory database report provided by a third-party vendor. Partner contacted local agencies, such as
environmental health departments, fire departments and building departments in order to determine any
current and/or former hazardous substances usage, storage and/or releases of hazardous substances on
the subject property. Additionally, Partner researched information on the presence of activity and use
limitations (AULs) at these agencies. As defined by ASTM E1527-13, AULs are the legal or physical
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restrictions or limitations on the use of, or access to, a site or facility: 1) to reduce or eliminate potential
exposure to hazardous substances or petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the subject
property; or 2) to prevent activities that could interfere with the effectiveness of a response action, in
order to ensure maintenance of a condition of no significant risk to public health or the environment.
These legal or physical restrictions, which may include institutional and/or engineering controls (IC/ECs),
are intended to prevent adverse impacts to individuals or populations that may be exposed to hazardous
substances and petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the property.

If requested by Client, this report may also include the identification, discussion of, and/or limited
sampling of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs), lead-based paint (LBP), mold and/or radon.

1.3 Limitations

completion of a pre-survey questionnaire from the Report User. This information was not provided at
the time of the assessment.

e Partner was not able to document the historical use of the subject property prior to 1898. The
following sources were reviewed during the course of this assessment and found to be limited: aerial
photographs were not available prior to 1954; city directories were not available prior to 1976;
topographic maps prior to 1898; and fire insurance maps were no available prior to 1898. This data
failure is not considered critical and does not change the conclusions of this report, as the 1898 fire
insurance maps revealed the subject property to be predominantly undeveloped.
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e Partner was unable to determine the property use at 5-year intervals, which constitutes a data gap.
Except for property tax files and recorded land title records, which were not considered to be
sufficiently useful, Partner reviewed all standard historical sources and conducted appropriate
interviews.

e Partner submitted Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests to the NYSDEC, New York City Fire
Department (FDNY), New York City Department of Health (NYCDOH) and New York City Department
of Environmental Protection (NYDEP) for information pertaining to hazardous substances, USTs,
releases, inspection records, etc. for the subject property and/or adjacent properties. As of this
writing, these agencies have not responded to Partner's request. Based on information obtained from
other historical sources, this limitation is not expected to alter the overall findings of this assessment.

e Partner's view of the ground during the site assessment was obstructed due to excessive interior
storage, and excessive exterior vehicle storage. Based on information obtained from other historical
sources, this limitation is not expected to alter the overall findings of this assessment.

2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

2.1 Site Location and Legal Description

The subject property at 28-90 Review Avenue in Long Island City, New York is located on the west side of
Review Avenue. According to the New York City Department of Finance (NYCDOF), the subject property is
identified as Block 294 Lot 106, and ownership is currently vested in 28-90 Review Avenue Associates,
L.L.C. since 2007.

A: Site Photographs for the location and site characteristics of the subject property.

2.2 Current Property Use

The subject property is currently developed with seven buildings consisting of the following: a vacant two-
story structure (Building A); a two-story structure utilized for car storage (Building B); a warehouse
structure with double-height ceilings for woodworking (Building C); a warehouse structure for automotive
repair (Building D); a one-story office building (Building E); the former fueling station canopy (Building F);
a warehouse structure for automotive repair (Building G); and several office trailers. The remainder of the
subject property is comprised of asphalt-paved parking areas utilized by month-to-month tenants for
vehicle storage. Vehicles range from passenger cars to tractor trailers. On-site operations consist of
vehicle storage, parking and repair.

The subject property is designated for industrial development by the City of New York.

The subject property is identified as a NY Underground Storage Tank (NY UST), NY Aboveground Storage
Tank (NY AST), Resource Conservation Recovery Act- Small Quantity Generator (RCRA-SQG), NY Manifest,
NJ Manifest, Facility Index System (FINDS), NY Spills and NY Leaking Storage Tank Incident Reports (NY
LTANKS) site in the regulatory database report, as further discussed in Section 4.2.

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2.4 Physical Setting Sources
241 Topography

The United States Geological Survey (USGS) Brooklyn, New York Quadrangle 7.5-minute series
topographic map was reviewed for this ESA. According to the contour lines on the topographic map, the
subject property is located at approximately 5 feet above mean sea level (MSL). The contour lines in the
area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping gently toward the northwest. The subject
property is depicted on the 1995 map as developed with seven structures likely for industrials use.

A copy of the most recent topographic map is included as Figure 3 of this report.
2.4.2 Hydrology

According to topographic map interpretation, the direction of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property is inferred to flow toward the northwest. The nearest surface water in the vicinity of the subject
property is the Dutch Kills, which is located adjacent to the west of the subject property. No settling
ponds, lagoons, surface impoundments, wetlands or natural catch basins were observed at the subject
property during this assessment.

According to available information, a public water system operated by the New York City Department of
Environmental Conservation (NYCDEP) serves the subject property vicinity. According to a representative
of the NYCDEP, shallow groundwater directly beneath the subject property is not utilized for domestic
purposes. The sources of public water for the City of New York are surface water from the
Catskill/Delaware System, located in Delaware, Green Schoharie, Sullivan, and Ulster Counties; and the
Croton System, located in Putnam, Westchester and Dutchess counties.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on the subject property (2010), the depth of
groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property is inferred to be approximately 5 to 10 feet bgs.

2.4.3 Geology/Soils

The subject property is situated within the Atlantic Coastal Plains physiographic province of the State of
New York. The uppermost geologic formation underlying the soils at the subject property is the Late
Pleistocene Age Wisconsin glacial deposits. The area consist of moraine deposits, glacial drift and
outwash materials. The topography slopes southward and is characterized by large glacial erratic and
scattered deposits of glacial till, consisting of a mix of silt, sand, gravel, and large boulders.

Soils in the vicinity of the Property are classified as Urban Land. Urban Land complex are those soils in
which the soil's original structure and content have been so altered by human activities it has lost its
original characteristics and is thus unidentifiable. Urban soils consist of nearly level to moderately steep
areas where the soils have been altered or obscured by urban works and structures. Buildings and
pavement cover more than 85 percent of the surface. Included in this unit in mapping are many small
areas where the original soil material has been disturbed by construction and areas where fill has been
added. Also included are small areas of undisturbed soils. The soil properties and characteristics of this
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unit vary. Onsite investigation is needed to determine the suitability for specific uses and the limitations
affecting those uses.

2.4.4 Flood Zone Information

Partner performed a review of the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM), published by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA). According to Community Panel Number 3604970202F, dated September 5,
2007, the subject property appears to be located in Zone AE, areas subject to 100-year flood with base
flood elevation determined.

A copy of the reviewed flood map is not included in Appendix B of this report.

4.2.2 Subject Property Listings

The subject property is identified as a NY UST, NY AST, RCRA-SQG, NY Manifest, NJ Manifest, FINDS, NY
Spills, and NY LTANKS site in the regulatory database report, as discussed below:

e The subject property, identified as AA Truck Renting Corps at 28-90 Review Avenue, is listed with the
following tanks registered with the NYSDEC via PBS No. 2-238643:

o TANK-001: A 4,000-gallon diesel UST installed in 1971 and closed-in-place on April 28, 1999.
o TANK-002: A 4,000-gallon diesel UST installed in 1971 and closed-in-place on April 28, 1999.
o TANK-003: A 4,000-gallon diesel UST installed in 1971 and was closed/removed on April 28, 1999.
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o TANK-004: A 5,000-gallon #2 fuel oil UST installed in 1971 and is listed as currently “In Service.”
Partner notes that this tank is physically located aboveground within Building C and has not been
used since Hurricane Sandy.

o TANK-005: A 275-gallon lube oil AST, with no soil contact, installed in 1971 and is listed as
currently “In Service.”

o TANK-006: A 500-gallon waste oil AST, with no soil contact, installed in 1971 and is listed as
currently “In Service.”

o TANK-007: A 275-gallon lube oil AST, with no soil contact, installed in 1971 and is listed as
currently “In Service.”

o TANK-008: A 275-gallon AST with the contents listed as “Other” and with no soil contact, installed
in 1971 and was closed/removed on April 28, 1999.

o TANK-009: A 4,000-gallon diesel AST installed on May 17, 1999 and is listed as currently “In
Service."

Furthermore, this site reported six spills under the NYSDEC Spill Numbers: as discussed below:

o Spill No. 9010146: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on December 18, 1990. According to
the regulatory database report 40-gallons of #2 Fuel Oil were released onto the ground as a

result of overfill caused by a faulty gauge. “Tyree Bros” were notified to perform clean up. The spill
obtained regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on November 11, 1991.

o Spill No. 9311731: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on January 3, 1994. According to the
regulatory database report less than one gallon of #2 Fuel Oil was released and contained on

pavement. DEC response took corrective action and sorbent was applied to pick up the spilled
contaminants. The spill obtained regulatory closure from NYSDEC on January 3, 1994.

o Spill No. 9313946: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on February 26, 1994. According to
the regulatory database report less than one pound of diesel fuel was released due to “tank test

failure.” The tank test was deemed “inconclusive” and was retested the same day and was found
to be tight. No repairs were made and no excavations were performed. The spill obtained
regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on September 9, 2006.

o Spill No. 9600032: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on April 1, 1996. According to the
regulatory database report, the spill was called in as a result of human error, “the driver was told

to fill the wrong tank.” The spill was classified as a known release with minimal potential for fire
hazard. Reportedly, the spill impacted the sewer system which discharges off-site. Cleanup was
reportedly performed by “RP.” The spill obtained regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on May 8,
1996.

o Spill No. 0803348: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on June 6, 2008. According to the
regulatory database report four gallons of diesel/ waste oil/ motor oil were released due to
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housekeeping and was found during an inspection. The spill obtained regulatory closure from the
NYSDEC on July 28, 2008.

o Spill No. 0807459: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on October 2, 2008. According to the
regulatory database report there was a concern of contaminated soil. The spiller also reported

that he found groundwater onsite with floating product on it. Initial soil borings found some VOC
hits and SVOC hits that were well below or slightly above the TAGM. Six oil recovery wells were
installed on the property. The spill obtained regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on September
27, 2010.

Based on the regulatory oversight, closed regulatory status of documented releases, identification of
responsible parties and the reported clean ups related to releases, these listings are not expected to
represent a significant environmental concern.

Additionally, this site is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under the EPA ID: NYD012473583.
This site was identified as a RCRA small quantity generator generated small quantity in 1986 and 2006.
Historical hazardous waste generated at the subject property was identified as EPA Waste Codes: D000,
and DO01. No violations were reported regarding the generator of hazardous materials. Additionally, this
site was identified on the NY Manifest database for the removal of hazardous materials from 2007 to
2015. Based on the currently regulatory status and lack of active violations, these listings are not expected
to represent a significant environmental concern.

4.2.3 Adjacent Property Listings

The adjacent property to the east is identified as a NY Spill site in the regulatory database report, as
discussed below:

e The adjacent property, identified as Street Spill at 28901 Review Avenue, is presumed to be located in
the roadway adjacent to the east of the subject property. This site reported a release (Spill No.
0504537) on July 15, 2005, which reportedly was limited to the road way. The release occurred as a
result of a moving vehicle and was reported to the NYSDEC. According to the regulatory database
report, “Minor spill on asphalt from moving vehicle. No recoverable spill and only stain present. No
soil or groundwater affected. No sewer or grains affected. Regulatory closure was obtained on July 18,
2005. Based on the closed regulatory status, and lack of impacted media, this listing is not expected
to represent a significant environmental concern.

The adjacent property to the north is identified as a NY Spill, Resource Conservation Recovery Act Non-
Generator/No Longer Regulated (RCRA NonGen/NLR), Facility Index System (FINDS), and NY Manifest site
in the regulatory database report, as discussed below:

e The adjacent property, identified at 28-20 Borden Avenue, is located adjacent to the north of the
subject property. This site reported a three releases (Spill No. 9702480, 1009365, and 1204192) as
discussed below:
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o Spill No. 9702480: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on May 23, 1997. According to the
regulatory database report 3,000-sqaure feet of asbestos containing materials contaminated soils

during a roof removal. The site was cleaned up and impacted soils were removed. The spill
obtained regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on May 28, 1997.

o Spill No. 1009365: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on November 30, 2010. According to
the regulatory database report the source of the release was a 2,000-gallon UST inside a building.

Approximately 2,000-cubic yards of soil was impacted however groundwater was not significantly
impacted. Approximately 213-tons of soils were removed from the property and end point
samples indicated that the impacted soils were removed. The spill obtained regulatory closure
from the NYSDEC on September 18, 2012.

o Spill No. 1204192: This release was reported to the NYSDEC on July 27, 2012. According to the
regulatory database report “active spill on site 1009365. (sr)" and “2" tank- cleanup pending.”

This listing appears to be a part of the previous spill mentioned above. The spill obtained
regulatory closure from the NYSDEC on September 18, 2012.

Based on the closed regulatory status and removal of impacted soils, these spill listings are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

Additionally, this site is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under the EPA ID:
NY0000100735. This site was identified as a RCRA small quantity generator generated small quantity
in 1994, a conditionally exempt small quantity generator in 2006, and a large quantity generator in
2003 and 2012. The site was further identified as verified non-generator in 1999, 2004, and 2007.
Historical hazardous waste generated at the subject property was identified as EPA Waste Codes:
D001, D002, FO03, FOO5 and D008. This site received a notices of violations from in 2004 however
compliance was achieved later in 2004. Additionally, this site was identified on the NY Manifest
database for the removal of hazardous materials from 1994 to 2003. Based on the presence of the
currently regulatory status and lack of active violations, these listings are not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern.

The adjacent property to the east is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station site in the regulatory

database report, as discussed below:

The adjacent property, at 2844 Borden Avenue, is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station for
the tenants identified as Anchor Auto Electric Svce Incorporated from 1999 to 2000 and Mondial
Automotive Inc. from 2006 and 2008. Although hazardous substances and petroleum products were
likely associated with the former auto repair operations conducted on the adjacent property, no
improper storage or handling of these materials was reported to the local regulatory agencies. The
adjacent property is not listed for any spills or releases in connection with the use or handling of these
materials. Based on this lack of document releases, and lack of hazardous materials listings, this listing
is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.
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The adjacent property to the east is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station site in the regulatory

database report, as discussed below:

The adjacent property, at 2839 Review Avenue, is identified as an EDR US Historical Auto Station for
the tenants identified as Gee Dee Genl Auto Repr Company from 1999 to 2008 and King Royal Auto
Repair from 2009 and 2012. Although hazardous substances and petroleum products were likely
associated with the former auto repair operations conducted on the adjacent property, no improper
storage or handling of these materials was reported to the local regulatory agencies. The adjacent
property is not listed for any spills or releases in connection with the use or handling of these
materials. Based on this lack of document releases, and lack of hazardous materials listings, this listing
is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

The adjacent property to the east is identified as a NY AST, NY HIST AST site in the regulatory database
report, as discussed below:

The adjacent property, at 29-05 Review Avenue, is located adjacent to the east of the subject
property. This site this site reportedly operated a 2,500-gallon #2 fuel oil AST (PBS: 2-082627) which
was installed on an unknown date and closed-removed January 1, 1995. According to the regulatory
database, the tank type was steel/carbon steel/iron, and equipped with a product level gauge, suction
dispenser, and was not in contact with the soil. Based on the location of the tank, and lack of
documented releases, this listing is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

The adjacent property to the south is identified as a NY AST, NY HIST AST, NY UST, NY HIST UST, Resource
Conservation Recovery Act Non-Generator/No Longer Regulated (RCRA NonGen/NLR), FINDS, and NY
Manifest site in the regulatory database report, as discussed below:

The adjacent property, identified as Access Self Storage at 29-00 Review Avenue, is located adjacent
to the south of the subject property. This site holds records for nine current and former PBS tanks
under the NYSDEC PBS site number 2-083887 as discussed below:

o TANK-001: One 10,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST that was installed in 1946 and is active

o TANK-1: One 10,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST that was installed on an unknown and closed-removed
on November 1, 1993.

o TANK-2 & 3: Two 550-gallon gasoline USTs that was installed on an unknown and closed-
removed on November 1, 1993.

Based on the removal of the USTs, location of the active tank aboveground, and lack of documented
releases, these listings are not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

Additionally, this site is identified on the RCRA and Manifest databases under the EPA ID:
NYDO056410178. This site was identified as a RCRA small quantity generator generated small quantity
in 1997 and a verified non-generator in 1997, and 2006. Historical hazardous waste generated at the
subject property was identified as EPA Waste Codes: D001, and D018 with no violation reported. This
site was identified on the NY Manifest database for the removal of hazardous materials from 1993 to
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2007. Based on the presence of the current regulatory status and lack of active violations, these
listings are not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

4.2.4 Sites of Concern Listings

Based on their distance, down-gradient location and/or completion of remedial action, none of these
facilities identified within the search radii are expected to be of environmental significance for the subject

property.

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5.1 Interviews
5.1.1 Interview with Owner

Mr. Eric Roberts, subject property owner, was not aware of any pending, threatened, or past litigation
relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on or from the subject property; any pending,
threatened or past administrative proceedings relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products
in, on or from the subject property; or any notices from a governmental entity regarding any possible
violation of environmental laws or possible liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum
products.

According to Mr. Roberts, the subject property was developed in 1917 for use by the Texas Company
(Texaco) as an oil storage terminal. Mr. Roberts stated that the subject property was vacated for
approximately ten years prior to his purchase of the property in 1971. From 1972 the subject property has
operated as a storage and repair facility for large commercial vehicles. Mr. Roberts also stated that the
subject property has been the subject of various subsurface investigations from 1990 through 2010 as
further discussed in Section 5.2.6.

5.1.2 Interview with Report User

requested was not received prior to the issuance of this report. Because the Report User (Client) is a
lender, it is understood that the Report User would not have knowledge of the property that would
significantly impact our ability to satisfy the objectives of this assessment.

IEC prepared this report on behalf of AA Truck Renting. The assessment was performed in general
accordance with ASTM Standard E1527-13. The assessment consisted of a site reconnaissance, interviews
with knowledgeable personnel, review of historical information, a review of federal, state and local
regulatory databases and included a limited asbestos survey, and a limited lead paint survey. Pertinent
information contained in this report is summarized below:

e At the time of the 2014 assessment, the subject property was occupied by several month to month
tenants in the trucking industry. The subject property reportedly consists of one commercial building
and three vacant two-story buildings. Onsite operations consisted of truck and bus repair with storage
for new parts.

e According to the IEC report, the subject property formerly undeveloped in 1898 and 1915, and
occupied by “The Texas Company” (Texaco) oil terminal from 1936 to 1972, and AA Truck Renting
from 1973 to 2014.

o [EC identified the following ASTs during were observed the site reconnaissance:
o One 275-gallon waste oil AST in the auto repair facility
o One 150-gallon waste oil AST in the auto repair facility
o One 500-gallon fuel oil AST in a shed abutting the repair space
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o One (empty) 5,000-gallon fuel oil AST in the vacant building to the southwest of the repair shop
o Two 275-gallon motor oil ASTs in vacant building southwest of the repair shop

o One 3,000-gallon diesel AST on the eastern side of the subject property with an associated fuel
dispenser

e No USTs were identified on the subject property during the site reconnaissance

e [EC identified several 55-gallon drums of motor oil, E synthetic CD-50 Lubricants, Transmission fluid,
Hydraulic Oil, Anti-freeze, and other unidentified automotive fluid

e [EC identified one part washer in the repair space which was reportedly serviced by Safety Kleen
e [EC identified two aboveground hydraulic automotive lifts in the repair space

e [EC identified six drainage structures of solid construction which appeared to outfall to the Newtown
Creek District Sewer System

e IEC identified several monitoring wells located throughout the subject property which pertained to
sub-surface investigations

e [IEC reviewed the following previous reports and correspondence as part of the 2014 Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment:

o Subsurface Investigation by Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. dated May 1990

o Correspondence between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene Sullivan of the
NYSDEC dated October 17, 1991

o Correspondence between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene Sullivan of the
NYSDEC dated November 8, 1991

o Subsurface Investigation Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact
Environmental dated October 2, 2008

o Investigation Summary Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact
Environmental dated June 24, 2009

o Quarterly Monitoring Report (1st Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated March
12, 2010
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o Quarterly Monitoring Report (2nd Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated
June 11, 2010

o Quarterly Monitoring Report (3rd Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated
September 9, 2010

o NYSDEC issued No Further Action correspondence on October 1, 2010
o Well Decommissioning Report was prepared by Impact Environmental, August 9, 2011

o A letter prepared by Impact Environmental to AA Truck Renting, dated December 20, 2011
was issued in response to a Notice of Violation received on November 4, 2011 from the NYSDEC

e Details pertinent to the previous reports and correspondence are discussed below:

o According to the 1990 Tyree Subsurface investigation, soil samples showed high concentration of
aromatic hydrocarbons. Floating product was also reported in a well created from a soil boring.
Tyree recommended having all USTs and lines tightness tested in order to identify the point of
contamination. On October 17, 1991 Tyree provided Eugene Sullivan of the NYSDEC with a report
outline the remedial word conducted onsite and analytical results showing that an optimal
volume of floating product was recovered and any trace floating product would have minimal or
no environmental impact on the surrounding areas. Subsequently, correspondence between Tyree
and the NYSDEC indicated that spill case 9010146 was closed.

o According to 1999 Tyree Phase I ESA, one UST was identified in the large center building west of
the office space, a potential UST was identified by the presence of a suspected fill pipe. The pipe
cap could not be removed at the time of inspection. Additionally numerous ASTs were reported
in the building, including a 4,000-gallon #2 fuel oil AST for on-site heating and two active 275-
gallon motor oil ASTs.

o The May 1999 Tank Affidavit stated three 4,000-gallon diesel USTs were sealed by being filled
with inert matter.

o The 1999 Remote Sensing Survey: GPR Investigation concluded that one significant subsurface
anomaly adjacent to the southwest corner of the 1,000-square foot building was consistent with
the size and shape of a UST. The GPR imaging failed to identify the presence of anomalies
consistent with a UST in the interior of the 23,000-square foot building.

o The August 1999 Tank Affidavit stated two 550-gallon USTs located in front of the two-story
masonry building on the northern boundary were abandoned in place to proper standards. A no
further action letter was received preceding the tank abandonments.

o According to the 2008 IEC Subsurface Investigation Report and 2009 Investigation Summary
Report which were prepared for spill case 08-07459, strong petrochemical odor, oil sheen and
high PID reading were detected throughout the subject property. The laboratory analysis of the
soil and ground water samples reportedly failed to detect any significant target VOC or SVOC
levels. These finding are reportedly consistent with other investigation conducted by IEC in 2008.

It was concluded that surface petroleum product is aged and degraded and accumulated during
decades of historical petroleum storage on the subject property. The remaining residual
contaminated reportedly has a strong petroleum odor however it does not exhibit high levels of
VOCs and SVOCs. Reportedly the levels of VOCs and SVOCs onsite were marginally above
NYSDEC guidance criteria and based on the land use, geology and hydrology of the subject
property is it unlikely for the residual degraded petroleum product to impose a significant risk to
human health and the environmental. Subsequently, the NYSDEC required a MNA plan which
included quarterly sampling an analysis of ground water from onsite monitoring well to achieve
closure.

o According to Quarterly Monitoring Reports from 2010 prepared by IEC, groundwater samples
from MW-2, MW-3, MW-5, and MW-6 failed to detect target VOCs and SVOCs however 0.01-feet
free-phase product was observed in the MW-7H in the first two quarters of 2010. According the
Quarterly Monitoring Report dated September 9, 2010 laboratory analysis performed of
groundwater samples MW-1 and MW-5 failed to detect target VOCs and SVOCs, however
gasoline related target volatile organic analytes were reported marginally above the NYSDEC
ambient water quality standard in MW-2, MW-3, MW-5, MW-6, and MW-7H. The VOC
concentration was less than 0.1 ppm. A sump skimmer was reportedly installed in MW-7H for the
free-phase product recovery.

o On October 1, 2010 the NYSDEC issued No Further Action correspondence indicating that
“According to the data that the Department has received, there is no longer any free product on
the water table, nor dissolved contamination. Therefore, the Department is closing the spill case.
All of the wells of the site can now be abandoned. Well abandonment must take place in
accordance with the environmental regulations and laws of New York State..”

o The 2011 Well Decommissioning Report prepared by IEC stated that the monitoring wells
associated with the NYSDEC spill case 08-07459 onsite were decommissioned in accordance with
NYSDEC CP-43.

o The December 2011 letter prepared by Impact Environmental to AA Truck Renting was issued in
response to a Notice of Violation received on November 2011. The violation letter required the
removal of liquids from a secondary containment area associated with the exterior diesel AST,
removal of surface staining in the area of an exterior waste oil AST, removal of sediments and/or
petroleum liquids from several catch basins maintained on the subject property. Waste manifest
generated during the cleanup activities by IEC were provided in the appendix of the 2014 IEC
report and a tank tightness test was reportedly performed by a tank contractor.

[EC identified no recognized environmental conditions as part of the 2014 report.

IEC identified the six NYSDEC closed spill cases and one Notice of Violation (NOV) on the subject property
as HRECs, as they have all received regulatory closure and have been remediated to the satisfaction of the
NYSDEC. Reportedly, any current levels of contamination which may be present in the subsurface are
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being allowed to naturally attenuate as they do not represent a significant threat to human health or the
environmental. According to the IEC report, no active remediation is required by NYSDEC at this time.

6.3.2fore, no additional activities were recommended with respect to the HRECs.
IEC made the following recommendations pertaining to “Business Environmental Risks":

e In the case of redevelopment, excavation activities will encounter the presence of urban fill,
possibly abandoned USTs, and possible residual contamination from HREC's and/or off-site
sources identified above. Urban fill is found throughout the New York metropolitan area is
considered a regulated
waste in the State of New York, and is therefore required to be managed in accordance with the State
Solid Waste Regulations. This would require that any impacted soil be excavated, handled,
transported and disposed of in accordance with NYS waste regulations. Onsite buildings may require
engineering controls (e.g. vapor barrier, SSDS). As part of future site redevelopment, increase to the
elevation of the site and/or future buildings may be required due to the current NYC DOB and/or
proposed FEMA regulations.

e In the case the site remains in its current use, NYSDEC PBS Regulations (6NYCRR Part 612) needs to
be to be properly updated with all six (6) ASTs located onsite. Part 612 of this regulation requires of all
facilities with a combined storage capacity of more than 1,100 gallons. Minor staining was observed
throughout the repair space. These area of staining should be properly cleaned to avoid any possible
introduction into the Sites subsurface. Visual indication of mold were observed in the storage portions
of the repair facility, and the vacant buildings resulting from hurricane Sandy. If these portions of the
Site are to be utilized by work inhabitants on a daily basis the mold should be removed and cleaned
to prevent human health problems.

IEC also identified the following De Minimis conditions:

o If the site is redevelopment in the future or if the land use changes, the registration for RCRA EPA ID
number for the Site should be administratively closed.

e If the building(s) are to be renovated or demolished in the future, full lead and asbestos surveys
should be conducted prior to the initiation of any work.

e Delivery slips and disposal manifests must be maintained on-site to document the types and
quantities of chemicals being used during facility operations, and to establish proof of proper
disposal of any spent hazardous wastes that may be found. It is noted that due to hurricane
Sandy, many corporate records were lost.

e Spent absorbent materials (“Speedy Dry”) observed on the interior floor of the automotive repair shop
should be cleaned and stored in sealed plastic bags and/or 55-gallon steel drums for proper
disposal.

Partner generally agrees with the findings and recommendations of the previous IEC report from 2014.
Copies of pertinent pages reviewed are included in Appendix B of this report.
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6.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The weather at the time of the site visit was sunny and clear, with a temperature of approximately 85°
Fahrenheit. Refer to Section 1.5 for limitations encountered during the field reconnaissance and Sections
2.1 and 2.2 for subject property operations. The table below provides the site assessment details:

Environmental concerns were identified during the on-site reconnaissance related to current/former USTs,
the storage, use, and generation of hazardous substances, signs of a release, indications of former
subsurface investigations, etc., as further discussed in Sections 6.1 and 6.2.

6.1 General Site Characteristics
6.1.1 Solid Waste Disposal

Solid waste generated at the subject property is disposed of in commercial dumpsters located throughout
the subject property. Independent solid waste disposal contractors remove solid waste from the subject
property. According to property personnel, only household trash is collected in the onsite solid waste
dumpsters. Waste oil from auto repair activities is removed from third part contractors. No evidence of
illegal dumping of solid waste was observed during the Partner site reconnaissance.

6.1.2 Sewage Discharge and Disposal

Sanitary discharges on the subject property are directed into the municipal sanitary sewer system. The
City of New York services the subject property vicinity. No wastewater treatment facilities or septic
systems are observed or reported on the subject property.

6.1.3 Surface Water Drainage

Storm water is removed from the subject property primarily by sheet flow action across the paved
surfaces towards storm water drains located throughout the subject property. The subject property storms
drains reportedly discharge to the Newton Creek located adjacent to the west of the subject property.

The subject property does not appear to be a designated wetland area, based on information obtained
from the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA); however, a comprehensive wetlands survey
would be required in order to formally determine actual wetlands on the subject property. No surface
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impoundments, wetlands, natural catch basins, settling ponds or lagoons are located on the subject
property. No drywells were identified on the subject property.

6.1.4 Source of Heating and Cooling

Heating and cooling systems, as well as domestic hot water equipment, are fueled by electricity and
natural gas provided by Consolidated Edison. The mechanical system is comprised of a split system,
natural-gas fired furnaces located in the office building and auto repair garage. Hot water is provided by
individual natural gas and electric hot water heaters.

6.1.5 Wells and Cisterns

Partner observed two groundwater monitoring wells associated with previous subsurface investigations as
further discussed in Section 5.2.6. No additional aboveground evidence of wells or cisterns was observed
during the site reconnaissance.

6.1.6 Wastewater

Domestic wastewater generated at the subject property is disposed by means of the sanitary sewer
system. No industrial process is currently performed at the subject property.

6.1.7 Septic Systems

No septic systems were observed or reported on the subject property.

6.1.8 Additional Site Observations

No additional, general site characteristics were observed during the site reconnaissance.

6.2 Potential Environmental Hazards

6.2.1 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Used or Stored at the Site

Partner identified hazardous substances used, stored and/or generated on the subject property as noted
in the following table:

Partner observed various hazardous materials located throughout the subject property. Many of the
materials were observed to be improperly labeled and stored at the time of assessment with surficial
staining in the asphalt paved parking areas, and in the auto repair garage. Based on the surficial nature of
the staining and connection to the municipal sewer system, the hazardous materials on-site are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern at this time.

6.2.2 Aboveground & Underground Hazardous Substance or Petroleum Product Storage
Tanks (ASTs/USTS)

Partner observed six ASTs for the storage of diesel, heating oil and propane on the subject property. The
tanks consist of the following: one, 4,000-gallon diesel AST (Tank-009 described above) with secondary
containment located in the northeast portion of the subject property, to the south of Building A; one,
5,000-gallon heating oil AST (Tank-004 described above) staged over a concrete floor located in Building
C (reportedly no longer used); two, 275-gallon waste oil ASTs staged over a concrete floor located in
Building D; one, 275-gallon waste oil plastic tote staged over a concrete floor located in Building D; and
one, 275-gallon lube oil AST staged over a concrete floor located in Building D. Partner notes that our on-
site observations of these ASTs do not directly correlate with the tank records on file with the NYSDEC.
However, based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the absence of observed spills, leaks or
releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs are not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern to the subject property at this time.

6.2.3 Evidence of Releases

Partner observed localized areas of heavy staining throughout the subject property. Specifically, Partner
noted staining in the repair garage identified as Building D. Speedy dry absorbent material was observed
on the concrete in the vicinity of the staining. Partner also observed staining throughout the asphalt
paved parking areas.

6.2.4 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs)

Older transformers and other electrical equipment could contain PCBs at a level that subjects them to
regulation by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA). PCBs in electrical equipment
are controlled by USEPA regulations 40 CFR, Part 761. Under the regulations, there are three categories
into which electrical equipment can be classified: 1) Less than 50 parts per million (ppm) of PCBs — “"Non-
PCB;” 2) 50 ppm-500 ppm — “"PCB-Contaminated;” and 3) Greater than 500 ppm — "PCB-Containing.” The
manufacture, process or distribution in commerce or use of any PCB in any manner other than in a totally
enclosed manner was prohibited after January 1, 1977.
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The subject property currently utilizes two above-ground hydraulic lifts located in the truck repair building
on the subject property. At the time off assessment he lift were observed to be in good condition with not
leaking or staining in vicinity of the equipment. Based on the good nature of the equipment and lack of
observed releases, the aboveground hydraulic lifts are not expected to represent as significant
environmental concern.

No other potential PCB-containing equipment (interior transformers, oil-filled switches, hoists, lifts, dock
levelers, hydraulic elevators, balers, etc) was observed on the subject property during Partner's
reconnaissance.

6.2.5 Strong, Pungent or Noxious Odors

No strong, pungent or noxious odors were evident during the site reconnaissance.

6.2.6 Pools of Liquid

No pools of liquid were observed on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.
6.2.7 Drains, Sumps and Clarifiers

No drains, sumps, or clarifiers, other than those associated with storm water removal, were observed on
the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

6.2.8 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons

No pits, ponds or lagoons were observed on the subject property.
6.2.9 Stressed Vegetation

No stressed vegetation was observed on the subject property.
6.2.10 Additional Potential Environmental Hazards

Partner observed a pile of trash along the northern border of the subject property. The trash included
empty five-gallon buckets of motor. As best business practice Partner recommends proper removal of
trash from the subject property. No additional environmental hazards, including landfill activities or
radiological hazards, were observed.

6.3 Non-ASTM Services
6.3.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs)

Asbestos is the name given to a number of naturally occurring, fibrous silicate minerals mined for their
useful properties such as thermal insulation, chemical and thermal stability and high tensile strength. The
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation 29 CFR 1926.1101 requires certain
construction materials to be presumed to contain asbestos, for purposes of this regulation. All thermal
system insulation (TSI), surfacing material and asphalt/vinyl flooring that are present in a building
constructed prior to 1981, and have not been appropriately tested, are “presumed asbestos-containing
material” (PACM).
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The subject property buildings were originally constructed circa 1917. Partner has conducted a limited,
visual evaluation of accessible areas for the presence of suspect ACMs at the subject property. The
objective of this visual survey was to note the presence and condition of suspect ACM observed. Please
refer to the table below for identified suspect ACMs:

The overall interior of the condition of the subject was observed to be in fair to good condition with
widespread damage to floor tiles and drywall systems in Building B and damage to drywall systems and
floor tiles in Building E.

The limited visual survey consisted of noting observable materials (materials which were readily-accessible
and visible during the course of the site reconnaissance) that are commonly-known to potentially contain
asbestos. This activity was not designed to discover all sources of suspect ACM, PACM or asbestos at the site;
or to comply with any regulations and/or laws relative to planned disturbance of building materials such as
renovation or demolition, or any other regulatory purpose. Rather, it is intended to give the User an
indication if significant (significant due to quantity, accessibility or condition) potential sources of ACM or
PACM are present at the subject property. Additional sampling, assessment, and evaluation will be warranted
for any other use.

Partner was not provided building plans or specifications for review, which may have been useful in
determining areas likely to have used ACM.

According to the USEPA, ACM and PACM that is intact and in good condition can, in general, be managed
safely in-place under an O&M Program until removal is dictated by renovation, demolition or
deteriorating material condition. Prior to any disturbance of the construction materials within this facility,
a comprehensive ACM survey is recommended.

6.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

Due to the commercial nature of use of the subject property, LBP was not considered within the scope of
this assessment.

6.3.3 Radon

Radon is a colorless, odorless, naturally occurring, radioactive, inert, gaseous element formed by
radioactive decay of radium (Ra) atoms. The USEPA has prepared a map to assist National, State and local
organizations to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes. The map divides
the country into three Radon Zones, according to the table below:
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EPA Radon Zones

EPA Zones Average Predicted Radon Levels Potential
Zone 1 Exceed 4.0 pCi/L Highest
Zone 2 Between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/L Moderate
Zone 3 Less than 2.0 pCi/L Low

It is important to note that the USEPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three zones,
and the USEPA recommends site-specific testing in order to determine radon levels at a specific location.
However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon gas accumulation in
structures.

Radon sampling was not conducted as part of this assessment. Review of the USEPA Map of Radon
Zones places the subject property in Zone 3. Based upon the radon zone classification, radon is not
considered to be a significant environmental concern.

6.3.4 Lead in Drinking Water

According to available information, a public water system operated by the NYCDEP serves the subject
property vicinity. According to a representative of the NYCDEP, shallow groundwater directly beneath the
subject property is not utilized for domestic purposes. The sources of public water for the City of New
York are surface water from the Catskill/Delaware System, located in Delaware, Green Schoharie, Sullivan,
and Ulster counties; and the Croton System, located in Putnam, Westchester and Dutchess counties.

According to the City of New York and the 2013 Annual Water Quality Report, water supplied to the
subject property is in compliance with all State and Federal regulations pertaining to drinking water
standards, including lead and copper. Water sampling was not conducted to verify water quality.

6.3.5 Mold

Molds are microscopic organisms found virtually everywhere, indoors and outdoors. Mold will grow and
multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient moisture (e.g. in the form of very high
humidity, condensation, water from a leaking pipe, etc.) and organic material (e.g. ceiling tile, drywall,
paper or natural fiber carpet padding).

Partner observed accessible, interior areas for the subject property building for significant evidence of
mold growth, with the exceptions detailed in Section 1.5 of this report. However, this ESA should not be
used as a mold survey or inspection. Additionally, this limited assessment was not designed to assess all
areas of potential mold growth that may be affected by mold growth on the subject property. Rather, it is
intended to give the client an indication as to whether or not conspicuous (based on observed areas)
mold growth is present at the subject property. This evaluation did not include a review of pipe chases,
mechanical systems or areas behind enclosed walls and ceilings.

No obvious indications of water damage or mold growth were observed during Partner's visual
assessment.
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6.4 Adjacent Property Reconnaissance

The adjacent property reconnaissance consisted of observing the adjacent properties from the subject
property premises. No items of environmental concern were identified on the adjacent properties during
the site assessment, including hazardous substances, petroleum products, ASTs, USTs, evidence of
releases, PCBs, strong or noxious odors, pools of liquids, sumps or clarifiers, pits or lagoons, stressed
vegetation, or any other potential environmental hazards.
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7.0 FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment.

e Partner did not identify any RECs during the course of this assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls.

e Partner did not identify any CRECs during the course of this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following HREC was identified during the course of this assessment:

e The subject property was formerly utilized as a bulk petroleum storage facility occupied by The Texas
Company from 1917 to 1971 and was equipped with multiple bulk storage tanks. The subject property
was reportedly vacant and out-of-use from 1961 to 1971, before being converted to the current use
in 1971. From 1971 to the present, the subject property has operated as a truck and vehicle storage
facility, with auto repairing and refueling activities. The subject property is associated with six spill
cases (refer to Section 4.2.2 for a complete discussion), all of which have been closed by NYSDEC. The
most recent spill case was addressed via Monitored Natural Attenuation Plan, and case closure was
issued in 2010. Therefore, all of the wells on the site associated with the Monitored Natural
Attenuation Plan can now be abandoned. Well abandonment must take place in accordance with the
environmental regulations and laws of New York State. Based on the regulatory closure obtained
from the NYSDEC, the historical operations and bulk storage of petroleum on-site is considered by
Partner to represent an HREC for which no additional investigation appears warranted.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following environmental issues were identified during the
course of this assessment:

e Partner observed six ASTs for the storage of diesel, heating oil and propane on the subject property.
Partner notes that our on-site observations of these ASTs do not directly correlate with the tank
records on file with the NYSDEC. However, based on the aboveground location of the tanks and the
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absence of observed spills, leaks or releases in their vicinity, the presence of these ASTs are not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern to the subject property at this time.

e Partner observed localized areas of staining throughout the subject property. Based on the surficial
nature of the staining, with no conduits (i.e. cracks, drains, etc.) to the subsurface identified in the
areas of the staining, the staining is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern to
the subject property at this time.

e Due to the age of the subject property buildings, the potential exists that asbestos-containing
materials (ACMs) are present on site. Overall, suspect ACMs were observed to be in good condition
and do not pose a health and safety concern to the occupants of the subject property at this time.

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue in the City of Long Island City, Queens
County, New York (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are
described in Section 1.5 of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs at the subject property, and no further action is
recommended at this time. However, environmental issues were identified in connection with the subject
property. As such, the following should be considered:

e The out-of-use, 5,000-gallon heating oil AST located in Building C should be properly
decommissioned in accordance with applicable requirements.

e Implementation of improved housekeeping strategies should be considered in order to eliminate
potential, future impacts to the subsurface.

e An Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program should be implemented in order to safely manage
the suspect ACMs located at the subject property.

Impact Environmental Closures, Inc. (“Impact Environmental”) has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue, Long Island City,
New York, (“The Site”) under contract to by AA Truck Renting (“The Client”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this

practice are described in Section 2.2 of this report.

The Site is a single lot parcel located in a heavily industrial area. The extent of the Site is approximately 4.0 acres and is
situated on the west side of Review Avenue in Queens County, New York. According to the Property Detail Report
provided by Corelogic RealQuest, the Site is located within the M3-1 zoning district and has been assigned the New
York City (NYC) Tax Map Designation: Block — 294 and Lot — 106. The site is bound to the north by
Commercial/industrial properties; to the south by the Long Island Railroad tracks; to the west by Dutch Kills Creek; and

to the east by a commercial self-storage center.

The Site is developed with an existing one-story double high commercial building, and three two-story vacant buildings
all comprised of cement block, and brick. The active on-site building is currently being utilized as a truck and bus repair
shop with storage of new parts. The interior construction of the buildings was observed to contain a combination of
masonry cement block, and brick, and cement flooring. The active building is heated by fuel oil, and serviced by NYC
municipal sewer and water. The exterior portions of the Site consist of asphalt paved parking, exposed soils, and
natural scrub vegetation. The Site exhibits low topographic relief (less than three percent slope). A review of historic
municipal records in conjunction with Sanborn fire insurance maps indicates that the building has been utilized by AA
Truck Renting since 1973. Prior to 1973 the Site maintained “The Texas Company” (Texaco) oil terminal since

approximately 1936. The Site was depicted as undeveloped in the 1898 and 1915 Sanborn maps.

Impact Environmental has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-13 of 28-90 Review Avenue, Long Island City, New York, the Site. Any exceptions to,
or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 2.2 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of
Recognized Environmental Conditions (REC’s) associated with the Site. Accordingly, no Phase Il or Remediation
activities are recommended. However, this assessment has revealed evidence of Historic Recognized Environmental
Conditions (HREC's), Business Environmental Risks (BER’s), and De Minimus conditions associated with the Site. The
additional activities recommended with respect to the Phase | ESA, BER’s and De Minimus conditions should be

performed, where applicable, as outlined in Sections 8.2, 8.5 and 8.6.

INTRODUCTION

Purpose

This assessment is intended, where applicable to the standard of care, to satisfy the requirements of the American

Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments, as published in ASTM E

1527-13. Banks, insurance companies, and prospective property purchasers require an understanding of existing and

past property conditions and uses in order to assess the potential liabilities associated with a property. This assessment

has been completed by a qualified environmental professional as defined in ASTM Standards.

This report is not intended to present any legal opinions. The data and all conclusions presented in this report should

be verified by the Client’s and User’s legal counsel.

The objectives of this Environmental Site Assessment are stated as follows:

Establish a basis of understanding of the past and present land uses of the Site in order to identify potential

environmental and/or public health risks.

Establish a basis of understanding of the past and present surrounding land uses and environmental resources

in order to determine their impact on the environmental quality of the Site.

Constitute an all appropriate inquiry suitable for establishing innocent landowner, contiguous property owner,
or bona fide prospective purchaser (also referred to as “land owner liability protections” or “LLPs”) pursuant
to 42 U.S.C. § 9601 (35) (B), 40 CFR Part 312 and the Brownfield Revitalization and Environmental Restoration
Act of 2001 (Brownfield Act).

Provide information that can be used to evaluate CERCLA liability and “good neighbor” responsibilities for
contaminants migrating onto or under the Site from contiguous properties in consideration of the Brownfield

Act.

Identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the Site and
surrounding properties. The term recognized environmental conditions means the presence or likely presence
of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to any release to the
environment (2) under conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions indicative
of a material threat of a future release to the environment. The term is not intended to include de minimus
conditions that generally do not present a material risk of harm to public health or the environment and that
generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate
governmental agencies. Conditions determined to be de minimus are not recognized environmental

conditions.
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2.2 Limitations and Exceptions

This Phase | Environmental Site Assessment was conducted solely to permit Impact Environmental to render a
professional opinion about the likelihood of regulated contaminants being present on, in, or beneath the Site in
question at the time services were conducted. No matter how thorough a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment study
may be, findings derived from its conduct are limited, and Impact Environmental cannot know or state for an absolute
fact that a site, or a portion of the site, is unaffected by reportable quantities of regulated contaminants. Furthermore,
even if Impact Environmental believes that reportable quantities of regulated contaminants are not present, there still
exists a risk that such contaminants may be present or may migrate to the site after the study is complete. This
assessment is dated, and is only valid for activities that occurred prior to the date of the site visit. Activities, liabilities,

and alterations to the Site subsequent to the date of the site visit are not included in the assessment.

ASTM has developed a variety of prescriptive professional practice standards (standard practices and standard guides),
identify specific methods professionals could or should use to attain results. Such prescriptive professional practice
standards fail to consider the unique needs of a client, the client’s project-specific expectations, or the requirements
and obligations of the professionals engaged to provide service, nor do they consider more effective techniques that
may have been developed subsequent to the issuance of such standards. These ASTM standards are generic and
general in nature and, therefore, do not always constitute, nor are they tantamount to the applicable standard of care,
which necessarily is defined and must consider project-specific contractual terms and other particular needs,
expectations, circumstances, and requirements of the project and the professional engagement. Full adherence to
ASTM'’s prescriptive professional practice standards may not be appropriate or in the best interests of the client or the
project Impact Environmental’s instruments of service. Impact Environmental has worked to develop a scope of service
specifically for this project, in accordance with client’s needs and preferences and Impact Environmental’s professional

and contractual obligations.

The ASTM Standards provide specific guidance with regard to radon, asbestos, lead in drinking water, lead based paint,
and polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs). Analysis of the CERCLA implications with regard to the innocent landowner
defense under Superfund finds that naturally occurring radon is not subject to CERCLA liability and is appropriately
considered as a non-scope issue. Accordingly, this assessment will only provide general guidance on this issue, and will

not involve or recommend air monitoring for radon gas.

Similarly, the ASTM Standards do not recognize liability with regard to asbestos that is part of the building materials of
a structure, in accordance with CERCLA innocent landowner defense under Superfund. In the interest of serving the
client and addressing the needs of the user, this assessment will identify possible observed asbestos containing
materials (ACMs), may pose a health threat. This assessment is not a full asbestos survey as would be required for

building demolition, or identification of all possible sources of ACM, regardless of health danger.

Lead in drinking water and lead based paint are also issues that are considered to be non-scope under CERCLA innocent
landowner defense under Superfund. Lead based paint was in use for many years, and it is likely that many older

buildings will have surfaces coated with lead based paint. As a general rule, painted surfaces should be maintained and
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ingestion of paint products should be avoided. If disposal of these materials were involved, disclosure of this practice
would be subject to the scope of this environmental assessment. In the interest of serving the user, this report may
include limited field-testing of surface paints and the observations on the condition of the painted surfaces. Lead in
drinking water generally occurs as a result of past use of high lead content solder. Water left stagnant in pipes
overnight or longer may leach lead from these joints and affect drinking water quality. As a general rule, water should

be run for several minutes in the morning where such plumbing may be present.

This assessment will not identify all potential sources of PCB containing oils. Common sources of these materials
include transformers and fluorescent lamp ballasts. Electric service transformers may include ground level or pole
mounted units. These transformers are owned and maintained by regional public utilities. Transformers are inventoried
and periodically inspected. Public utility company representatives have reported that transformers were not
manufactured to contain PCB contaminated oils. Aggressive and destructive testing, which would be required for

definitive identification of PCB containing oils, is beyond the scope of this study.

In addition to these non-scope considerations, ASTM also lists other issues that are beyond the scope of the standard
practice for Phase | Environmental Site Assessments. These include vapor intrusion assessments, wetlands, regulatory
compliance, cultural and historic resources, industrial hygiene, health and safety, ecological resources, endangered
species, indoor air quality, molds, urban fill containing non-point source related contaminants and high voltage power-
lines. However, it is noted that this list is not intended to be all-inclusive. Identification and interpretation of several of

these issues will be addressed by Impact Environmental as necessary to meet the standard of care.

It must be noted that the accuracy of any assessment is limited to the information available during the time of the site
visit; the records, files, and drawings provided by the owner and released by governmental agencies; and the accuracy

and completeness of the information provided during interviews.

2.3 Special Terms and Conditions

It is the responsibility of the user of this report (the party seeking to use this Environmental Site Assessment; i.e., the
purchaser, lender, owner, potential tenant, or property manager) to provide certain information utilized in the report.
This would include reporting of any environmental liens (for example, consideration against the property for response
action, cleanup, or remediation of hazardous substances or petroleum products) encumbering the property or

specialized knowledge or experience that would assist in identifying recognized environmental conditions.

The standard of care is uniform in each Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA); however, the availability of
information, relevance, and quality of information can vary. As per ASTM Standards, the “environmental professional is
not required to verify independently the information provided, but may rely on information provided unless he or she
has actual knowledge that certain information is incorrect or unless it is obvious that certain information is incorrect

based on other information obtained in the Phase | ESA or otherwise actually known to the environmental

professional.” Personnel involved in report preparation will make judgments on the accuracy of user provided
information and conduct additional research as necessary in order to meet the requirement of identifying recognized

environmental conditions on the Site.

ASTM provides a number of standard sources of historic information. Impact Environmental will seek to research
historic information as may be available as a means of cross confirmation. According to ASTM's Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments (E 1527-13), the "environmental professional is required to review only record

information that is reasonably ascertainable," whereby reasonably ascertainable is defined as:

e Information that is publicly available.

e Information that is obtainable from its source within reasonable time and cost constraints.
e Information that is practically reviewable.

e If the review is permitted by the source within 20 days of request.

ASTM defines reasonable time and cost constraints as information being provided by the source within twenty calendar
days of receiving a written, telephone, or in-person request at no more than a nominal cost intended to cover the
source’s cost of retrieving and duplicating the information. Practically reviewable means that "the information is
provided by the source in a manner and in a form that, upon examination, yields information relevant to the property
without the need for extraordinary analysis of irrelevant data." Publicly available means “that the source of the

information allows access to the information to anyone upon request.”

Based on ASTM Standards, the Phase | ESA is not intended to include any sampling and analysis of materials associated
with the Site (i.e., soil, water, air, or building materials). However, if it has been noted by Impact Environmental that
certain non-scope issues may be of concern to the user, a limited sampling and analysis program may be included
under the scope of this assessment (lead surface paints and friable asbestos). Radon test results published by the

USEPA Office of Radiation and Indoor Air in conjunction with the USGS were reviewed in lieu of sampling.
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2.4 User Reliance

This assessment was performed at the request of AA Truck Renting utilizing methods and procedures consistent with
good commercial or customary practices. This assessment is intended, where applicable to the standard of care, to
satisfy the requirements of the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental
Site Assessments, as published in ASTM E 1527-13 and 40 CFR Part 312. The independent conclusions represent the
best professional judgment of the Environmental Professional based on the conditions that existed and the information
and data available to Impact Environmental during the course of this assignment. Factual information regarding
operations and conditions provided by the client, owner, or the representative has been assumed to be correct and
complete. The report may be distributed and relied upon by AA Truck Renting Reliance on the information and

conclusions presented in this report by other party(ies) is not authorized by Impact Environmental.

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3  SITE DESCRIPTION

The Site is a single lot parcel located in a heavily industrial area. The extent of the Site is approximately 4.0 acres and is
situated on the west side of Review Avenue in Queens County, New York (see Site Location Map-Plate 1). According to
the Property Detail Report provided by Corelogic RealQuest, the Site is located within the M3-1 zoning district and has
been assigned the New York City (NYC) Tax Map Designation: Block — 294 and Lot — 106 (see Appendix A).

The Site is developed with an existing one-story double high commercial building, and three two-story vacant buildings
all comprised of cement block, and brick. The active on-site building is currently being utilized as a truck and bus repair
shop with storage of new parts. The interior construction of the buildings was observed to contain a combination of
masonry cement block, and brick, and cement flooring. The active building is heated by fuel oil, and serviced by NYC
municipal sewer and water. The exterior portions of the Site consist of asphalt paved parking, exposed soils, and

natural scrub vegetation. The Site exhibits low topographic relief (less than three percent slope).

3.1 Topography

The Pleistocene glaciation created the hilly Ronkonkoma moraine along Long Island's "spine" and south fork, and the
Harbor Hill Moraine along the North shore and the North fork (see Figure 1). Erosion of these morainal deposits (as the
glacier melted away from Long Island) created extensive outwash plains of sand and gravel in the intermorainal area
and south to the Atlantic Ocean. These highly permeable deposits comprise the upper glacial aquifer and represent the
majority of Long Island's surficial sediments. Some local confining clay units were also formed from glacial materials in
intermorainal lakes and tidal lagoons. Since the end of glaciation, about 12,000 years ago, Holocene beach and marsh
deposits have been formed along the marine edge, and within stream corridors and ponds. The elevation of the Site, as
presented on the United States Geologic Survey (USGS), Brooklyn Quadrangle Map, approximates 10 feet above sea
level. The USGS Map, which was base dated 1967, photorevised in 1979, and did depict structures on the Site. The Site

Topographic Map is included as Plate 2.

3.2 Subsurface Geology

The geology of Long Island consists of thick deposits of unconsolidated, water bearing sediments resting upon a
relatively impermeable, crystalline bedrock surface. The sequence of events that shaped Long Island's geology is not
known with certainty, but it probably began with the formation of the original basement rocks in early Paleozoic to
Precambrian time. These basement rocks were heated and compressed (metamorphosed) by folding and faulting,
producing a rugged, mountainous topography. During the subsequent period ending with the late Cretaceous Epoch

100 million years ago, erosion reduced the land to a nearly planer surface that gently tilted to the southeast.

During the late Cretaceous Epoch (60-100 million years ago), streams brought sediments from the north and the west

to the Long Island area on the continental margin, forming a permeable sand layer (Lloyd Sand Member of the Raritan
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Formation) and overlying clay member (clay member of the Raritan Formation) upon the bedrock surface. After a short
period of erosion or non-deposition, thick, permeable beds of river delta clay, sand, and gravel were deposited on the
Raritan Formation; these deposits comprise the Magothy Aquifer. Toward the close of the Late Cretaceous period
(approximately 60 million years ago), a sand and clay unit (Monmouth Group) of low permeability was deposited in

shallow marine waters in the area that now constitutes Long Island's south shore.

A long period of non-deposition, or possibly deposition followed by erosion, occurred after the Cretaceous era.
Geologic activities during this time left few sedimentary traces, but streams flowing across Long Island cut deep valleys
into the Magothy. It was not until late Pleistocene (Wisconsinian) glaciation- some 20 to 200 thousand years ago- that
there were any significant additions to Long Island's geologic record. Valleys were filled and the other deposits were
almost completely buried by glacial deposits. Prior to the southward movement of the Pleistocene ice sheets to Long
Island, an extensive clay unit (Gardiners Clay) was deposited in shallow marine and brackish waters along the shores of
what is now Suffolk County. This unit rested upon the Magothy and Monmouth Group, and acted as a confining layer.
The northern portions of the Gardiners were subsequently eroded by advancing ice and glacial meltwaters, and

Gardiners Clay beds are now found only in the south shore area.

3.3 Soil Component Identification

The Site lies within an area classified as Urban Land. This soil type consists of urbanized areas where the majority of the
surface is covered with buildings, roads, driveways, parking lots, and other manmade structures. Further classification

of the soils in these areas is impractical.

3.4 Hydrology

Queens and Kings Counties are underlain by two confined aquifers, the Magothy and the Lloyd, that have similar
physical and chemical characteristics. A third aquifer, known as Upper Glacial, overlies portions of the Magothy and the
Lloyd. The system these aquifers form is termed the Northern Atlantic Coastal Plain Aquifer (see Figure 2). Production
from the system is minimal. Industrial production wells generally draw from the Upper Glacial. Potable water used
within Queens and Kings Counties is drawn from surface water reservoir systems that have its source off of Long Island
(Westchester County). However, there are small portions of Queens that utilize the Magothy for potable water.

Production yields from all of these aquifers are very high.
The water quality of the Upper Glacial is impaired in areas due to heavy industrial and commercial development.

However, the water quality of the Magothy and Lloyd is excellent due to thickness and horizontal continuity of the

confining layers.
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3.5 Groundwater Characteristics

Comparison of the water table elevation of 5 feet amsl in the Upper Glacial Aquifer, western Long Island-Plate 1A,
dated April 2000, to the topographic map indicates that depth to groundwater in the area is approximately 5 feet
below grade surface (bgs). It should be noted, that there may be localized variations in subsurface hydrology created
by sewers, wells and other anthropogenic structures. Further, hydrologic conditions in the vicinity may be subject to
variations in seasonal precipitation and geological conditions not evident during review of publicly available records.
Based on groundwater investigations conducted at the Site by Impact Environmental in 2009 and 2010, the site-specific

groundwater flow direction was measured northwest toward the Dutch Kills Creek.

4 SITEVISIT

A site visit was conducted by Hallie Fitzsimons and Dan Fruhauf of Impact Environmental on April 8, 2014, to observe

and document site conditions. Impact Environmental was accompanied by Mr. Jose Garcia during the inspection. Site

photographs are included in Appendix B.

4.1

Interior Inspection

The interior inspection revealed the following information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site:

1.

No underground storage tanks (USTs) were identified in the building.

Six (6) above ground storage tanks (ASTs) were observed in the buildings. One (1) 275 gallon waste oil AST and
one (1) 150 gallon waste oil AST was observed in the repair facility. One (1) 500 gallon fuel oil AST was
observed in a shed abutting the repair space. One (1) empty 5,000 gallon fuel oil AST that was
decommissioned after hurricane Sandy flooding, and two (2) 275 gallon bulk motor oil ASTs were observed in
the vacant building to the southwest of the repair shop. Additionally, storage of portable chemical containers
was noted in the repair space. Said storage included 55 gallon drums of motor oil, E synthetic CD-50

Lubricants, Transmission fluid, Hydraulic Oil, Anti-freeze and other unidentified automotive fluids.

No electrical transformers suspected of containing polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) bearing dielectric fluid were

observed in the buildings.

Surface petrochemical staining was noted on the floor of the operational area. Said staining appeared to be
the result of releases that were below the volume requiring notification of the NYSDEC. Speedy Dry was

observed in several areas of the repair space and the vacant building to the southwest of the repair shop.

One part washer was observed in the repair space. Safety Kleen reportedly handles waste disposal for the

parts washers and used oil filters every 6 to 8 weeks.

Electric hook-ups, fuse boxes and meters were found in an exterior utility room adjoining the vacant two story
masonry building in the northeastern corner of the property nearest to Review Ave. All components were in

excellent condition after being replaced due to hurricane sandy.

No floor drains were observed in the building. However, it should be noted that due to the amount of storage

in the building, the entire floor area could not be inspected.

Two (2) aboveground hydraulic automotive lifts were observed in the repair space. Both maintained small

hydraulic fluid reservoirs and were in good working order.

Four (4) air compressors were observed on site; two (2) were located in the repair space, and two (2) were
observed in the vacant building to the southwest of the repair shop. No significant staining requiring

notification to NYSDEC was observed in the vicinity of said compressors.

Several cylinders of Acetylene were observed in the repair space.

Used truck parts were observed throughout the entire interior extent of the repair shop. Surface staining was
observed proximal to said parts, however, did not appear to be of the volume requiring notification to

NYSDEC.

All building sanitary discharge reportedly discharged to the NYC sewer system.

Exterior Inspection

The exterior inspection of the Site revealed the following information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site:

1.

No underground storage tanks (USTs) were identified on the Site.

One (1) 4,000 gallon diesel fuel above ground storage tank (AST) was observed on the eastern portion of the
Site. Said AST was reportedly installed in December 1998. Minor sheening was observed on surface water
proximal to said AST, and was expected to be evident due to a heavy rain event that occurred prior to the Site
visit. Said sheening appeared to be the result of releases that were below the volume requiring notification of

the NYSDEC.

One (1) dedicated diesel fuel dispenser was observed associated with the 4,000 gallon diesel fuel AST. Minor
sheening was observed on surface water proximal to said AST, and was expected to be evident due to a heavy
rain event that occurred prior to the Site visit. Said sheening appeared to be the result of releases that were
below the volume requiring notification of the NYSDEC.

No electrical transformers suspected of containing PCB bearing dielectric fluid were observed on the Site.

There was no visible evidence of the illegal storage or dumping of asbestos containing materials on the Site.

Six (6) drainage structures of solid construction (catch basins) were observed on the Site. Said catch basins
appeared to outfall to the Newtown Creek District Sewer system. It should be noted that due to high volume

of vehicles parked in the paved parking areas all the catch basins were not observed or inspected.

A former loading rack was identified on the eastern portion of the property. The system was dismantled in

1998.

Several monitoring wells were located throughout the property. These wells pertained to sub-surface
investigations conducted in 1990 and in 2008. The wells were observed to be decommissioned in accordance

with NYSDEC regulations.

Several steel roll off containers and 55 gallon polyethylene drums were observed on the western portion of

the Site. Said steel containers and drums maintained scaffolding equipment.

All vegetation on the Site appeared in good condition relative to seasonal parameters.

Surficial petrochemical staining was noted on the asphalt surface of the Site. Said staining appeared to be the

result of releases that were below the volume requiring notification of the NYSDEC.

A pallet of masonry paints and primers were observed adjacent to the brick building on the northeastern

portion of the property. No staining was observed proximal to these containers

Multiple truck rooftop refrigeration units and other miscellaneous truck parts were located to the west of the

repair shop.
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4.3  Surrounding Properties

Land uses occurring on the surrounding properties may have an effect on the environmental quality of the Site.
Accordingly, Impact Environmental performed a general survey of the adjacent and surround properties in an attempt
to identify visual evidence of apparent or potential sources of environmental concern. Surrounding properties include

the following:

4.4 Limited Scope Identification of Possible Lead Containing Surface Paints

The element of lead has no function in the body. It can have poisonous effects on human organs and the nervous
system, causing a variety of toxic reactions. Since lead accumulates in the body more rapidly than it can be removed,
repeated exposures, even to small amounts, may produce lead poisoning. In addition, deteriorating lead components
may allow lead to become airborne [CAS# 7439-92-1]. Threshold limit values have been established at 0.15 mg/m?3 (of
air) by the American Conference of Governmental Industrial Hygienists. A non-destructive survey was performed. Said

survey was not intended to constitute a full lead paint survey, which is beyond the scope of this report.

1. Based on the age of the building, it is possible that lead containing paints exist below the surface layer in

portions of the building, however no samples were secured.

4.5 Limited Scope Identification of Possible Friable Asbestos Containing Materials

Asbestos has been linked to various types of lung diseases. Various regulatory agencies have tolerance limits of 1% by
weight for asbestos in materials. Any material that contains asbestos levels above this limit may be considered
hazardous and may have to be abated. A non-destructive survey was performed. Said survey was not intended to

constitute a full asbestos survey, which is beyond the scope of this report. The results of the survey are listed below:

1. No suspected friable asbestos containing materials were observed, and no samples were secured.
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2. Based on the age of the building, it is possible that asbestos containing materials may exist in the building

materials.

4.6 Limited Scope Identification of Possible Mold

As part of this assessment, Impact Environmental performed a limited visual inspection for the significant presence of
mold. A class of fungi, molds has been found to cause a variety of health problems in humans, including allergic,
toxicological and infectious responses. Molds are decomposers of organic materials which thrive in humid
environments and produce tiny spores to reproduce, just as plants produce seeds. When mold spores land on a damp
spot indoors, they may begin growing and digesting whatever they are growing on in order to survive. When excessive
moisture or water accumulates indoors, mold growth will often occur, particularly if the moisture problem remains
undiscovered or unaddressed. As such, interior areas of buildings characterized by poor ventilation and high humidity
are the most common locations of mold growth. Building materials including drywall, wallpaper, baseboards, wood

framing, insulation and carpeting often play host to such growth.

Impact Environmental observed interior areas of the Site structures for the significant presence of mold. Impact
Environmental observed obvious visual indications of the presence of mold, in addition to obvious indications of
significant water damage. No bulk sampling of suspect surfaces was conducted as part of this assessment. This activity
was not designed to discover all areas that may be affected by mold growth on the Site. Rather, it is intended to give
the client an indication if significant (based on observed areas) mold growth is present at the Site. Additional areas of
mold not observed as part of this limited assessment, possibly in pipe chases, HVAC systems and behind enclosed walls

and ceilings, may be present on the Site.

4.7 Radon Investigation

Radon is a colorless, odorless, inert gas which has become an air contaminant in certain geographic areas. Radon is a
natural isotope which is most commonly present in association with crystalline bedrock and occasionally other geologic
deposits. Naturally occurring isotope decay can emit radiation, which when converted to radioactive metal oxide
deposits in the lungs, causes health concerns from inhalation. Radon levels generally increase in areas where bedrock is
close to the land surface, and generally only creates a health related problem where underground basements are
constructed. A basement can allow radon gas to accumulate in a manner that could cause exposure. The existing
buildings located on the Site were not constructed with basements or sub-cellars. Geographically, radon may be of
concern in certain parts of Queens and points further west. Absent these conditions, radon gas presents less of a
concern. The only way to determine concretely if radon gas is present is to perform air monitoring. Said monitoring is

beyond the scope of this report.
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The EPA issued a publication entitled “Map of Radon Zones dated September 1993”. Office of Radiation and indoor Air,
in conjunction with the Unite States Geological Survey (USGS). According to said publication, 1123 sites were tested for
indoor radon concentrations in the five boroughs of New York City between the years 1985 and 1993. The following

information was revealed (based on an action level for radon of 4 pCi/L).

1. According to Mr. Jose Garcia, the Site is heated by fuel oil and an on-site sanitary system and serviced by NYC

municipal water.

2. According to Mr. Gregory Steven, the future plans for the Site are unknown.

4. According to Mr. Eric Roberts, records of a tank tightness test in response to a NOV (Notice of Violation) dated

November 4, 2011 were lost due to hurricane Sandy.

5.7 Corporate Records

1. A Subsurface Investigation prepared for the Site by Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. dated May
1990, was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information

relevant to the environmental quality of the Site:
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Analyzed soil samples showed high concentrations of aromatic hydrocarbons. Floating product was identified
in the well created from a new boring. It was recommended to have all USTs and lines have tightness tests

done to determine if the current system is failing and causing discharge of product into the subsurface soils.

2. Correspondence dated October 17, 1991 between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene
Sullivan of the NYSDEC was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following
information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: Tyree Brothers Environmental services provided
remedial work conducted and analytical results showing that an optimal volume of floating product has been
recovered and any trace floating product found would have minimal or no environmental impact on the

surrounding areas.

3. Correspondence dated November 8, 1991 between Tyree Brothers Environmental Services Inc. and Eugene
Sullivan of the NYSDEC was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following
information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: As per Tyree’s Letter dated October 17, 1999

NYSDEC has closed spill case 9010146.

4. APhase | ESA report, prepared for the Site by Tyree Brothers Environmental Services, Inc. dated June 15, 1999,
was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information relevant to
the environmental quality of the Site: One UST was identified in the large center building west of the office
space. A potential UST was identified by the presents of a suspected fill pipe. The pipe cap could not be
removed for further inspection. Numerous ASTs were observed in the buildings. This included an active

vaulted 4,000gal #2 fuel oil AST used for onsite heating as well as two active 275gal motor oil ASTs.

5. A Tank Affidavit, prepared by William Klein, The Franklin Company, dated May 11, 1999 was reviewed under
the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information relevant to the environmental

quality of the Site: On April 28, 1999 three 4000gal diesel tanks were sealed by being filled with inert matter.

6. A Remote Sensing Survey: GPR Investigation prepared for the Site by Impact Environmental dated July 28,
1999, was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information
relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: It was concluded that one significant subsurface anomaly
adjacent to the southwest corner of the 1,000 sf building was consistent with the size and shape of a UST. The
GPR imaging failed to identify the presence of anomalies consistent with an UST in the interior of the 23,000 sf

building.

7. A Tank Affidavit, prepared by Stuart Levy, Alvin Petroleum Systems, dated August 5, 1999 was reviewed under
the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information relevant to the environmental

quality of the Site: Two 550 gallon USTs located in front of the two-story masonry building on the northern

boundary were abandoned in place to proper standards. A no further action letter was received preceding the

tank abandonments.

A Subsurface Investigation Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact Environmental dated
October 2, 2008. The report summarized the findings of sampling and analysis of subsurface soil and
groundwater, the installation of large diameter groundwater monitoring wells, a groundwater elevation
survey and a hydraulic conductivity investigation. Strong petrochemical odor, oil sheen and high PID readings
were detected throughout the Site. However, the laboratory analysis of the soil and groundwater samples
failed to detect any significant target VOC or SVOC levels. This is consistent with the results of the previous
investigation conducted by Impact Environmental in 2008. It is concluded that the observed subsurface
petroleum product is aged and degraded. It probably has accumulated during the decades of historical
petroleum product storage on the Site. Gasoline and fuel oil have been mixed (potentially due to tidal
influence) and created a commingled plume. Over time, the plume has been degraded due to natural
attenuation. The majority of the volatile organic and semi-volatile organic compounds have been removed
from the subsurface system, either by physical advection or biochemical reaction. The residual petroleum
product is mainly degraded. It still has a strong petroleum odor; however, it does not exhibit high levels of
VOCs and SVOCs. Relatively low concentrations of target VOCs and SVOC are present in subsurface soil and
groundwater at levels marginally above NYSDEC guidance criteria. However, based on the land use, the
geology and the hydrology of the Site, it is unlikely for the residual degraded petroleum product to impose a

significant risk to human health and the environment.

An Investigation Summary Report was prepared for NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459 by Impact Environmental dated
June 24, 2009. The scope of work was performed to determine the extent of petroleum related soil and/or
groundwater contamination associated with the NYSDEC Spill # 08-07459. Strong petrochemical odor, oil
sheen and high PID readings were detected throughout the Site. However, the laboratory analysis of the soil
and groundwater samples failed to detect any significant target VOC or SVOC levels. Based upon the results of
this investigation, historical petroleum operations on the Site impacted the subsurface soil and groundwater.
However, it was determined by NYSDEC that active remedial action in regard to NYSDEC Spill #08-07459 was
not required. A Monitored Natural Attenuation (MNA) plan, which included quarterly sampling and analysis of

groundwater from on-site monitoring wells was requested from NYSDEC to achieve closure of the spill case.

A Quarterly Monitoring Report (1% Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated March 12, 2010.
The report revealed the following information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: Analysis
performed on the groundwater samples MW-2, MW-3, MW-5 and MW-6 failed to detect any target VOCs or
SVOCs. 0.01 ft free-phase product was observed in the MW-7H.

A Quarterly Monitoring Report (2"6I Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated June 11, 2010.
The report revealed the following information relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: Analysis
performed on the groundwater samples MW-2, MW-3, MW-5 and MW-6 failed to detect any target VOCs or
SVOCs. 0.01 ft free-phase product was observed in the MW-7H.

A Quarterly Monitoring Report (3rd Qtr 2010) was prepared by Impact Environmental, dated September 9,
2010, was reviewed under the scope of this assessment. The report revealed the following information
relevant to the environmental quality of the Site: The laboratory analysis performed on the groundwater
samples MW-1 and MW-5 failed to detect any target VOCs or SVOCs. The laboratory analysis performed on
the groundwater sample MW-2, MW-3, MW-4, MW-6 and MW-7H detected concentrations of gasoline
related target volatile organic analytes marginally above the NYSDEC ambient water quality standards. The
detected total VOC concentration was less than 0.1 ppm. A sump skimmer was installed in MW-7H for the

free-phase product recovery.

The NYSDEC issued No Further Action correspondence on October 1, 2010. The correspondence indicated
that “According to the data that the Department has received, there is no longer any free product on the
water table, nor any dissolved contamination. Therefore, the Department is closing the spill case. All of the
wells on the site can now be abandoned. Well abandonment must take place in accordance with the

environmental regulations and laws of New York State.”.

A Well Decommissioning Report was prepared by Impact Environmental, August 9, 2011. The report revealed
the monitoring wells associated with NYSDEC # 08-07459 on site were decommissioned in accordance with

NYSDEC CP-43.

A letter prepared by Impact Environmental to AA Truck Renting, dated December 20, 2011 was issued in
response to a Notice of Violation received on November 4, 2011 from the NYSDEC for the Site. Said violation
letter required; 1) removal of liquids from a secondary containment area associated with the exterior diesel
AST; 2) removal of surface staining in the area around an exterior waste oil AST; and 3) removal of sediments
and/or petroleum liquids from several catch basins maintained on the Site. Waste manifests generated from
these activities completed by Impact Environmental are provided in the appendix. Completion of a tank

tightness test was performed by a tank contractor.
