DESCRIPTION OF DAILY WORK PERFORMED:

AM: GC offloading heavy equipment on approach road at Fuhrmann Blvd due to short radius at site entry.
The south edge of the turn in was enlarged to allow long beds to move to site. The approach road from
Fuhrmann was cleaned of any casual debris due to our activities. Locations of existing manholes were
verified and the crossroad to the trailer site cleared of trash and debris. A temporary concrete slab was
placed over the north manhole and then covered with 10” of stone to avoid collapsing the temporary tire lid
into the hole. The other MH locations were flagged to prevent inadvertent damage to vehicles or the
structure.

After observation with
GC and D Locey of Region 9 DEC the northernmost location was selected. Depth to water table was
approximately 9'. The contractor was given the OK to proceed with construction of the basin. Spotted
power generator in proximity of office complex. No cables were shipped with the unit-Ferguson Electric was
to return to the site on 1/31/06 to complete the tie in and energize the offices. GC took confirmatory soil
samples at the tight grid area to verify preconstruction contaminant levels and better define the locations of
elevated contaminant levels within the TGA.

At approximately 11:30 AM the GC reached the southern, eastern and western limits of the LNAPL Area and requested
a visual observation on contamination limits. Based on these visual observations, and upon consultation with the
General Contractor, it appears that the southern extent of contaminated soil has been reached. The GC will not remove
additional material beyond this point. At the west sidewall, visual observations indicated the clay stratum had been
exposed with respect to depth, but marginally contaminated soil extended beyond the edge of the excavation.
Therefore, in accordance with Section 02220-2 of the Project Specification, and as a precursor to taking sidewall
samples, | requested that an additional 5 feet of material be removed beyond the LNAPL exclusion zone as shown on
Contract Drawing 003. With respect to the east sidewall, visual observation clearly indicated that contaminated soils
extend beyond the current exclusion zone limit. Again, | requested the GC to remove an additional 5 feet of material
from the east sidewall to better determine the actual extent of the LNAPL contamination. No additional depth will be
excavated from either sidewall at this time.

Upon reaching the revised sidewall limits, further excavation in the easterly and westerly directions ceased and 3
confirmatory samples were taken to ascertain actual contamination levels present.
