Water Quality Sampling

A biological (macroinvertebrate) assessment of Claverack Creek in Stockport (at Route 25) was conducted in 2002.
Sampling results indicated slightly impacted water quality conditions. The impacts appeared to be the result of
nonpoint sources. However, nutrient biotic evaluation determined these effects on the fauna to be minor. Aquatic life
support is considered to be fully supported in the stream, and there are no other apparent water quality impacts to
designated uses. (DEC/DOW, BWAM/SBU, June 2005)
