Description:

Trinity Packaging Corporation (Trinity) is a comroe flexographic
printing facility located in the Town of Cheektoveaderie County, New
York. Trinity designs, prints, and converts fleeilpackaging materials
used in food, medical, industrial, and personatitsigiene consumer
products. The facility operates and maintainsdigaphic printing presses
used to print packaging products on various sutestiacluding
polyethylene, polypropylene, cellophane, nylon, palyester.

Trinity is subject to the Title V permitting reqaments stated in 6NYCRR
Part 201-6 for major facilities. This minor permibdification adds several
emission sources associated with a new solveritiessator. The new
emission sources are four corona discharge sufeaters and one ozone
decomposer which vents to a new emission point.niimer modification
also removes references to the catalytic oxidiz@ckwwas permanently
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taken out of service in 2014 upon the installatod use of the
regenerative thermal oxidizer (RTO) as the prin@mytrol equipment for
the flexographic presses. Also, the name of thilitiabhas been changed to
Trinity Packaging Corporation from Cello-Pack Caiggon due to a
ownership change. Company name references witkipelmit have been
updated.

The facility now has a total of ten corona discleasgrface treaters which
cumulatively have a potential-to-emit ozone of p&inds per year and are
expected to actually emit 219 pounds of ozone par.yrhe ozone is
treated in either the ozone decomposer of the RTO.

The facility is organized into one emission ungntified as 1-PRESS.
Emission unit 1-PRESS consists of four wide-wekdtgraphic printing
presses, ten corona discharge surface treatergoomao laminator, and

five dryers. Trinity operates a RTO to reduce eowtrol the VOC
emissions from the flexographic printing pressas$tie combo laminator
when it is utilizing solvent-based adhesives. TEminator can utilize
solvent-less, water-based, and/or solvent-baseelsadis and is subject to 6
NYCRR Part 228-2 requirements for volatile orgasompound (VOC)
control.

The facility will limit potential VOC emissions fro Presses 9 & 10 to less
than 39 tpy for each press, which is less thaVtB€ project emission
potential applicability threshold of 40 tpy per 6RRR Part 231-13 New
Source Review.

Trinity currently operates three flexographic pessglentified as presses 7, 8
and 9 which were installed in 2000, 2001 and 20€pectively, and are
controlled by a common catalytic oxidizer. The pesshave been subject to
75% capture and control per 6 NYCRR Part 234.3)@i)(d), but upon
installation of the RTO will be subject to 234.3(3{ii)(e) which has been
modified effective July 8, 2010 to require 80 petoeapture and control for
volatile organic compounds (VOC) emissions. Thdifghas documented
100% capture via permanent total enclosure testingach individual press.
Trinity conducted performance testing of the RTCSaptember 3, 2014 which
documented an actual destruction efficiency of799.

The facility’s previous TV permit also contained Z@mission limits for
Presses 7, 8, & 9 to limit their actual VOC emissito less than the 40 ton per
year, the project emission potential thresholdNtYERR Part 231-2, New
Source Review (NSR) for New and Modified Facilitiége current version of
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Part 231 became effective on October 15, 2011 etaihed the VOC project
emission potential applicability threshold of 4@$qer year. These emission
limits were necessary at the time of initial perrs#uance since the past overall
removal efficiency required by Part 234 was only&%@nd then 75% (effective
July 8, 2010) upon permit renewal number 2 whevas issued on May 14,
2013. Neither of the overall removal efficienciesrevenough to limit the
potential-to-emit (PTE) of the individual presseddss than the 40 tpy project
emission potential. With the current 80% overathoxal efficiency requirement
the PTEs for presses 7 and 8 are less than 4@amever, and the ton per year
emission limits have been removed from the perfie “cap” for press 9 will
remain because the PTE after 80% control is grélader 40 tons per year.

In 2014, Trinity replaced a catalytic oxidizer waHarger regenerative thermal
oxidation unit and add a fourth flexographic presess #10. This press is also
subject to NSR review and, based on its PTE, nimgtVOC emissions to less
than 40 tons per year. The capping requirementthsesapture and control
efficiency from stack testing to calculate the V@dissions on a 12 month
rolling total to determine compliance with the mdual 40 ton caps for presses
9 and 10 as stated in the attached permit or sédgegvhere in this permit.

Trinity is subject to 40 CFR Part 64, Compliancesésnce Monitoring
(CAM), since the facility has potential pre-contdavice VOC emissions
greater than 50 tons per year, which is the maorce threshold level, and
a control device is used to achieve compliance aitlemission standard.
This rule required Trinity to submit a CAM Plan whidetailed and
justified the monitoring indicators and performacéeria used at the
facility to assure proper operation of the contlevice.

The VOC emissions from the printing operationssangect to the Reasonably
Available Control Technology (RACT) provisions spist in 6NYCRR Part
234. In accordance with 6NYCRR Part 234, Tringtyequired to operate the
flexographic printing process such that the capsystem and the air cleaning
devices provide for an overall reduction in VOC ssions of at least 80%, but
in some cases up to a minimum of 83.5% reducti@edan the particular press
and oxidizer. Trinity is required to conduct penf@ance testing of the presses
(to determine capture efficiency) and the oxidizerdetermine destruction
efficiency) once every permit term to assure coare with the overall VOC
reduction requirements.
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By acceptance of this permit, the permittee agtieststhe permit is contingent upon strict
compliance with the ECL, all applicable regulatioiiee General Conditions specified and any
Special Conditions included as part of this permit.

(d) In the event of maintenance, start-up/shutdowmalfunction conditions which
result in emissions exceeding any applicable emisstiandard, the facility owner and/or
operator shall take appropriate action to prevensgions which will result in contravention of
any applicable ambient air quality standard. Reably available control technology, as
determined by the commissioner, shall be appliethdwany maintenance, start-up/shutdown or
malfunction condition subject to this paragraph.

(e) In order to have a violation of a fedesgjulation (such as a new source performance
standard or national emissions standard for hamard pollutants) excused, the specific
federal regulation must provide for an affirmatdefense during start-up, shutdowns,
malfunctions or upsets.
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
